areas, where many businesses transitions and human operations happen on a daily
basis thereby attracting heavy human traffic;

A number of accidents have occurred on the said road leading to loss of lives and
serious injuries, thus ieaciing to demonstrations amongst the residents of the area:

and it has made no efforts to ensure that road bumps and road signs are erected to
contain speed and regulate motorirts despite the ongoing construction and further
the constructor has made no efforts to ensure the same;

wheel chairs, crutches and the white cane, while crossing over to and from the

COunCi! aS r.,rre!l aS 61[3; 6!igahilitrr -aFfiliatoA ,"\rd, rri72]i,.\rr.

The predicament pose, a great risk to the lives of not only these persons with
disabilities but also to other pedestrians in the area, who have to crojj over four

lanes against on-coming traffic which is usually comprised of speeding motorized.

There is no other accessible and safe means that one can use to reach the council
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and other ertablirhmenti in the area

3.0 SUBMISSIONS AND EVIDENCE

Having been seized of the Petition, the Committee commenced its investiSationt by

inviting the petitioner and the Cabinet Secretary for Transport and lnfrastructure for
meetings. The meetings were held on Thurtday 5'h March, 2015 with the aim of
addressing the Petitioners' concerns.

3.1 Meeting with the Petitioner

On Thursday 5'h March, 2015 the Committee met with Hon. lsaack Mwaura, MP on

behalf of the petitioners. He explained the challenges that people with di5ability

faced in this section of the road. He further, informed the Committee that people

with disability cannot get services from the very offices that are meant to help them

because of lack of footbridges to cross the road.

The design of this road includes a
grade separated junction at KomarocVJuja Road junction which once completed will
greatly improve traffic flow on Komarock Road through elimination of traffic conflicts at
the junction. The works under the contract include improvement of o.TKilometer of -

Komarock road from Jujalouter Ring Junction. ln addition during construction part of
the Komarock Road will be improved to serve as a diversion.

As short term mearurer the Ministry through the Kenya Urban Roads Authority (KURA)
in the last four years and including the current financial year has been undertaking
maintenance of roads within Nairobi City County through the Fuel Levy fund.

For example in the 2013/2014 FY 2.o Kilometer of the Komarock Road (Komarock -
Kangundo Road - Bus Route) was placed under periodic maintenance at a coJt of
Kshs'So, 721.052.2o. The road which was in poor condition has been improved and
currently provides a safe connectivity between Kangundo road and Kayole 5pine road.

Allocation of sh. 100 million

Kenya urban Roads Authority (KURA) was not in operation in 2008 when Kshs.loo
Million was allocated by Kenya Roads Board (KRB) for upgrading of some roads within
Nairobi. Kenya urban Roads Authority (KURA) is therefore not aware of the said
allocation.

SIT[ VISIT BY THE COMMITTEE

The committee visited the site on wednesday 4'h March, 2015 and met with the
petitioners where they observed that Road A was already constructed to bitumen
standard by KURA. However the Iink of Road A and city cabanas interchange was not
accessible and required urgent construction to enable the industrialists to access their
plots.

It was noted that the Mininry through Kenya Urban Roads Authority (KURA) has

engaged a contractor, MS Saxon lnvestments Ltd, to construct the link road to bitumen

standards at a cost of Kshs. 35,866,388. The works are on-going.

The residents/petition ers thanked the committee for visiting the said roads and hoped
that the committee would address their concerns.

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1) The Ministry through Kenya National Highways Authority (KeNHA) procured the

services of a consultant to conduct Feasibility Studies, Details and Tender

Documentation of Leseru - kltale - Marich Pass section of Sudan Link Road. The

Consultant has completed the services and has submitted the Final Design Report

to the Client. The procurement of works is expected to proceed subject to

confi rmation of funding arrangements.

2) The existing longitudinal slope of Kamatira Hills is about '10-1lo/o including sharp

bends. The 5- type curve at the lower section of Kamatira Hill is recognized as

prone to accidents and therefore attracted special attention in the design.

To improve the tituation especially in view of the anticipated high future truck

volumes the following improvements are incorporated in the design.

i. The sharp hairpin curve on the top of Kaamatira Hills has been realigned

and the radius of the curve has been widened from l00m to 200m. Further

this realignment ensures that surrounding settlement needs not to be

relocated.

THE PARTIES TO THE PRESENT PROTOCOL,

CONSIDERING that it is desirabte to amend the Convention on Limitation of

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The harmful effects of antifoulinB systems were considered by the
lnternational Maritime Organization's Marine Environment Protbction
Committee (MEPC) for the first time in 1988, when the Paris Coqnmission
requested the MEPC to consider the need for measures to restrict the u5e
of tributyhin fl-BT) compounds o.t seaSoing vessels. As a first ftep, the
Committee at its thirlieth session in 1990 aaopled resolution MEpb.46{30)
on "Measures to control potential adverse impacts 'associated wilh the use
of lributyttin compounds in anti-fouling paints", which recomniends that
IMO Member Governments adopt measures to eliminate the rlse of anh-
fouling paint containing TBT on non-aluminium*rulted veslels 6f less than
25 m in length and eliminate lhe use of TBT,based anti-foulin& paints with
an average leaching rate of more than four micrograms of oiganotin per
square c€ntimetre per day. These recommendations were intended to be
interim measures until IMO could consider a possible total prohibition of
TBT compounds in anti-fouling systems. From t 990 onwardt MEPC was
presented wiih TBT monitoiia6 ierults whjch reconfirmed ihe toxiiity of
TBT compounds, as well as lvith information on existing alternatives,
including their effectiveness and the risk posed to the marine environment
by these systems.

The Menty-first session of the IMO Assembly in 1999 adopted resolution
A.895(21)ur8ing MEPC to work towa.ds the expeditious development ofa
global legally binding instrument to address the harmful etlects df anti-
foulin8 systems used on ships. The resolution states rhat the global
instrument, to be developed by MEPC, should ensure a global prohitition
of the application of organotin compounds which act as biocides in anti-
fouling systems on ships by I January 2003 and a complere prohibiton on
the presence of organotin compounds which act as biocides in anti-fouiing
systems on ships by I January 2008. A working group was established at
MEPC, which took on the task of developing such a draft instrument.

This will normally include the wearing o( long sleeve rolvent reslslant gloves
of suitable impervious materlal - e.g. nitrile rubber.

7,2 Quantities of diy anri-fouling paint removed during sampling from
ships' hulls will normally bq too small io cause significant health effects.

3.3 Access to sh ips to ca.ry out samplin8, safely may be difficult. lf a ship is
moored alongside persons carrying out sampling must ensure they have safe
access to reach the hull {rom e.g. platforms, crane baskett cherry.pickers,

hulrs containinB drganorin compounds acting as biocide. This method has
been designed such that sealers should not be affected, and any underlying
anti.fouling agent (or primer) is not taken up in the sampling procedure. The
method is not recorhmended for silicon-based anti-foulinS systems.

l.Z fhis meil,od is basea on a twostep aralysis. The flrst srep detects totat
tin a!.an indicator for organotin; the secorid step, detecting specific organotin
compounds, ir only necessary in the case of the first step proving positive.

2 Sampling device and materials

2,1 The sampling devici is constructed in a way thar only the upper ,ayer
of paint is removed, thereby and should leave any underlying paint (seaier,
primer etc.) intacl This result is achieved through the use of a moving disk,
{eccenric rotation) which is covered by an abrasive material like quartz or
Slass iibre fabric. This abrasive miterlal has to be suitable lor it5 use as a
supporting material for the removed paint,

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MTIHoD 2

1 Purpose of this method

t,l This method provides sampling and analysis proceduies to identify the
presence of organotin compounds in the anti-fouling systems on ships. The
method is designed such that rhe sampling and the drsista6e analysis coulJ
be carried out by ship surveyors or port State control officers (pSC6s) on rhe
survey/lnspection site, e.g at a dry dock.

1.2 This method is based on a tlvcstage analysis. The first stase detecrs
total tin as an.indicator for the presence.oiorganotin and the s..oia,tig" ii
necessary only in the case that the first stage analysis providine a oos;tive
result to detect specilic organotin compounis.

Xl. Th.e-:ameliT is cafited out by using abrasive paper rubbing on rhe
surlace ot the anti-fouling system. This results in collection of oaint fiaqmenr
of the anti-fouling system from thin 6yg3, ;.r, than severa, microme-ter in
depth fiom the surface, which do not affect the coatings ly,"g;;J;;;;aih
such as sealers.

2:? Abra-tive paper is_pasred oo a disc of approximately lomm in
diameter. RubbinB the surface oI rhe anti-touling sysiem with thedisc collects
several milligrams of the sample on to the abrisive paper.

3.3 Software customized for the iin analyti5 is prepared to assist.the

operator, who is assumed to be a ship surveyor or PSCO, to delecl totaltin in

the specimens.

3.4 The customized software may in advance need a calibration curve o'
iie ch"ri.t"rltti. x-ray intensity of tin In relation to the tin content pa(icularly

in the ranSe of 0.1 to 0.5%.

3.5 A{ter the prepalation including the warminS-up of the.XRF instrument

and starting-up of the comPUler, a specimen (samplin8 disc) is placed,on the

samole stice of the instrurnent, Aflerwards, analysis ls executed by the

cust;mizeisoftware. A slngle batch of analysis for one specimen normally

takes 5 mlnutes and the rezult i: shown on a display automatlcally'

3.6 Since the XRF analysis does not affect any properties of the specimens,

all of the collected sPecimens (six to nine specimens), includinS those for the

second analysis and storage, are able to be dsed for thji analysis'
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4 lnterprelation of the result at the first-slage analysis
4.1 Following.the procedures abovei, XRF data of six, or nine, s;iecimens
are obtained lor each samplin6 point, Omitring the maxlmum aod minimum
values from the dara, an average of lhe tin content is calculated from the
inlermediate values for rhe representing value of the rampling doint.
4.2 Compliance with the Convention is assumed wheri none of the tin
contenls (average values) from the samptes do not exceed the sum of the
threshold {2,500 m6 per kg) and a tolerance (500 mg per kg).

4.3 When one or more average values o{ samples from different samoline
poinl5 6q..1 meel the above criteria, the samples should be sent to I
laboratory for the second stage analysis. Regardless of the results, it is also
possible to undergo the second stage analysis when the surveyor or pSCO
considers lhat it ls necessary to do so.

has been perfordred. ln reviewing the IAFS Certificate, particular
attention should be given to verifyinS that .the initial survey
matches the dry dock period listed in the ship's log(s) and that
only one box should be marked.

.4 The Record ofAnti-Fouling Sy5tems should be inrpected to ensure
that lhe records are e ilachedto the IAFS Certifr'cate and are up lo
dale. The most recent Record must correlate with the correct
checkbox on the front o{ the IAFS Certi,icate.

Ships of non-Parties to AFS 2001
,l As ships of non-Parties (o AFS 2001 are not entltled to an IAFS

Certificate, the PSCO should look fo. documentation that
contains all of the information in the IAFS Cenificate. The records
described in resolution MtPC.t02(48), parcErAphs 5.2.? and
5.3.2 can be used as examples of this types of documentation. lf
the ship has such documentation; the PSCO may take its content
into account in the evaluation of that ship's compliance.

2 ln all other respects the PSCO should be guided by the
procedures for ships referred to in paragraph 'l above (Ships
reguired to carry an IAFS Ce,tificate).

SUB.PART 2

Jurisdiction

l. Where an incident has caused pollution damage i-n the territory, including
the territorial sea, or in an area refered to in article 2(a)(ii) of one or more States
Parties, or preventive measures have been taken to prevent or minimise pollution
damage in such territory, fucluding the territorial sea, or in such area, actions for
compensation against the shipomer, insurer or other person providing security for
the shipowner's liabilify may be brought only in the courts of any such States
Paties.

2. Reasonable notice of any action taken under paragraph I shall be given to
each defendant.

3. Each State Parry shall ensure that its courts have jurisdiction to entertain
actions for compensation under this Convention.

ARTICLE IO

Recognition and enforcement

1l. Anyjudgement given by a Court with jurisdiction in accordance with aaicle
9 which is enforceable in the State of origin lvhere it is no longer subject to
ordrnary forms of review, shall be recognised in any State Party, except:

(a) where thejudgement rvas obtained by fraud; or

(b) where the defendant was not given reasonable notice and a fair
opportunity to present his or her case.

5. The certificate shall be carried on board the ship and a copy shall be

deposited with the authorities who keep the record of the ship's registry or, if the

ship is not registered in a State Party, with the authorities issuing or certifoing the

certificate.

6. An insurance or other financial security shall not satisfy the requirements of
this article if it can cease, for reasons other than the expiry of the period of validity
of the insurance or security specified in the certificate under paragraph 2 of this
article, before three months have elapsed from the date on which notice of its
termination is given to the authorities refened to in paragraph 5 of this article,
unless the certificate has been surrendered to these authorities or a new certificate
has been issued within the said period. The foregoing provisions shall similarly
apply to any modification which results in the insurance or security no longer
satisfying the requirements of this article.

7. The State ofthe ship's registry shall, subject to the provisions ofthis article,
determine the conditions of issue and validity ofthe certificate.

8. Nothing in this Convention shall be construed as preventing a State Party
from relying on information obtained from other States or thc Organization or other
intemational organisationi relating to the financial standing of providers of
insurance or financial security for the purposes of this Convention. In such cases,

the State Party relying op such information is not relieved of its responsibility as a

State issuing the certificate required by paragraph 2.

9. Certificates issued or certified under the authority of a State Party shall be

accepted by other States Parties for the purposes of this Convention and shall be

regarded by other States Parties as having the same force as certificates issued or
certified by them even if issued or certified in respect of a ship not registered in a
State Party. A State Party may at any time request consultation with the issuing or
certifying State should it believe that the insurer or guarantor named in the

insurance certificate is not financially capable of meeting the obligations imposed
by this Convention.

10. Any claim for compensation for pollution damage may be brought directly
against the ilsurer or other person providing financial securiry for the registered

owner's liability for pollution damage. ln such a case the defendant may invoke the

defences (other than bankruptcy or winding up of the shipowner) which the

shipowner would have been entitled to invoke, including limitation pursuant to
artrcle 6. Furthermore, even if the shipowner is not entitled to limitation of liability
according to article 6, the defendant may limit liability to an amount equal to the

amount of the insurance or other financial secudty required to be maintained in
accordance with paragraph l. Moreover, the defendant may invoke the defence

that the pollution damage resulted from the wilful misconduct of the shipowner, but
the defendant shall not invoke any other defence wh.ich the defendant might have

been entitled to invoke in proceedings brought by the shipowner against the

defendant. The defendant shall in any event have the right to require the shipowner
to bejoined in the proceedings.

Limitation of liability

Nothing in this Convention shall affect the rig[t of the shipowner and the person or
persons providing insurance or other financial security to limit liability under any
applicable national or intemational regime, such as the Convention on Limitation
of Liability for Maritime Claims, 1976r, as amended.

ARTICLE 7

Compulsory insurance or financial security

l. The registered owner ofa ship having a gross tonnage greater than 1000
registered in a State Party shall be required to maintain insurance or other financial
security, such as the guarantee ofa bank or similar financial institution, to cover the
liability of the registered owner for pollution damage in an amount equal to the
limits of liability under the applicable national or iltemational limitation regrme,
but in all cases, not exceeding an amount calculated in accordance with the
Convention on Limitation of Liability for Maritime Claims, 1976, as amended.

2. A certificate attesting that insurance or other financial security is in force in
accordance with the provisions of this Convention shall be issued to each ship after
the appropriate authority of a State Party has determined that the requirements of
paragraph I have been complied with. With respect to a ship registered in a State
Parff such certificate shall be issued or certified by the appropriate authority of the
State of the ship's registry; with respect to a ship not registered in a State pafiy it
may be issued or certified by the appropriate authority of any State Party. This
certificate shall be in the form ofthe model set out in the annex to this Convention
and shall contain the following particulars:

5. No claim for compensation for pollution damage shall be made against the
shipowner otherwise than in accordance with this Convention.

6. Nothhg in this Convention shall prejudice any right of recourse of the
shipowner which exists independently of this Convention.

ARTICLE 4

Exclusions

l. This Convention shall not apply to pollution damage as defined in the Civil
Liability Convention, whether or not compensation is payable in respect ofit under
that Convention.

2. Except as provided in paragraph 3, the provisions of this Convention shall
not apply to wamhips, naval auxiliary or other strips owned or operated by a State
and used, for the time beir:g, only on Govemment nonrommercial service.

3. A State Party may decide to apply this Convention to its warships or other
ships described in paragraph 2, in which case it shall notiff the Secretary-Genetal
thereof speciffing the terms and conditions of such application.

l. Except as provided in paragraphs 3 and 4, the shipowner at the time ol an
incident shall be liable for pollution damage caused by any bunker oil on board or
originating from the ship, provided that, if an hcident consists of a series of
occurrences having the same origin, the liability shall attach to the shipowner at the
time ofthe first ofsuch occurrences.

Definitions

For the purposes of this Convention:

l. "Ship" means any seagoing vessel atrd seabome craft, of any type
whatsoever.

2. "Person" means any individual or partnership or any public or private body,
whether corporate or not, including a State or any ofits constituent subdivisions.

3. "Shipowner" means the owner, including the registered owner, bareboat
charterer, manager and operator of the ship.

4. "Registered owner" means the person or persons registered as the owner of
the ship or, il the absence of registration, the person or persons owning the ship.
However, in the case ofa ship owned by a State and operated by a company which
in that State is registered as the ship's operator, "registered owner" shall mean such
company.

5. "Bunker oil" means any hydrocarbon mineral oil, includhg lubricating oil,
used or intended to be used for the operation or propulsion of *re ship, and any
residues of such oil.

6. "Civil Liability Convention" means the lnteJational Convention on Civil
Liability for Oil Pollution Damage, 1992, as amended.

7. "Preventive measures" means any reasonabld measures taken by any person
after an incident has occurred to prevent or minimize pollution damage.

8. "lncident" means any occurrence or series of occurrences having the same
origin, which causes pollution damage or creates a grave and imminent threat of
causing such damage.

9. "Pollution damage" means:

(a) Ioss or damage caused outside the ship by contamination resulting
from the escape or discharge of bunker oil from the ship, wherever
such escape or discharge may occur, provided that compensation for
impairment of the environment other than loss of profit from such
impairment shall be limited to costs of reasonable measures of
reinstatement ach.rally undertaken or to be undertaken; and

the costs of preventive measures and further loss or damage caused
by preventive measures.
