The terms of reference for this Committee are set out in Standing Order I 51 (4)
which states as follows:'

When the Committee met for the first time on 23rd )uly, 1998, it generally

became apparent that although there were many issues under is puruiew which

1algr; yearning for amenrion, the consideration of the Draft Treaty for the

Estaoliihment of the East African Community, which had iust been laid in this

House, was of utmost Priority.

Consequenrly, the Committee held a total of thirty-one sittings during which dme

the members went through the Draft Treaty Article by Article at considerable

detail, in the process eliciting heated, albeit interesting discusions, the result of

which are the proposals I am presenting to the House today.

Mr. Speaker, Sir,

Allow me to take this early opportunity to recognize the significance of the reports

of the forums convened to discuss the Draft Treaty, namely:

(i) The East African Co-operation meeting of Speakers_of the National

Assemblies held at Arusha, Tanzania between 4th - 5th lune, 1998.

(ii) The Workshop ar Kenya Schoot of Monetary Studies at Ruaraka,

Nairobi berween 24 - 25th September, 1998 which was organized

by the Ministry of East African and Regional Co-operation.

(iii) The Easr African Co-operation meeting of Speakers of the Natlonal

Assemblies held at Arusha, Tanzania between l Sth - l9th May,

1999.

The input of these meetings in the treaty making p_rocess cannot be ignored and the

Committee found their proposals useful. lnfact, Chapter Twenty Four on

Standardisation, Metrotogy, Quality Assurance, QualiCy Management and

Accreditation has been completely re-written as recommended by experts drawn

from the three Bureaux of Standards of Kenya, Uganda and Tanzania during their

sectoral meeting in MaY, 1998.

The Commi*ee invited and exchanged views on the Treaty with officials from

various Ministries. tn this respect, I would like to thank Hon. K.N.K. Biwott,

E:C:i., M.p. - Minister for Eair African and Regional Co'operation and Hon. l.l.
rrroi6o, E.C.H., M.p. - Minister for Trade, for their valuable contribution.

Last but not least, may I also express my gratitude to the secretariat from the

Clerk,s Chambers who played a crucial role in organizing the Committee meetings

Oy- securing the venue ind facilities required, taking the Minutes and the

r..or*.nJations which culminated into the production of this report.
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Mr. Speaker, Sir, for the benefit of Members, it is necessary to note that the
Articles which do not appear in the report were adopted by the Committee in their
original form.

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PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE DR.AFT
TREATY

PREAMBTE

The Committee recommends that the Preambte should also include the principles

that necessitate the establishment of the proposed Community.

The Committee further recommends that the last paragraph in the Preamble be

amended to read;

"DETERMINED ro strengthen their Economic, Social, Cultural, Political and other
ties for their fast balanced and susuinable development by the esublishment of an

East African Community, with a Common Market as an integral part, subsequently
a Monetary Union and ultimately a Political Federation founded on the
development of comparable and compatible political institutions and observance
of the principle of pluralism thereof:"

CHAPTER, TWO
ESTABLISHMENT AND PR.INCIPTES OF THE COMMUNITY

Article 2 - Establishment and Membership of the Community

The Committee recommends that no state should be admitted into the Community
under paragraph 5 until the Council provided for in paragraph 8 is legally
constituted and the protocol detailing procedures for admission have been agreed
upon.

Article 4 - Obiectives of the Community

The Committee recommends that the Article be amended as follows:-

(i) Under +(1), the words "research and technology" be inserted immediately
after the word "economic" on the third line.

(ii) Under 4(3), a new sub-paragraph (h) be inserted to read;
"The promotion of a common education curriculum, research and human
resource developmetlt".
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CHAPTER FOUR
THE SUMMIT

Article 9 Composition of the Summit

The Committee recommends that the Summit should consist of the Heads of State
and Covernment.

Article I O - Functions of the Summit

The Committee recommends that 10(8) be amended to read;
"Any Member of the Summit may record his obiection to a proposal submitted for
the decision of the Summit and if any such objectaon is recorded, the Summit shall
proceed with the proposal provided that the maiority vote is obtained and provided
that such proposal does not involve the admission of a new member, or the
proposal does not have a direct bearing on the dissenting Member, then for which
a unanimous decision will be mandatory".

Article 12 - Functions of the Council

The Committee recommends that the Article be amended as follows:-

(i) Under 12(2), a new sub-paragraph (m) be inserted to read;

(ii) The numbering from 4 - 1l to change and read as from 3 - 10.

CHAPTER. SIX

Article l5 - Functions of the Co-ordination Committee

The Committee recommends that a clear separation of roles be established between
the Co-ordination Committee and the Secretariat particularly the harmonisation of
Article 1 5 (1 )(d) with Article 64(1)(k) which appears to be in conflict.
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CHAPTER. SEVEN
THE EAST AFRICAN COMMUNITY COURT

Article l8 - R.ole of the East African Community Court

The Committee recommends that the Partner States should work towards the re-
establishment of the East African Court of Appeal separate from the East African
Community Court.

Article 2O - Tenure of Office of Judges

The Committee recommends that the iudges should serue a single term of seven
years.

CHAPTER EIGHT
THE EAST AFR.ICAN COMMUNITY ASSEMBLY

The Committee recommends that the Assembly be called the "East African
Legislative Assembly" instead of the "East African Community Assembly".

Accordingly, the name should be changed in Chapters Three, Eight and wherever
it appears in the Draft Treaty.

Article 44 - Composition of the East African Legislative Assembly

The Committee recommends that the Article be amended as follows:-

(i) Under 44 (l )(a), the membership of the Assembly be revised from twenry
seven elected members to forty five.

(ii) Under 44(4), the words "ot't the recommendation of the Asembly" be
inserted immediately after the word "shall " in the first line.

Article rtr5 - Functions of the Assembly

The Committee recommends that paragraphs I and 2 be deleted and the following
three paragraphs be inserted in place thereof:-

"Subject to the provisions of this Treaty, the Community may
through is Assembly, enact measures to which legislative effect may
be given in the Partner states with respect to such matters as the
Summit may from time to time, determine.

The Assembly may discuss any matter pertaining to the community.

The Assembly shall liaise with the legislatures of the Partner Stares on

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matters pertaining to the Community.'

Consequently, Article 57 should be deleted.

Article 46 - Election of members of the Assembty

The Committee recommends that the Article be amended as follows:-

(i) Paragraph I be rephrased to read;

"The National Assembly of each Partner State shall elect fifteen
members for the Assembly, who shall represent as much as it is

feasible, the various political parties and shades of opinion represented
in the National Assembly, gender and other special interest groups in
that Partner State, in accorciance with such procedure as the National
Assembly of each Partner Sute may determine."

(ii) Paragraph 2 be rephrased to succinctly provide for the qualification
for membership of the Assembly as below;

"A person shall be qualified to be elected a member of the National
assembly of a Partner State if he:-

(a) is a citizen of that Partner State;

(b) has proven experience or interest in advancing the obiectives of
the Community;

(c) is qualified to be elected a member of the legislature of Partner
State under its electoral law;

(d) is not a member of the National Assembly of that Partner
State;

(e) is not holding a political post as a Minister or Deputy Minister
in that Partner State; and

(0 is not an officer in the seruice of the Community or a servant
of the East African Development Bank or of the other suruiving
institutions of the former East African Community."

(iii) ln view of the all-embracing provisions of Article 47 (2), paragraphs

3 and 4 of Article 46 should be deleted.

Article 48 - Questions as to membership of the Assembty

The Committee recommends that the Article be amended as follows:-
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(i) Paragraph I be rephrased to read;

"Any question that may arise whether any person is an electedmember of the Assembly shall be dercrmineO oy ttre National
Assembly of the Partner State responsible for trr. .l..tion in quesiion
and shall be communicated to the Clerk of the Aisemnry undercertificate of the Clerk of that Nationat Assembty ror iirttrer acrion.,,

(ii) Paragraph 2 be deteted and be reptaced by the following newparagraph

"Any question that may arise touching on the membership of theAssembly including the cessation of memberstrip oy any elected
member thereof under the provisions of Ar ticle 47'of ttris fr.riv ,rrrf fbe communicated by the Clerk of the Assemblr to tn. National
Assembly concerned."

Article 49 - Speaker of the Assembly

The Committee recommends that the Article be amended as foltows:-

(i) The name of the chairperson shourd be "speaker".

Accordingly, the term "Chairman of the Assembly" should, wherever
it appears, be deleted and be replaced with tt u t.r, ;sp.rk.r;;.---'

(ii) Paragraph I shourd be amended to read as foilows:-

"The Speaker of the Assembly shall be elected by the elected
members of the Assembly from among themselver io ,.*e for aperiod of five years."

(iii) A new sub-paragraph I (b) should be inserted to be worded as
follows:-

"A member of the Assembly etecrcd to the office of Speaker of the
Assembly shail automaticaily cease to be a member.,,

(iv) Paragraph 2(a) should be amended to expressly provide for a five
year tenure of office.

Article 5 I - Meetings of the Assembly

The Commimee recommends that the Article be amended by deleting the word"Council" in both paragraphs I and 2 for appropriate replacement*itl, tt,. word
"Assembly"
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Article 54 - Voting in the AssemblY

The Committee recommends that 54( I ) be amended by deleting all the words
immediately after the word "voting" in the second line.

Article 57 - Legislative functions of the Assembly

The Committee recommends that in view of the specific recommendation to
amend Article 45 in the manner stipulated, this Article be deleted.

Consequently, the Articles should be renumbered.

CHAPTER NINE
THE SECR.ETARIAT AND STAFF OF THE COMMUNITY

Article 51 - Functions of the Secretariat

The Committee recommends that a clear separation of roles be establlshed between

the Co-ordination Committee and the Secretariat particularly the harmonisation of
Article I 5( | )(d) with Article 64( 1 Xk) which appears to be in conflict.

CHAPTER, TEN
CO-OPER/ATION lN TRADE LIBER/AIIZATION AND DEVELOPMENT

Article 59 ' lnternal tariff

The Committee adopted this Article with the following reseruations:-

(i) ln 69 ( 1 ), the period provided is not realistic.
(ii) ln 69 (2), the question of enforcement is pertinent.

Asticle 74 - DumPing

The Committee recommends that besides protocol detailing anti'dumping
measures, institutional mechanisms to strengthen the Partner States capacity to stop

dumping be established.

Article 82 - DutY Drawback

The Committee recommends that the concept of duty drawback be defined more

explicitly to avoid ambiguity in interpretation. .1,p
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CHAPTER. TWELVE
RE-EXPORTATION OF GOODS

Article 89 - General provisions

The Committee recommends that under the proviso of 89( I ), a limit should be
placed on administrative and seruice charges to avoid them being used as a

replacement for import duty.

CHAPTER THIRTEEN
SIMPLIFICATION AND HARMONIZATION OF TRADE
DOCUMENTATION AND PROCEDURES

Article 9l - Trade documentation and procedures

The Committee recommends that the number of trade documentation and national
bodies required to handle the documentation be reduced.

Article 92 - Trade facilitation

The Committee recommends that police road blocks be reduced to a bare

minimum.

CHAPTER. FOURTEEN
MONETARY AND FINANCIAL CO-OPER.ATION

Article 95 - Monetaly and fiscal poliry harmonization

The Committee recommends that 95(2\ be amended by inserting a new sub-
paragraph (0 to provide for avoidance of double Exation.

Article 95 - Currency convertibility

The Committee recommends that the Partner States should work towards a return
to a common currency as was the case during the defunct East African Currency
Board.

Article 99 - Banking and Capital Market Development

The Committee recommends that this Article be amended by inserting the
following two new sub-paragraphs to be worded as below;

(i) 99(e), "ensure harmonisation of the Banking Acts, procedures and
supervision."

(ii) 99(f), " take measures to prevent money laundering activities."

Article Establishment of Standards

The member states undertake to:

(a) apply uniform rules and procedures for the formulation of their national
standards.

(b) adopt African regional standards and where these are unavailable, adopt
suitable international standards for products traded in East Africa.

(c) co-ordinate their views with regard to the selection, recognition, adaptation
and application of East African Standards and lnternational Standards in so
far as the needs of the East African are concerned, and constantly endeavour
to improve the standardisation of producs within the East African region.

(d) apply the principle of reference to standards in their national regulations, so
as to facilitate the harmonisation of their technical regulations.

Article Qualiry Assurance and Qualiry Management

The member states shall:

(a) apply uniform standards and specification for the inspection and testing of
producs traded within East Africa, so that the results may be more easily
interpreted and co-ordinated in a similar manner within the East African
region.

(b) adopt regionally acceptable quality management and quality assurance

standards and develop capacities for assuring quality of products traded in
East Africa.

(c) use harmonised documentation for the evaluation of the quality of products
traded in East Africa; and

(d) in coniunction with customs and other relevant authorities, provide for ease
of movement of samples meant for testing within East Africa.'

Article Environment

Member states shall:

(a) develop and harmonise Environmental Standards within East Africa.

(b) adopt lnternational Sundards and use them to promote environmental
requiremeng of producs produced within East Africa.

Article Certifi cation and Laboratory Accrediation

The member states shall:

(a) adopt and apply a harmonised scheme for the certification of products
produced and traded in East Africa.
