The National Government Constituencies Development Fund (NG-CDF) formerly Constituencies

Development Fund (CDF), is established under the N6-CDF Act 2015 (amended 2023). The Act is

a successor to the Constituencies Development Fund (CDF) Act of 2OO3 which initiated the Fund

and its subsequent amendments/reviews of 2OO7 and 2013. At the cabinet level, N6-CDF is

represented by the Cabinet Secretary for the Treasury, who is responsible for the Fund's general

policy and strategic direction.

Mandate

The mandate of the Fund as derived from sec (3) of the NG-CDF Act, 2O15, is to:

a) Recognize the constituency ar a platform for the identification, performance, and

implementation of national government functions.

4. NG-CDFC CHAIRMAN'S REPORT

It is my great pleasure to present the annual report and financial statement prepared in accordance

with the cash basis of accounting method under the lnternational Public Sector Accounting

Standard (IPSAS) for the financial year ended 30'h June, 2025

ln the financial year 2024/2025 Kieni N6CDF total allocation from the NGCDF Board was Kshs

206,662,248. However during the year what was actually disbursed was Kshs 156,000,00O plus

we also received Kshs 73,376.851being outstanding disbursements in relation to previous financial

years and an opening balance of Kshs 108,511,858, hence the total amount available budget for

expenditure for financial year 2024/2025 was Kshs 388,550,956. However, by the end of the

financial year in )une 2025 the outstanding undisbursed funds was Kshs 50,662,248,

Allocation summary

During the financial year 2025-25 other grants and transfers took a considerable share of 45o/o of

the total budget allocation out of which the biggest share was allocated to bursaries at Kshs

83,926,923. Transfers to other government units stood at 4lo/o out of which the primary schools

component took the majority of the allocation. Committee expenses were at 2o/o of the total

allocation while Use of goods and services took 4o/o of the total allocation. Finally,

compensation to employees and other payments took an allocation at 3o/o and 5o/o respectively

of the total allocation other payment include digital hubs one at Mweiga NGCDF office and the

other one will be built at Narumoru ward in Narumoru so as to improve the computer literary

within the constituency.

ACHIEVEMENTS

During the year we were able to construct classrooms in 35 primary schools, purchase land for

two new schools namely; Kieni and Kandara Arimi primary schools. This is to help in improving

education accessibility by providing conducive infrastructure within the constituency. During the

period we were able to give bursaries to over 12000 needy students with secondary schools being

given Kshs3,OOO each, special schools Kshs5,OOO each, tertiary and universities Kshs 5,OOO and;

there were also scholarship students benefiting with bursaries ranging from Kshs7,000 to Kshs

50,ooo

ln the security sector we were able to purchase furniture in three police stations and in two assistant

chiefs offices and also construct toilets in the Chaka police station, This has helped to provide better

infrastructure to security officers to offer better services to the community. This in return helps to

improve security system for the surrounding and working space for officers. Were also able to

complete one other police post and three chief offices
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During the period we were able to do water harvesting and planting of trees in two schools, this

will improve hygiene of the students and also will be used in taking care of the trees planted. ln

addition, three administrative offices were provided with water harvesting and storage facilities.

Some emergenciet arose during the period. Two schools were supported to control storm water

and drainage of their school compound during the rainy seasons, while one secondary school was

supported to rebuild a burnt dormitory whose caure of the fire was not established

Challenges

It is also important to highlight the need for the National Treasury to promptly release funds to

the NG CDF Board to allow it disburse the same to the constituencies for efficiency and

effectiveness in the implementation of projects.

The NG-CDF is planning to intensify PMC capacity building and carrying out intensive monitoring

and evaluation to ensure any emerging challenge is sorted out within the shortest time possible.

PREAMBLE

I draw your attention to the contents of my report which is in three parts:

A. Report on Financial Statements that considers whether the financial statements are
fairly presented in accordance with the applicable financial reporting framework,
accounting standards and the relevant laws and regulations that have a direct effect
on the financial statements;

B. Report on Lawfulness and Effectiveness in the Use of Public Resources which
considers compliance with applicable laws, regulations, policies, gazette notices,
circulars, guidelines and manuals and whether public resources are applied in a
prudent, efficient, economic, transparent and accountable manner to ensure the
Government achieves value for money and that such funds are applied for the
intended purpose; and,

C. Report on Effectiveness of lnternal Controls, Risk Management and Governance
which considers how the entity has instituted checks and balances to guide internal
operations. This responds to the effectiveness of the governance structure, risk
management environment and internal controls, developed and implemented by those
charged with governance for orderly, efficient and effective operations of the entity.

A Qualified Opinion is issued when the Auditor-General concludes that, except for
material misstatements noted, the financialstatements are fairly presented in accordance
with the applicable financial reporting framework. The Report on Financial Statements
should be read together with the Report on Lawfulness and Effectiveness in the Use of
Public Resources, and the Report on Effectiveness of lnternal Controls, Risk
Management and Governance.

The three parts of the report are aimed at addressing the statutory roles and
responsibilities of the Auditor-General as provided by Article 229 of the Constitution, the
Public Finance Management Act, 2012, and the Public Audit Act, 2015. The three parts
of the report when read together constitute the report of the Auditor-General.

REPORT ON THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Qualified Opinion

I have audited the accompanying financial statements of National Government
Constituencies Development Fund - Kieni Constituency set out on pages 1 to 66, which

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acomprise of the statement of financial position as at 30 June, 2025 and the statement of
financial performance, statement of cash flows and the statement of comparison of
budget and actual amount for the year then ended and a summary of significant
accounting policies and other explanatory information in accordance with the provisions
of Article 229 of the Constitution of Kenya and Section 35 of the Public Audit Act, 2015.
I have obtained all the information and explanations which to the best of my knowledge
and belief, were necessary for the purpose of the audit.

ln my opinion, except for the effects of the matter described in the Basis for Qualified
Opinion section of my report, the financial statements present fairly, in all material
respects, the financial position of National Government Constituencies Development
Fund - Kieni Constituency as at 30 June, 2025 and of its financial performance and its
cash flows for the year then ended, in accordance with lnternational Public Sector
Accounting Standards (Accrual basis) and comply with the National Government
Constituencies Development Fund Act, 2015 and the Public Finance Management Act,
2012.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

Unsupported Bursary Payments

The statement of financial performance and as disclosed in Note 14 to the financial
statements reflects Kshs.89,159,412 as other grants and transfers. lncluded in the
amount is bursary payment of Kshs.81 ,707,511 disbursed to secondary schools, tertiary
institutions and specialschools. However, the total bursary payments of Kshs.65,818,675
were not supported by evidence of acknowledgement in form of acknowledgement
receipts and letters from the beneficiary institutions. This is contrary to requirements of
paragraph (f) of NG-CDF Board Circular of 18th June 2020 on accountability for bursary
payments.

ln the circumstances, the accuracy and completeness of bursary payments could not be
confirmed.

The audit was conducted in accordance with lnternational Standards of Supreme Audit
lnstitutions (lSSAls). ! am independent of the National Government Constituencies
Development Fund - Kieni Constituency Management in accordance with ISSA! 130 on
the Code of Ethics. I have fulfilled other ethical responsibilities in accordance with the
ISSAI and in accordance with other ethical requirements applicable to performing audits
of financial statements in Kenya. I believe that the audit evidence ! have obtained is
sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for my opinion.

Emphasis of Matter

Budgetary Control and Performance

The statement of comparison of budget and actual amount reflects final budget for
receipts and actual amount of Kshs.386,702,526 and Kshs.336,040,278 respectively
resulting to underfunding of Kshs.50,662,248 or 13o/o of the approved budget. However,

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the Fund spent Kshs.222,940,632 against actual receipts of Kshs.336,O40,278 resulting
to underutilization of Kshs.1 13,099,646 or 34o/o of the actual receipts.

The underfunding and under-utilization of receipts may have affected the planned
activities and impacted negatively on the service delivery to the public.

My opinion is not modified in respect of this matter.

Key Audit Matters

Key audit matters are those matters that, in my professional judgement, are of most
significance in the audit of the financial statements. Except for the matters described in
the Basis for Qualified Opinion section, I have determined that there are no other key
audit matters to communicate in my report.

Other Matter

Unresolved Prior Year Audit Matters

ln the prior years' audit reports, several issues were raised under the Report on Financial
Statements, Lawfulness and Effectiveness in Use of Public Resources, and Effectiveness
of lnternal Controls, Risk Management and Governance, respectively. Review of the
status during audit of the Entity in202412025 revealed that the following matters remained
unresolved.

Other Information

The Management is responsible for the Other lnformation set out on page iito xxviii which
comprise of Key Constituency lnformation and Management, NGCDF Committee,
Chairman's Report, Statement of Performance Against Predetermined Objectives,
Governance Statement, Environmental and Sustainability Reporting, Management
discussion and Analysis and Statement of Management Responsibility. The Other
lnformation does not include the financial statements and my audit report thereon.

ln connection with my audit on the National Government Constituencies Development
Fund - Kieni Constituency financial statements, my responsibility is to read the Other
lnformation and in doing So, consider whether the Other lnformation is materially
inconsistent with the financial statements or my knowledge obtained in the audit or
othenryise appears to be materially misstated. lf based on the work I have performed, l

Reporl of the Auditor-General on National Government Constituencies Development Fund - Kieni Constituency for
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conclude that there is a material misstatement of this Other lnformation, I am required to
report that fact. I have nothing to report in this regard.

My opinion on the financial statements does not cover the Other lnformation and
accordingly, ! do not express an audit opinion or any form of assurance conclusion
thereon.

REPORT ON LAWFULNESS AND EFFECTIVENESS IN THE USE OF PUBLIC
RESOURCES

Conclusion

As required by Article 229(6) of the Constitution, based on the audit procedures
performed, except for the effects of the matters described in the Basis for Conclusion on
Lawfulness and Effectiveness in the Use of Public Resources section of my report, I

confirm that nothing else has come to my attention to cause me to believe that public
resources have not been applied lavufully and in an effective way.

Basis for Conclusion

1. Non-Compliance With Requirement of National Cohesion and lntegration Act

Review of the personnel records provided for audit revealed that the Fund has thirteen
(13) contractual members of staff. However, all the staff members are from one ethnic
community. This is contrary to Section 7(2) of the National Cohesion and lntegration Act,
2008 which states that no public establishment shall have more than one third of its staff
from the same ethnic community.

ln the circumstances, Management was in breach of the law

2. Review of Project Contract Management and lmplementation

Audit review of the project contract management and implementation status revealed the
following unsatisfactory observations;

2.1 Anomalies upon Projects Verification

The statement of financial performance reflects other grants and transfers of
Kshs.89,159,412 as disclosed in Note 14 to the financial statements. The amount
includes expenditure of Kshs.17,000,000 for the purchase of land. Physical verification of
projects carried out in the month of September 2025 revealed that Management
purchased three (3) acres of land for the proposed new primary school. However, the
acquisition was not supported with the ownership documents to confirm the current
ownership of the purchased land.

2.2 Delay in Implementation of Proiects

Review of the Project lmplementation Status (PlS) report as at 30 June, 2025 indicate
that the Fund had approved projects with allocation of Kshs.206,662,248 during the year,

Report of the Auditor-General on Nalional Governmenl Constituencies Development Fund - Kieni Constituency for
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which include sixty-four (64) projects with a budget allocation of Kshs.101,327,291.
However, as at the time of audit verification in September 2025, only one (1) project in
one (1) primary school with allocation of Kshs.3,327,290 as additional funds for
completion of the construction of one-storey tuition block of twelve (12) classrooms had
been completed.

ln the circumstances, the delayed implementation of approved projects denies the public
value for money and effectiveness in the implementation of projects could not be
confirmed.

Basis for Conclusion

The audit was conducted in accordance with ISSAI 3000 and ISSAI 4000. The standards
require that I comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain
assurance about whether the activities, financialtransactions and information reflected in
the financial statements comply in all material respects, with the authorities that govern
them. I believe that the audit evidence I have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to
provide a basis for my conclusion.

REPORT ON THE EFFECTIVENESS OF !NTERNAL CONTROLS, RISK
MANAGEMENT AN D GOVERNANCE

Conclusion

As required by Section 7(1)(a) of the Public Audit Act, 2015, based on the audit
procedures performed, except for the effects of the matter described in the Basis for
Conclusion on Effectiveness of lnternal Controls, Risk Management and Governance
section of my report ! confirm that nothing has come to my attention to cause me to believe
that internal controls, risk management and governance were not effective.

Basis for Conclusion

Anomalies in Asset Management

The fixed assets register provided for audit verification included the following fleets of
vehicles; Three (3) motor cycles, two (2) motor vehicles and one (1) grader making it a
total of six (6) fleet. However, the following anomalies were noted;

i. Only two (2) fleet (1 Land cruiser and 1 motor cycle) are in good condition and in use.
It was noted that the two (2) motor cycles were long rendered unserviceable and their
registration documents were not provided for audit.

ii. There were also no ownership documents provided for audit for the new motor cycle
Yamaha YBR 125G registration number GKC 0448 recently purchased.

iia It was noted that One (1) motor vehicle Toyota double cab Hilux GK A645R parked at
the police station was involved in an accident in year 2012 and was rendered not
economically viable to repair according the vehicle inspection report by the district
mechanical reports dated 30th August 2012 and Toyota Kenya Limited report dated
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14 August,2013 provided for audit. There was no evidence of any action taken by
Management to dispose the said vehicle.

The grader model caterpillar 140H is in good conditions but has been grounded for a
long period of time without being serviced. The purchase documents showed that the
grader was purchased on 29th June 2007 from Mantrac Kenya Ltd but has no
ownership documents. lt is also worth noting that the grader had no registration
number plate attached to it.

ln the circumstances, the effectiveness of asset management system in place could not
be confirmed.

The audit was conducted in accordance with ISSAI 2315 and ISSAI 2330. The standards
require that I plan and perform the audit to obtain assurance about whether effective
processes and systems of internal controls, risk management and overall governance
were operating effectively in all material respects. I believe that the audit evidence I have
obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for my conclusion.

Responsibilities of Management and those Charged with Governance

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial
statements in accordance with !nternational Public Sector Accounting Standards (Accrual
Basis) and for maintaining effective internal controls as Management determines is
necessary to enable the preparation of financial statements that are free from material
misstatement, whether due to fraud or error and for its assessment of the effectiveness
of internal controls, risk management and governance.

ln preparing the financial statements, Management is responsible for assessing the
Fund's ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related
to going concern and using the going concern basis of accounting unless Management
is aware of the intention to cease operations.

Management is also responsible for the submission of the financial statements to the
Auditor-General in accordance with the provisions of Section 47 of the Public Audit Act,
2015.

ln addition to the responsibility for the preparation and presentation of the financial
statements described above, Management is also responsible for ensuring that the
activities, financial transactions and information reflected in the financial statements
comply with the authorities which govern them and that public resources are applied in
an effective way.

Those charged with governance are responsible for overseeing the Fund's financial
reporting process, reviewing the effectiveness of how Management monitors compliance
with relevant legislative and regulatory requirements, ensuring that effective processes
and systems are in place to address key roles and responsibilities in relation to
governance and risk management, and ensuring the adequacy and effectiveness of the
control environment.
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Auditor-General's Responsibilities for the Audit

My responsibility is to conduct an audit of the financial statements in accordance with
Article 229(4) of the Constitution, Section 35 of the Public Audit Act, 2015 and the
lnternational Standards of Supreme Audit lnstitutions (lSSAls). The standards require
that, in conducting the audit, I obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial
statements as a whole are free from material misstatements, whether due to fraud or error
and to issue an auditor's report that includes my opinion in accordance with Section 48
of the PublicAuditAct,20l5. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is
not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with lSSAls will always detect a
material misstatement when it exists. Misstatements can arise from fraud or error and are
considered material if, individually or in the aggregate, they could reasonably be expected
to influence the economic decisions of users taken on the basis of these financial
statements.

ln conducting the audit, Article 229(6) of the Constitution also requires that I express a
conclusion on whether or not in all material respects, the activities, financial transactions
and information reflected in the financial statements are in compliance with the authorities
that govern them and that public resources are applied in an effective way. !n addition, I

consider the entity's control environment in order to give an assurance on the
effectiveness of internal controls, risk management and governance processes and
systems in accordancewith the provisions of Section 7(1Xa) of the PublicAuditAct,20l5.

Further, I am required to submit the audit report in accordance with Article 229(7) of the
Constitution.

17 . Notes to the Financial Statements

l. General information

The National Government Constituencies Development Fund (N6-CDF) formerly

Constituencies Development Fund (CDF), is established by and derives its authority and

accountability from the N6-CDF Act 2O15 (amended 2023). The N6-CDF is wholly owned by

the Government of Kenya and is domiciled in Kenya. The N6-CDF Kieni Constituency principal

activity is implementation of approved projects.

2. Statement of Compliance and Basis of Preparation

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Public Finance

Management (PFM) Act and the lnternational Public Sector Accounting Standards (!PSAS). The

NG-CDF Kieni has taken advantage of the transitional provisions under IPSAS 33 and adopted

a phased approach. Accordingly, this is the first transitional financial statement.

The N6-CDF Keini has recognized all financial assets, including cash and cash equivalents held

in the operational account, deposit account, and PMC bank accounts; receivables (amounts

due from the Board and other parties); prepayments; property, plant, and equipment (PPE);

and intangible assets acquired during the financial year 2023/2024 up to the reporting date.

Liabilities recognized include trade and other payables, third-party deposits, and gratuity

provisions.

The recognition of all other non-financial assets acquired prior to the 2023/2024 financial year

will be undertaken in the third year of the transition period, after the necesrary identification

and valuation processes have been completed.

The financial statements have been prepared and presented in Kenya Shillings, which is the

functional and reporting currenry of the NG-CDF. The financial statements have been prepared

in accordance with the PFM Act, the NGCDF Act and lnternational Public Sector Accounting

Standards (IPSAS). The accounting policies adopted have been consistently applied to all the

years presented

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4. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

a) Rerrenue recognition

i) Rsuenue from non-exchange transactions

Transfers from other goJernment entities

Revenues from non-exchange transactions with other government entities are measured

at fair value and recognized on obtaining control of the asset (cash, goods, services and

property) if the transfer is free from conditions and it is probable that the economic

benefits or service potential related to the asset will flow to the Fundand can be measured

reliably. To the extent that there is a related condition attached that would give rise to a

liability to repay the amount, the amount is recorded in the statement of financial position

and realized in the statement of financial performance upon fulfilling the conditions set.

Revenue shall be recognized after allocations have been approved by the N6-CDF Board.

ii) Rerrenue from exchange transactions

Sale of goods

Revenue from the sale of goods is recognized when the significant risks and rewards of

ownership have been transferred to the buyer, usually on delivery of the goods and when

the amount of revenue can be measured reliably, and it is probable that the economic

benefits or service potential associated with the transaction will flow to the Entity.

lnterest income

lnterest income is accrued using the effective yield method. The effective yield discounts

estimated future cash receipts through the expected life of the financial asset to that asset's

net carrying amount. The method applies this yield to the principal outstanding to

determine interest income each period.

Rental income

Rental income arising from operating leases on investment properties is accounted for on

a straight-line basis over the lease terms and included in revenue.
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b) Budget information

The original budget was approved by Parliament on 30th June2024 for the period ls July 2024

to 30th )une 2O25as required by law. lncluded in the adjustments are Cash book opening

balance, AIA generated during the year and constituency allocations not yet disbursed at the

beginning of the financial year.

A comparison of the actual performance against the final budget for the financial year under

review has been included in the financial statements.

The financial statements are prepared on an accrual basis using a classification based on the

nature of expenses in the statement of financial performance, whereas the budget is prepared

on a cash basis. The amounts in the financial statements were recast from the accrual basis to

the cash basis and reclassified by presentation to be on the same basis as the approved budget.

A comparison of budget and actual amounts, prepared on a comparable basis to the approved

budget, is then presented in the rtatement of comparison of budget and actual amounts. ln

addition to the Basis difference, adjustments to amounts in the financial statements are also

made for differences in the formats and classification schemes adopted for the presentation of

the financial statements and the approved budget. A statement to reconcile the actual amounts

on a comparable basis included in the statement of comparison of budget and actual amounts

and the actuals as per the statement of financial performance has been presented under section

l5 of these financial statements.

c) Property, plant and equipment

All property, plant and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and

impairment losses. Cost includes expenditure that is directly attributable to the acquisition

of the items. When significant parts of property, plant and equipment are required to be

replaced at intervals, the Entity recognizes such parts as individual assets with specific useful

lives and depreciates them accordingly. Likewise, when a major inspection is performed,

its cost is recognized in the carrying amount of the plant and equipment as a replacement

if the recognition criteria are satisfied. All other repair and maintenance costs are

recognized in surplus or deficit as incurred. Where an asset is acquired in a non-exchange

transaction for nil or nominal consideration the asset is initially measured at its fair value.

d) Leases

Finance leases are leases that transfer substantially all of the risks and benefits incidental to

ownership of the leased item to the Constituenclz. Assets held under a finance lease are

capitalized at the commencement of the lease at the fair value of the leased property or,

if lower, at the present value of the future minimum lease payments. The Constituency

also recognizes the associated lease liability at the inception of the lease. The liability

recognized is measured as the present value of the future minimum lease payments at initial

recognition. Subsequent to initial recognition, lease payments are apportioned between

finance charges and reduction of the lease liability so as to achieve a constant rate of

interest on the remaining balance of the liability. Finance charges are recognized as finance

costs in surplus or deficit. An asset held under a finance lease is depreciated over the useful

life of the asset. However, if there is no reasonable certainty that the Constituencywill

obtain ownership of the asset by the end of the lease term, the asset is depreciated over

the shorter of the estimated useful life of the asset and the lease term.

Operating leases are leases that do not transfer substantially all the risks and benefits

incidental to ownership of the leased item to the Constituency. Operating lease payments

are recognized as an operating expense in surplus or deficit on a straight-line basis over

the lease term.

e) lntangible assets

lntangible assets acquired separately are initially recognized at cost. The cost of intangible

assets acquired in a non-exchange transaction is their fair value at the date of the

exchange. Following initial recognition, intangible assets are carried at cost less any

accumulated amortization and accumulated impairment losses. lnternally generated

intangible assets, excluding capitalized development costs, are not capitalized and

expenditure is reflected in surplus or deficit in the period in which the expenditure is

incurred. The useful life of the intangible assets is assessed as either finite or indefinite.

lntangible assets with an indefinite useful life are assessed for impairment at each reporting

date.
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f) Financial instruments

IPSAS 41 addresses the classification, measurement and de-recognition of financial assets and

financial liabilities, introduces new rules for hedge accounting and a new impairment model

for financial assets. The entity does not have any hedge relationships and therefore the new

hedge accounting rules have no impact on the Company's frnancial statements. A financial

instrument is any contract that gives rise to a financial asset of one entity and a financial liability

or equity instrument of another entity. At initial recognition, the entity meatures a financial

asset or financial liability at its fair value plus or minus, in the case of a financial asset or financial

liability not at fair value through surplus or deficit, transaction costs that are directly attributable

to the acquisition or issue of the financial asset or financial liability.

a) Financial assets

Classification of financial assets

The entity classifies its financial assets as subsequently measured at amortised cost, fair value

through net assets/ equity or fair value through surplus and deficit on the basis of both the

entity's management model for financial assets and the contractual cash flow characteristics of

the financial asset. A financial asset is measured at amortized cost when the financial asset is

held within a management model whose objective is to hold financial assets in order to collect

contractual cash flows and the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified

dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest on the principal

outstanding. A financial asset is measured at fair value through net assets/ equity if it is held

within the management model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual

cashflows and selling financial assets and the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise

on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest on the

principal amount outstanding. A financial asset shall be measured at fair value through surplus

or deficit unless it is measured at amortized cost or fair value through net assets/ equity unless

an entity has made irrevocable election at initial recognition for particular investments in equity

instruments.
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Subsequent measurement

Based on the business model and the cash flow characteristics, the entity classifies its financial

assets into amortized cost or fair value categories for financial instruments. Movements in fair

value are pretented in either surplus or deficit or through net assets/ equity subject to certain

criteria being met.

Amortized cost

Financial assets that are held for collection of contractual cash flows where those cash flows

represent solely payments of principal and interest, and that are not designated at fair value

through surplus or deficit, are measured at amortized cost. A gain or loss on an instrument that

is subsequently measured at amortized cost and is not part of a hedging relationship is

recognized in profit or loss when the asset is de-recognized or impaired. lnterest income from

these financial assets is included in finance income using the effective interest rate method.

Fair value through net assets/ equity

Financial assets that are held for collection of contractual cash flows and for selling the financial

assets, where the assets' cash flows represent solely payments of principal and interest, are

measured at fair value through net assets/ equity. Movements in the carrying amount are taken

through net assets, except for the recognition of impairment gains or losses, interest revenue

and foreign exchange gains and losses which are recognized in surplus/deficit. lnterest income

from these financial assets is included in finance income using the effective interest rate method.

Trade and other receivables

Trade and other receivables are recognized at fair values less allowances for any uncollectible

amounts. Trade and other receivables are assessed for impairment on a continuing basis. An

estimate is made of doubtful receivables based on a review of all outstanding amounts at the

year end.
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Fair value through surplus or deficit

Financial assets that do not meet the criteria for amortized cost or fair value through net assets/

equity are measured at fair value through surplus or deficit. A business model where the entity

manaSes financial assets with the objective of realizing cash flows through solely the sale of the

assets would result in a fair value through surplus or deficit model.

lmpairment

The entity assesses, on a forward-looking basis, the expected credit loss ('ECL') associated with

its financial assets carried at amortized cost and fair value through net assets/equity. The entity

recognizes a loss allowance for such losses at each reporting date. Critical estimates and

significant judgments made by management in determining the expected credit loss (ECL) are

set out in Note 18

b) Financial liabilities

Classification

The entity ctassifies its liabilities as subsequently measured at amortized cost except for financial

liabilities measured through profit or loss.

g) lnventories

lnventory is measured at cost upon initial recognition. To the extent that inventory was

received through non-exchange transactions (for no cost or for a nominal cost), the cost of the

inventory is its fair value at the date of acquisition. Costs incurred in bringing each product to

its present location and conditions are accounted for, as follows:

i) Raw materials: purchase cost using the weighted average cost method.

ii) Finished goods and work in progress: cost of direct materials and labour and a proportion

of manufacturing overheads based on the normal operating capacity but excluding

borrowing costs.

After initial recognition, inventory is measured at the lower of cost and net realizable value.

However, to the extent that a class of inventory is distributed or deployed at no charge or for

a nominal charge, that class of inventory is measured at the lower of cost and current

replacement cost. Net realizable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of

a
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operations, less the estimated costs of completion and the estimated costs necessary to make

the sale, exchange, or distribution. lnventories are recognized as an expense when deployed

for utilization or consumption in the ordinary course of operations of the Constituency.

h) Provisions

Provisions are recognized when the Constituency has a present obligation (legal or

constructive) as a result of a past event, it is probable that an outflow of resources embodying

economic benefits or service potential will be required to settle the obligation and a reliable

estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation. Where the Constituencyexpects some

or all of a provision to be reimbursed, for example, under an insurance contract, the

reimbursement is recognized as a separate asset only when the reimbursement is virtually

certain. The expense relating to any provision is presented in the statement of financial

performance net of any reimbursement

i) Social Benefits

Social benefits are cash transfers provided to i) specific individuals and / or households that

meet the eligibility criteria, ii) mitigate the effects of social risks and iii) Address the need of

society as a whole. The entity recognises a social benefit ar an expense for the social benefit

scheme at the same time that it recognises a liability. The liability for the social benefit scheme

is measured at the best estimate of the cost (the social benefit payments) that the entity will

incur in fulfilling the present obligations represented by the liability.

j) Contingent liabilities

The Entity does not recognize a contingent liability but discloses details of any contingencies in

the notes to the financial statements, unless the possibility of an outflow of resources

embodying economic benefits or service potential is remote.

k) Contingent assets

The Entity does not recognize a contingent asset but discloses details of a possible asset whose

existence is contingent on the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future
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events not wholly within the control of the Entity in the notes to the financial statements.

Contingent assets are assessed continually to ensure that developments are appropriately

reflected in the financial statements. lf it has become virtually certain that an inflow of

economic benefits or service potential will arise and the asset's value can be measured reliably,

the asset and the related revenue are recognized in the financial statements of the period in

which the change occurs.

l) Employee benefits

Retirement benefit plans

The Constituency provides retirement benefits for its employees and directors. Defined

contribution plans are post-employment benefit plans under which an Entity pays fixed

contributions into a separate Entity (a fund) and will have no legal or constructive obligation

to pay further contributions if the fund does not hold sufficient assets to pay all employee

benefits relating to employee service in the current and prior periods. The contributions to

fund obligations for the payment of retirement benefits are charged against income in the year

in which they become payable. Defined benefit plans are post-employment benefit plans other

than defined-contribution plans. The defined benefit funds are actuarially valued tri-annually

on the projected unit credit method basis. Deficits identified are recovered through lump sum

payments or increased future contributions on proportional basis to all participating employers.

The contributions and lump sum payments reduce the post-employment benefit obligation.

Foreign currency transactions

Transactions in foreign currencies are initially accounted for at the ruling rate of exchange on

the date of the transaction. Trade creditors or debtors denominated in foreign currency are

reported at the ttatement of financial position reporting date by applying the exchange rate

on that date. Exchange differences arising from the settlement of creditors, or from the

reporting of creditors at rates different from those at which they were initially recorded during

the period, are recognized as income or expenses in the period in which they arise.
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m) Related parties

The Entity regards a related party as a person or an Entity with the ability to exert control

individually or jointly or to exercise significant influence over the Entity, or vice versa.

n) Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on hand and cash at bank, short-term deposits on call,

and highly liquid investments with an original maturity of three months or lers, which are

readily convertible to known amounts of cash and are subject to an insignificant risk of changes

in value. Bank account balances include amounts held at various commercial banks at the end

of the financial year.

o) Comparative figures

Where necessary comparative figures for the previous financial year have been amended or

reconfigured to conform to the required changes in presentation.

p) Subsequent events

There have been no events subsequent to the financial year end with a significant impact on

the financial statements for the year ended June 3O, 2025.

The Entity has put in place an internal audit function to assist it in assessing the risk faced by

the Entity on an ongoing basis, evaluate and test the design and effectiveness of its internal

accounting and operational controls.
