Hon. Speoker
directed the Committee to undertoke opprovol heorings ond toble its reporl
within iwenly-eight (28) doys pursuoni lo section B of the Public
Appointments (Porliomentory Approvol) Act. The Rl. Hon Speoker further
directed the Clerk of the Nolionol Assembly 1o noiify the nominees ond ihe
generol public of the time ond ploce of holding the opprovol heorings.

Pursuont to Article I lB of the Constilulion, section 6(3) ond (4) of the Public
Appointments (Porliomentory Approvol) Act ond Stonding Order 45(3) of ihe
Notionol Assembly Slonding Orders, the Clerk of ihe Notionol Assembly
notified the nominees ond ploced on odvertisement in the print medio on
25th July 2024 inlorming the nominees ond the generol public thol the
Commitlee on Appointmenis would conduct lhe opprovol heorings from lsr

to 4rh August 2024 in the Mini-Chomber, County Holl, Porlioment Buildings.

Additionolly, ond pursuont to seciion 6(9) of the Public Appointments
(Porliomentory Approvol) Act, the Clerk of the Notionol Assembly ploced two
odverlisemenls in the print medio on 24th ond 25ih July, 2024 inviiing the
public lo submii memorondo by woy of wrillen stotements on ooth (offidovit)
on the suilobilily of eoch of lhe nominees. The odverlisements indicoted thot
lhe submissions were to be received by Wednesdoy 3lsr July ond Thursdoy lsr

Augusl, 2024 ot 5.00 pm, respeclively. By close of the submission deodline,
the Commiilee hod received 837 memorondo on ihe suiiobility or otherwise
of the nominees for oppointment. Out of the totol memorondo received, 123
were hond dellvered ond 714 memorondo were submltled by emoll. Of
these, l8l memorondo complled with section 5(9) of the Public
Appointments (Porliomeniory Approvol) Act. 656 memorondo did not meet
the requirements of section 6(9) of the Public Appointments (Porliomentory
Approvol) Act os lhey were not wdiien stolemenls on oolh. Further, out of the
656 memorondo, some of the memorondo ollhough in the form of offidovits,
were submitted in support of the nominees ond nol contesting the suitobiliiy
of the nominees os required by seclion 6(9) of lhe Public Appoinlments
(Porliomentory Approvol) Acl hence inodmissible. Section 6(9) of ihe Act
requires the written sworn stotements 1o contoin evidence contesting the
suitobility of o condidole lo hold office to which ihe condidole hos been
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nominoted ond not in support of o condidote. A detoiled onolysis of the
memorondo is contoined in Chopter 3 of this Report.

Furiher, the Clerk of the Notionol Assembly vide letters doted 23rd July 2024
ond 24th July, 2024, wrole to ihe Ethics ond Anli-Corruption Commission
(EACC), Higher Educotion Loons Boord (HELB), Direciorote of Criminol
lnvesligotions (DCl), Office of the Regisiror of Politicol Porlies (ORPP). Kenyo
Revenue Authorily (KRA) ond Commission for University Educoiion (CUE)

seeking references ond bockground checks reloting to the suilobility of the
nominees.

The nominees oppeored before the Committee for opprovol heorings from
lst 10 4th August 2024 os scheduled. The Commitlee exomined their suitobilily
bosed on the criterio set out in section 7 of the Public Appoiniments
(Porliomentory Approvol) Act, lhe constilutionol ond stotutory requirements
reloting to the offices in question ond suitobiliiy of the nominees for the
proposed oppointments hoving regord to whether the nominees' obilities,
experience ond quolities meel the needs of the Minisiries in quesiion.
Furthermore, the Commiitee exomined the nominees' ocodemic credentiols,
relevont professionol troining ond experience, knowledge of seclor issues ond
personol integrity in occordonce with section 6(7) ond (8) of the Public
Appoiniments (Porliomenlory Approvol) Acl.

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26. While conducting the opprovol heorings, the Committee wos guided by
the provisions of sections 6t71, 618l ond 7 of the Public Appointments
(Porliomentory Approvol) Act.

2.9 Procedure for Nomlnollon

27. Arlicle 152(2) of the Consiiiulion confers upon the President the power lo
oppoinl Cobinei Secrelories with lhe opprovol of lhe Notionol Assembly.

28. Section 5(l ) of ihe Public Appointments (Porliomentory Approvol) Act
further requires the oppointing ouihority, upon nominoling o person for
oppointment, to notify the relevont House of Porlioment.

29. To this end, H. E. the President notified the Notionol Assembly of the
nominotion of lwenty (20) persons for oppointmeni os Cobinet Secretories

2.1 0 Constllullonol ond Slolulory Requlrements

30. The Commiitee wos guided by the following provisions of low on lhe
requiremenls for oppointmeni to lhe Stote offices:

32. Article 130(2) of the Constitution provides thot the composition of the
notionol executive sholl reflect the regionol ond ethnic diversily of the
people of Kenyo.

A,t teodership ond tnte$W

33. The Commiliee, in determining the suilobility of the nominees. wos olso
guided by the provisions on leodership ond inlegdty os ouilined under
Chopter Six of the Constilution. ln poriiculor, Article 73(2) of the
Constituiion provides thot fhe guiding principles of leodership ond integriiy
include -

o/ selecfion on the bosis of personol integrity, competence ond
suitobility, or election in free ond foir elections;

b) obiectivity ond importiotty in decision moking, ond in ensuring thot
decisions ore not influenced by nepotism, f ovouritism, other
improper motives or conupt proctices;
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c/ se/f/ess service bosed sole/y on the public interesi, demonstroted by

i) honesty in the execulion of public dufies; ond

ii) the declorotion of ony persono/ inleresl thot moy conflict wilh
pub/ic duties.

d) occountobility to the public f or decisions ond octions; ond

e) discip/ine ond commitment in service to lhe people.

34. Article 75 of the Constitution requires o Stote Officer, whether in public or
privole life to behove in o monner thot ovoids conflict between personol
interest ond public officiol duties. This Ariicle further prohibils o Stote officer
who hos been removed from office under it from holding ony other Stote
office.

35. Article 77lll ot ihe Constitution prohibits o full time Stote officer from
porticipoting in ony other goinful employment.

36. Article 77(2J ot the Constilution prohibits on oppointed Siote officer from
holding office in o poliiicol porly.

37. Article 78 of the Constitution disquolifies persons who ore not Kenyon
Citizens from oppointment os Stote Officers. Further, o Siote Officer is

Bored from holding duol citizenship.

38. ln oddition, the Committee considered section l0 of the Leodership ond
lntegrity Act, Cop l85C which provides ihot-

"A Stote officer sholl, lo lhe besl ot their obility-
(o) corry ouf lhe duties of the office efficiently ond honestly;

(b) corry oul lhe duties in o tronsporent ond occountoble
monner;

(c/ keep occurote records ond documents re/oting to the
functions of the office; and

(d) report truthfully on oll motters ot the orgonizotion which they
represen f. "

2.1 I Sultoblllty of lhe Nomlnees lor lhe Proposed Appolnlmenl

personol inlegrity, bockground ond quoliiies os well os their performonce
during ihe opprovol heorings conducted from ls1 to 4th Augusl,2024.

CHAPTER THREE

41. Section 5(9) of the Public Appointments (Porliomentory Approvol) Act
provides thot "ony person moy, prior to the opprovol heoring, ond by
wrillen sfofemenl on ooth, provide the Clerk wifh evldence conresling the
sultobllfty ol o condldole to hold office to which the condidote hos been
nominoted".

42. Pursuonl to Arlicle ll8 of the Constitution os reod with section 6(9) of
Public Appoinimenis (Porliomentory Approvol) Act, the Clerk of the
Notionol Assembly ploced two odvertisements in ihe print medio on 24lh
ond 25lh July 2024 inviting the public to submil memorondo by woy of o
written siotemenl on oolh (offidovit) on the suilobilily or otherwise of the
nominees in conformily wiih section 6(9) of ihe Public Appointments
(Porliomeniory Approvol) Act.

43. The odvertisement indicoted lhot lhe submissions were to be received by
3lst July ond lst August 2024 ot 5.00 pm, respectively. Al the close of ihe
submission deodlines, the Commitlee hod recelved I23 hond dellvered
memorondo ond 714 memorondo vide emoil for or ogoinst the suitobility
of the nominee totolling to 837 memorondo. Oul of these l8l memorondo
complied with section 6(9) of the Publlc Appointmenls (Porliomentory
Approvol) Act.

44. Futthet, out of the 555 memorondo, some of the memorondo olthough in

the form of offidovits, were submitted in support of the nominees ond not
contesling the suitobility of the nominees os required by section 6(9) of the
Public Appointments (Porliomentory Approvol) Act hence inodmissible.
Section 5(9) of the Act requires the written sworn stotements to contoin
evidence contesting the suitobility of o condidote to hold office to which
the condidote hos been nominoled ond nol in support of o condidote.

45. The Commiitee received offidovits coniesiing lhe suitobility of ihe
nominees on the following grounds-

(o)dismissol from Cobinet by the Presideni vide Gozeite Notice 8440 of
2024;

(b)ollegotions of conuplion ond obuse of power;

(c) the Presidenl oppointing persons from lhe minority porty;

(d)the list of nominees did not comply with lhe twoJhirds gender principle;

(e) the list of nominees did noi reflect representotion from speciol interesl
groups;

(f) integrity issues ond olleged violotion of Chopler Six of the Consiitution;
ond

(g) olleged violotion of Articles t 03(l ) (e) ond I 9a( I ) (e) of the Constilution.

Oronge Democrotic Movemenl (ODM) ond H. E. the Presidenl could
not lowfully nominote persons ossocioted wilh ond who were/hove
been members of politicol porties or cooliiion of rivol politicol porties in

opposiiion to the President's porty for oppoinlment os members of the
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noiionol executive of the Republic which he heods os this destroys
mulli-porly democrocy;

(b)opprovol of Hon. Oplyo Wondoyl wos o threol to Arlicle 201 of lhe
Constitulion ond did not sofeguord public money os the nominee
would hove io resign os o member of the Notionol Assembly which
would occosion o by-election cousing unnecessory expenditure of the
scorce public resources;

Klpchumbo Murkomen, Hon. Alfred Muluo ond Hon. Justln Mulurl bosed
on the ground thot the nominotion of oll nominees did not comply wilh
Article 27(8) of the Conslilution which provides lhot not more thon two
thirds of members of oppoiniive bodies sholl be of the some gender.

(b) Hon. Rosellndo Tuyo ond Hon. Kllhure Klndikl on lhe grounds thol,
olihough not respondents in the orbitrotion, they hod continued to
occupy office ofter their offices become voconl under the operotion
of Article 103(l )(e) during the 2017- 2022 term of Porliomeni; ond

(c) Hon. Juslln Mulurl on the grounds thot, os the Speoker of the Noiionol
Assembly, he foiled to give writlen notices to the lndependent Electorol
ond Boundories Commission within lwenty-one doys of legislotive office
voconcies occurring.
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58. The orbitrotion oword wos delivered on 21sr July, 2024 by lsooc Aluochier,
the Arbiirotor, who found thol-
(o) During lhe 2017 -2022 term of Porlioment, the nominees were omong

the Non-speoker Members of legislotive ossemblies who chonged
politicol porlies.

(b)the offices in the oppropriote legislotive ossemblies thot the non-
Speoker Respondenls were elected to outomoticolly become vocont
upon their chonge of politicol porly membership stolus, pursuont to
Arlicles I 03(1 ) (e) ond I 9a( I ) (e) of the Consliiution.

(c) the non-Speoker Respondenis unlowfully remoined in occupotion of
office following such outomotic voconcy.

(d)lhe non-Speoker Respondents unlowfully received solories ond other
remunerolion during their periods of unlowful occupotion of office.

(e) fhe non-Speoker Respondents, following voconcies thol orose in offices
on occount of their chonge in politicol porty membership stotus,
controvened Arlicle 74 of the Constitution by ossuming the vocont
offices ond performing the functions of office without hoving first token
or subscribed io the oolh or offirmotion of office.

(f) the non-Speoker Respondents foiled 1o sotisfy, during their periods of
unlowful occupolion of office. morol ond ethicol requiremenls
prescribed by the Conslitution or on Act of Porlioment, pursuont to
Articles 99(l )(b) ond 193(l)(b) of the Constilution, ond subsequently

50. Esborn Koriuki conlested the oppointment of Prof. Kllhure Klndlkl, EGH on
the grounds thoi the nominee locked copocity to serve os ihe Cobinet
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Secrelory in chorge of lnterior ond Nolionol Administrotion, due to lhe loss

of public confidence, inefficiency, ineffecliveness, lock of tronsporency
ond occountobility which hod occosioned his dismissol from Cobinet.

Observollon
61. The Commitlee observed ihot ihe offidovit by the deponeni wos o wrilten

sioiement on ooth ond therefore complied with seciion 6(9) of the Public
Appointments (Porliomentory Approvol) Ac1.

3.6 Stolemenl on Ooth by Joshuo Abokl on Beholf of Kenyons ln Conodo
Movemenl

62. The Kenyons in Conodo Movement contested the oppointment of Prof.

Klthure Klndlkl, EGH on ihe grounds thot the killing of peoceful prolesiors

by police roised queslions obout the nominee's competence ond
commitment 1o his responsibilities os o Cobinet Secrelory.

Observollon
63. The slotement by the deponent wos o written siotement on ooth ond

therefore complied with section 6(9) of the Public Appointments
(Porliomenlory Approvol) Act.

3.7 Affldovlt by Jockson K. Mothenge

64. Jockson K. Mothenge coniested the oppointmenl of Prof. Kllhure Klndlkl,
EGH bosed on ihe ollegotions of obuse of power. The deponent overred
in his offidovit thot the OCS of Mogutuini Police Stotion, octing under the
instruciions of ihe nominee, hod evicted him from their porcel of lond.

Observollon
65. The offidovii by the deponeni wos o written stotement on ooth ond

therefore complied with section 6(9) of the Public Appointmenis
(Porliomenlory Approvol) Act.

3.8 Afildovlt by Colllns Klpkemoi Song

65. Collins Kipkemoi Song contested lhe suilobility of Hon. Klpchumbo
Murkomen on the grounds thol-
(o) lhe nominee hod been occused of receiving Kshs. l5 million from Out

of the Box Solutions lhrough his low firm, Sing'oei, Murkomen ond Sigei
Advocotes;

(b) the nominee hod been occused of occepling o bribe of USD 
,l00

million from Chinese controctors;
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(c) the nominee hod been onesied for money loundering in Duboi;

(d)there existed o video of the nominee threolening other leoders during
his lenure os the Cobinei Secretory for Roods ond Tronsport stoting lhot
he wos the Cobinet Secreiory ond thot he wos going nowhere ond
thot oll leoders must submit to him to secure developmenl in lheir
oreos; ond

(e) the nominee wos widely perceived by ihe Kenyo public os being
orrogont ond opuleni oi ihe expense of ioxpoyers, which he olso
odmitted in on interview; ond

67. The deponent ottoched video evidence to supporl ihe ollegotion of the
nominee's orrogonce ond disploy of opulence.

Observollon
68. The offidovit by the deponent wos o written slotement on ooth ond

therefore complied with section 6(9) of the Public Appoiniments
(Porliomentory Approvol) Act.

3.9 Affldovlt by Robbln Murlml Koronl

69. Robbin Murimi Koroni in his emoil contesied the suitobility of Hon.
Klpchumbo Murkomen stoling thol-
(o)the nominee hod been occused of receiving Kshs. l5 million from Oul

of the Box solutions during his tenure os lhe Senotor of Elgeyo Morokwet
County through his low firm Sing'oei, Murkomen ond Sigei Advocotes.
Out of Box solutions hod been occused of hoving received millions
through lhe froudulent Nolionol Youth Service conlrocls;

(b) there were reports thot the nominee wos orresled in Duboi for money
loundering to the lune of Kshs. 280 million;

(c)The Nondi Senotor Somson Cherorgei hod olso occused the nominee
of colleciing o Kshs. 15.3 billion bribe from o Chinese compony, Chino
Wu Yi in 2023. Robbin Murimi Koroni stoted thot if the ollegotions were
true, they would omount io o violotion of the Anti-conuplion ond
Economic Crimes Act, (Cop. 65) regording ollegotions of bribery ond
money loundering, the Leodership ond lnlegrity Act, (Cop. lB5C) ond
Arlicle 'l 0 of the Consliiution on notionol volues ond principles of
governonce;

(d)during lhe nominee's tenure os ihe Cobinet Secretory for Roods ond
Tronsport, the Kenyo Airport Auihority (KAA) lhot folls within the ombii of
the Ministry of Roods ond Tronsport hod o deliberote but conceoled



Concession Proposol to cede porl of the Jomo Kenyolto lnlernotionol
Airport to Adoni Holding Limited, on lndion Compony wilhout subjecting
the concession plon through the due process of the low;

(e) the construction of Kerengo Airstrip stolled despite the Kshs. 55.4 million
thot hod been used ond the residents of Kericho county were yet to
reolize volue for the public funds used;

{f) the Commitiee on Approvols should probe the tender ond compony
oworded to ihe Security Monogement for the Kenyo Roilwoys

cooperotion ond oscertain whether there exists o conflict of interesl;

(g)the nominee's chorocter did not ougur well with the edicis ond
leitmotifs of lhe Constitution on volues ond principles of public service;

{h) ihe nominee publicly disployed orrogonce, disdoin ond o boosiful
chorocter.

70. The offidovit wos mode in support of the deponent's submissions to the
effect thot the nominee should not be opproved to hold o constitutionol
office within lhe republic of Kenyo.

71. The deponenl cited the severol orticles ond video clips os evidence in

support of his Affidovit.

Observollon
72. lhe offidovit by the deponent wos o wriiten stoiement on ooth ond

therefore complied with section 6(9) of the Public Appointments
(Porliomeniory Approvol) Act.

3.10 Affldovll by Groce Murlukl

23. Groce Muriuki conlested the oppointment of Hon. Alice Wohome on the
grounds thol-
(i) the deponent wos lhe director ond shoreholder of Londmorc Medicol

Loborotories, while ihe nominee wos the mojorily shoreholder ond
director of the Womon's Clinic Medicol Cenire Limited;

(ii) for o period of over six yeors, Londmorc Medicol Loborotories hod on
ogreemenl wiih ihe Womon's Clinic Medicol Centre Limited where, the
former provided loborotory services ond the iwo componies split
revenues received minus expenses ol o rotio of 307o lor the deponent's
compony ond 70% for the nominee's compony;

(iii) from lhe yeor 201G2015, the nominee's compony wos poid Kshs. l4
million however ihe compony refused to hond over the deponent's
shore ond os such drove the deponent out of business;
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(iv)even though Londmorc Medicol loborotories wos the deponent's
broinchild, the nominee's firm registered it ond the deponent wos in
the process mode 10 include ihe husbond of the nominee os o co-
director so thol the Nominee ond her husbond could toke full conirol
of the deponent's compony ond through the mochinotions of the low
moke it difficult for the deponent to occess lhe courts when lhe
nominee ond her husbond shorlchonge her os she could noi obtoin
ihe Boord consent io pursue legol proceedings on beholf of her
compony; ond

{v) the nominee is therefore not on individuol who con be trusted in
finonciol ond controctuol deolings in light of her octions

Observollons

74. The offidovii by the deponent wos o wrilten slotement on ooth ond
therefore complied with section 6(9) of the Public Appointmenls
(Porliomentory Approvol) Act. The offidovit conlesting the suitobilily of ihe
nominee wos submitted on lst August 2024, beyond ihe deodline for
submission of memorondo in respecl of the nominee.

3.1 I Affldovll by Munlro All Omor on Beholf of Hokl Yelu Orgonlzotlon

75. The Hoki Yetu Orgonisotion contested the oppointmenl of Hon. All Hosson
Joho on ihe grounds thot-

(o) the nominee foiled io meei the stondords ond principles of Chopter
Six of the Constitution during his tenure os Governor of Momboso;

(b) there wos on increose of youih gongs, drugs menoce ond high
insecurily. wosloge of public resources ond misoppropriotion of
funds during the nominee's lenure os governor of Momboso; ond

(c) the nominee did not comply with the rule of low ond therefore
foiled to meet the requirements of the provisions of Chopter Six of
ihe Conslitution.

Observollon
76. The offidovit by the deponent wos o written stotemenl on ooth ond

therefore complied with seciion 6(9) of the Public Appointmenis
(Porliomentory Approvol) Act.

3.12 Slotemenl on Oolh by Koronlo Murol on Beholf of lhe Peoples Movemenl
for Humon Rlghls

77. Koronjo Muroi contested ihe oppoinimeni of Hon. All Hosson Joho on the
grounds thot-
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(o)in 2010, ihe then lnternol Securiiy Minister, the lote Prof. George Soiloti
tobled o lisl of suspecied drug troffickers in Porliomenl, contoining ihe
nomes of four Members of Porlioment including lhe nominee;

(b)o dossier by the US Embossy-Kenyo sioted thot the Kenyo Anti-
Norcotic Unit suspected thol lhe nominee wos involved in lhe
norcolics trode. According io this dossier, ihe nominee who wos
elected os o Member of Porlioment in 2007 together with his ollies
were connected wiih drug trofficking. The report olso implicoted ihe
nominee ond his brolher Abubokor Joho omong the dongerous drug
troffickers in the country ond noted thoi the two were in chorge of o
multi-million-dollor drug lrofficking empire; ond

(c) os per ihe US Embossy report of December 2004, the nominee's
brother Abubokor Joho wos lhe cleoring ogent while the nominee
wos octing os his ossistonl ond business portner for contoiners thot
held l.l tonnes of cocoine in 2004 which were seized in the country
hoving been brought in o vessel docked oi the Momboso pori.

Observotlon

ZB. The offidovit by the deponent wos o wrilten stotemenl on ooth ond
therefore complied with section 6(9) of the Public Appointments
(Porliomeniory Approvol) Act.

3.13 Affidovll by Komou Jomes Nlendu

79. Komou Jomes Njendu, on orchitect residing ond working in Momboso
County, contested the oppointmenl of Hon. Ali Hosson Joho on the
grounds thot-
(o)the deponent, wos the regislered proprietor of Plot Numbers

8005/l/MN, 8006/l/MN. 8007/l/MN, B00B/l/MN, 8009/l/MN ond 801 0/l/MN
which were situoted in Kisouni Constiluency ond ihot on 6th Seplember
201 l, he submiited on opplicotion to the lhen Municipol Council of
Momboso for permission for the development of o boundory woll on
the soid plots ond the some wos opproved by the Direclor of Town
Plonning, County Government of Momboso;

(b)on 23,0 September, 2011, the nominee who wos then the Member of
Porlioment for Kisouni Constituency, in totol disregord of the right io
own privole properiy enshrined under the Constitution of Kenyo,
moliciously incited o crowd of goons ond odvised them to demolish
the deponenl's perimeter woll which wos ol its finol stoges of
construction; ond
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(c)the nominee did no1 meet the requiremenls of o stote officer os
provided under Chopter Six of ihe Constitution os he hod no regord for
privote property.

80. The offidovit cited os evidence-
(o) o letter from Kiorie Koriuki ond Compony Advocotes on the settlement

of Momboso HCCC No. 57 of 2012:

(b) o cheque of Kshs. 450,000 from Kiorie Koriuki ond Compony Advocoles
1o the deponent;

(c) the notificolion of opprovol of ihe opplicotion of the permission of
developmenl from the Counly Government of Momboso;

(d)o stotement by the deponent; ond

(e) o copy of o notice of substituted service in Civil Suit No. 57 of 2012.

Observollon

81. The offidovit by the deponent wos o written siotement on ooth ond
iherefore complied with seclion 5(9) of the Public Appointments
(Porliomentory Approvol) Acl.

3.14 Affldovll by Coleb Ngweno on Beholf of Genesls for Humon Rlghls
Commlsslon

82. Coleb Ngweno contested the oppointmenl of Hon. All Hosson Joho on
the grounds thot:

{o)while in office os the Governor of Momboso Couniy, the nominee's
odminisirotion oworded o tender for the construction of o county
stodium ot o cost of Kshs. l.B billion.

(b) ln o repori by the Audilor-Generol for the finonciol yeor lhot ended
Jone 2023, ihe couniy stodium wos yei io be completed despite the
conslruction beginning in 2018. An inspection conducted by the
Auditor-Generol showed thot the project hod stolled ond thot the
controctor wos nol on the siie. Consequently, the Auditorcenerol
could noi oscerioin the volue for money of the expenditure incurred on
lhe proposed developmeni of the sporis complex ond this could
therefore risk cost escololion ond project terminotion.

(c) the Auditor-Generol hod queried the misoppropriotion of Kshs.l billion
by lhe nominee's regime in the counly gorboge tendering
procurement, which the nominee's relotives ore believed to be the
beneficiories of thot inegulor oword;
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(d)the nominee irregulorly ollocoled the conlroct for gorboge collection
through single sourcing ond the compony which wos ossocioled wilh
his relotive received Kshs. 300 million onnuolly;

(e) despite lhe request by the EACC for ihe couniy government of
Momboso to furnish detectives with the lisl of lenders oworded ond to
which firms, no informotion hos been obtoined in ihot regord; ond

(f) the nominee hod o questionoble educoiionol bockground os he wos
purported to hove been schooled in Tom Mboyo Primory School on or
obout 1989. However. there ore no cleor records in school on when he
wos enrolled nor documents reloling io the yeor when he sot for his

Kenyo Certificote of Primory Educotion exominotion os well os ihe
grodes thot he obtoined including his school completion cerlificole.

Observollon
83. The offidovit by the deponent wos o writlen stotemeni on ooth ond

therefore complied wilh section 6(9) of the Public Appointments
(Porliomentory Approvol) Act. The stotement wos however not supporied
by evidence.

3.15 Affldovll by Dovld Ogego Ochwongl

84. Dovid Ogego Ochwongi coniested the oppointment of Mr. Ogombo
Jullus Mlgos on the grounds thot-
(o) the nominee, while octing in his copocity os on odvocote ond o
Commissioner for Ooths ond Noiories Public on 20th November 2012,

witnessed the signing of o consent to lhe moking of o Gront of
Administrotion lniestole doted 20th November, 2017;

(b)The consenl wos subsequently used in obloining the Gronl;

85. The deponent however overred thot his nome ond o signoture wos
oppended ogoinst the consent document ond yei he did nol sign the
conseni. The deponenl further contended thot most signotures lisied in

the consent were forged os severol heirs to lhe estote were not in the
country ond therefore could not hove signed the conseni.

86. The offidovit cited os evidence-
(o)o Limiled Gronl of Letters of Administrotion Ad Liiem;

(b)consent to the moking of the Gront of Administrolion lntestote io o
person of Equol or Less Prioriiy; ond

(c) o letter from ihe Advocotes Comploints Commission oddressed to
the nominee.



Observotlon
87. The offidovit by the deponent wos o written stotement on ooth ond

therefore complied with section 6(9) of the Public Appointments
(Porliomenlory Approvol) Act.

3.16 Aflldovll by Peler Klonl

88. Ihe deponent contesied the suitobility of two (2) nominees nomely Prof.

Kithure Klndlkl ond Hon. Klpchumbo Murkomen on the grounds thot-
(o)the nominees were dismissed from office on l2th Jvly 2024 since His

Excellency the Presidenl wos dissotisfied with lhe performonce of lhe
Cobinet. The nominees therefore connol be sonitized lhrough re-
nominoiion without proper due process;

(b)despite toking their ooths os odvocoles of the High Court of Kenyo ond
being low teochers locolly ond inlernotionolly, the nominees hod foiled
lo understond whol public service enloils;

(c) Prof. Kllhure Klndlki lied on Citizen TV on 4th July 2024 thol ihe Notionol
Police Service (NPS) was not involved in obductions of young people
exercising their righl io prolest especiolly becouse the NPS on 17th July
2024 odmitted thoi il hod obducled Mochorio Goitho, o veleron
journolist by enor. The police under the nominee did not understond
fheir work os they fired projecliles ond bullets on sighting o crowd; ond

(d) Hon. Klpchumbo Murkomen on Obinno IV odmitled lo owning
clothing in excess of Kshs. I million which wos on insult to Kenyons os his

monlhly ne1 solory could not offord to buy such items.

Observotlon
89. The offidovit by the deponent wos o writlen stotement on ooth ond

therefore complied wiih section 6(9) of the Public Appointments
(Porliomenlory Approvol) Act.

3.I 7 Affldovlt by Dovls Molombe on Beholf of lhe Kenyo Humon Rlghls
Commlssion (KHCR)

90. The deponent contesied the oppointment of five (5) nominees nomely
Prof. Kllhure Klndlkl, Hon. Allce Wohome, Mr. Dovls Chkchh, on. Rosellndo
Soipon Tuyo ond Hon. Aden Duole on grounds thot-
(o) The nominees locked copocity to serve os Cobinet Secretories owing

to the loss of public confidence, inefficiency, ineffectiveness, lock of
tronsporency ond occountobiliiy which hod led lo their dismissol from
Co binet;
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(b) Hon. (Prof.) Kithure Klndlkl specificolly foiled to oddress the bondit
problem in Northern Kenyo;

(c) Hon. Allce Wohome hod been coptured on video ossoulting on IEBC

officiol; ond

(d)Mr. Dovls Chkchh hod been odversely mentioned in the "Chicken
gote" scondol.

Observotlon
91. The offidovit by the deponent wos o written stotement on ooth ond

therefore complied with seciion 6(9) of the Public Appointments
(Porliomeniory Approvol) Aci.

3.18 Affldovlt by Shello Moslnde Execulive Dlrector of Tronsporency
lnlernotlonol Kenyo (Tl-Kenyo)

92. ln oddiiion to conlesting the suitobiliiy of lhe ien (10) nominees who were
previously dismissed from Cobinet, the deponenl further coniested the
suitobility of Hon. Wycllfre Oporonyoh on ihe grounds ihol the nominee
wos the subject of on olleged embezzlement of Kshs. I .3 Billion which
occurred during his ienure os Kokomego Governor.

93. Sheilo Mosinde overred thot in June 2024, the High Court froze the
nominee's Lop Trusl escrow occount ofier EACC filed o cose olleging
proceeds of crime. On 26th July 2024, the High Court declined the
nominee's pleo to unfreeze his ossets including not 1o extend preservotion
orders for the nominee's house in Koren. The nominee wos ogoin boned
uniil 6fh September 2024 ond gronted fourteen (14) doys 1o file his bonk
sioiements.

Observollon
cn. The offidovit by ihe deponent wos o written slolement on ooth ond

therefore complied wilh section 6(9) of the Public Appointments

{Porliomentory Approvol) Act.

3.1 9 Memorondo thol dld not Comply wllh Secllon 6(9) of lhe Publlc
Appolnlmenls (Porllomenlory Approvol) Acl

95. The Committee received memorondo ihol did noi comply wiih seclion 6
(9) of the Public Appointmenis (Porliomentory Approvol) Aci, (Cop. 7F) in

lhe form of Affidovits thot were eiiher not signed or not commissioned.
These Affidovits were submitted by ihe following eighteen (18) persons

who contested the re-oppointment of the len (10) nominees who were
dismissed from Cobinet by the President-

95. The memorondo were noi written stolements on ooth conlrory to section
5(9) of the Public Appointments (Porliomenlory Approvol) Act.

97. The Commiltee olso received memorondo vio emoil thot did not comply
with section 6 (9) of the Public Appoinlments (Porliomentory Approvol) Act
os they were noi wriiten stotements on oolh.

98. Addilionolly, ollhough some of ihe memorondo were in the form of
Affidovils, they were submitied in support of lhe nominees ond not
conlesting the suitobility of the nominees os required by seclion 6(9) of the
Act ond hence were inodmissible. Nevertheless, the content of lhese
submissions wos incorporoied inlo questions thoi were posed to the
nominees by the Commiltee, where oppropriole.

Observollon
99. Seclion 6(9) of the Act envisoges thot ihe stotement mode under ooth

should be evidence conlesling the suilobility of o condidote to hold lhe
office lo which lhe condidole hos been nominoted ond not in support of
o nominee. ln lhis regord, the memorondo were inodmissible.

Olher Memorondo
100. The Committee received two memorondo from Bob Ndolo ond Kholid

lbrohim thoi were subsequently withdrown by the deponents.

3.20 Prellmlnory lssue3 orlslng from lhe Memorondo

Efiecl of Dlsmlssol lrom Coblnet
l0l. The Commiltee noted thot one hundred ond sixiy-three (163) of ihe

Affidovits received from the public contested the suitobility of ten (10)

nominees nomely Hon. (Prof.) Klthure Klndlkl, Hon. Allce Wohome, EGH,
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Hon. Aden Bore Duole, EGH, Hon. Rosellndo Soipon Tuyo, EGH, Mt. Dovls

Chkchk, EGH, Hon. Sollm Mvuryo, Ms. Rebecco Mlono, Hon. Klpchumbo
Murkomen, Hon. Alfred Muluo ond Hon. Juslln Mulurl for hoving been
dismissed from Cobinel.

I 02. lt wos the contention of the deponenls of the Affidoviis thot the
Presidenl could not lowfully nominote ony of the persons he hod dismissed

to Cobinet. This gove rise to lhe queslion of whether o nominee who wos

dismissed from the Cobinet moy be reoppointed to Cobinet; ond whether
ihe Commiiiee oughi to conduci opprovol heorings for oll nominees,
including lhe nominees re-oppoinled to the Cobinel.

103. On ihe queslion of whether o nominee who wos dismissed from the
Cobinet moy be reoppointed to Cobinet, the Committee observed thot-

(o)Arlicle 132 of the Consliiuiion empowers ihe Presideni to nominote
ond with the opprovol of the Notionol Assembly, oppoini Cobinet
Secreiories in occordonce with Article 152 of the Constitution:

(b)The Notionol Assembly ullimolely determines the suitobility for
reoppointment of o nominee who hos previously been dismissed

from office. ln porliculor, sections 5(7) ond 7 of the Public
Appointmenls (Porliomentory Approvol) Acl obligote the relevont
Commitiee of the House during opprovol heorings to exomine o
nominee's suiiobility;

(c)Section 6(8) of ihe Act requires the Committee on Appointments to
be guided by ihe criterio set out in the Schedule to the Act.
Porogroph 20(c) of the vetting crilerio requires o nominee io stote
whether he or she hos been dismissed or otherwise removed from
office for o controveniion of the provisions of Article 75 of the
Conslilution;

(d)The dismissol envisoged under ihe vetting criierio only opplies where
o stote officer hos, following oppropriote disciplinory procedures,
been found to hove conlrovened Article 75(l) of the Consiilution
(Conduct of Stote Officers), Article 76 of the Constitution (Finoncio/
probily of slole officers), Article 77 of the Constitution (Resfriction of
ocliviiies of slole officers); or Article 78 of the Constilution
(Cit2enship ond leodership) ;

(e) The nominees were not dismissed under the provisions of Article
75(2) ot the Constitution ond ore, iherefore, not disquolified from
holding ony other sioie office;
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(f) There is no legol provision thol bors ihe President from re-oppointing
ony person who hos not been indicled os being unfil to hold office
under Article 75 of ihe Constilution or ony relevoni low;

(g)The Stotement by H. E., the President, dismissing the Cobinet
Secretories did not slote ony reosons for lhe dismissol; ond

(h) The mondote of ihe Committee includes recommending whether
ony person nominoted for opprovol is suiloble for re-oppointment
following such dismissol from public office.

Re-oppoinfmenf of nominees
'104. On the question of whether the Committee should conduct opprovol

heorings for oll nominees, including the nominees nominoied or re-
oppoinimeni to ihe Cobinet, the Committee observed os follows-

(o) Under section 2 of ihe Public Appoiniments (Porliomentory
Approvol) Act, "oppoinlmenl" includes'le-oppointmenls".
Addiiionolly. section 3 of the Act provides thol oll oppointments
done under the Constilution or ony other low for which the
opprovol of Porlioment is required sholl noi be mode unless the
oppointmenl is opproved or deemed to hove been opproved by
Porlioment in occordonce with the Aci;

(b)The High Court hos portly oddressed lhis question while considering
Pelition No. 33 of 20lB The Courl held thot o re-oppointed Cobinet
Secrelory must be vetied ofresh by the Notionol Assembly;

(c) Pursuont to the provisions of Arlicles 132 ond l52 of the Constituiion,
os reod with seclions 2 ond 3 of ihe Public Appointmenis
(Porliomentory Approvol) Act. nominees for oppointment or re-
oppointment by H. E. the President musi be vetted ond opproved
by the Nolionol Assembly;

(d) lf o Cobinet Secrelory hos been dismissed from office, o nominotion
by H. E. the President for the reoppoinlment of thol person bock to
Cobinel requires the opprovol of ihe Noiionol Assembly; ond

(e) Articles 132(21 ond 152(21 of the Constituiion of Kenyo vests lhe
power to constituie Cobinet solely on the President.

Bosis of Appoinlmenl of Persons from lhe Minorlly Porty

105. The Commiilee noted thot ninety-nine (99) of the Affidoviis received
from ihe public contesied lhe suitobility of four (4) nominees nomely Hon.
John Mbodi, Hon. Oplyo Wondoyl, Hon. Hosson Joho ond Hon. Wycllffe
Oporonyoh on the grounds thot the four (4) nominees were members of
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ond ore offilioted to the Oronge Democrotic Movement (ODM) ond H. E.

the President could not lowfully nominote persons ossocioted wiih ond
who were or hove been members of politicol porties or coolition of rivol
politicol porties in opposilion.

106. The Commitlee observed thol the President hos the prerogolive under
Articles 132(2) ond 152(2) of the Constitution to nominote ond wiih the
opprovol of the Notionol Assembly oppoinl Cobinet Secretories.

Court Prcceedings on fhe vet ing process

107. On the 26rh oI Ju\y,2024, o Court cose Mollndi Hloh Courl Conslltulionol
Pelillon E0l5 ol 2024. wos filed ogoinst the Presidenf of the Republic of
Kenyo, lhe Speoker Of The Nolionol Assembly ond the Hon. Attorney
Generol os Respondents ond the following fourteen nominees for
oppointment to Cobinet os lnleresied Porties-

(2) Hon. John Mbodi Ng'ongo;

(3) Hon. Hosson Ali Joho;

I 08. The Peliiioner seeks to prohibil ihe Rl. Honouroble Speoker of lhe
Notionol Assembly from commencing, conducting or enterloining
opprovol heorings or veiting of lnterested Porties os Cobinet Secretories
ond requests thot H.E. the President be boned from oppointing the
lnterested Porties os Cobinel Secreiories during this period.

109. The Commiitee observed ihot ot the time of concluding ihe Report no
orders hod been given in lhe cose.

Represenlolion of Speciol lnleresl Groups in lhe Proposed Cobinel
I 10. The Committee noled il hod received fifty-two (52) offidovits conlesting

lhe nominotions mode to Cobinet, orguing ihot the nominoiions did nol
comply wilh Article 27l8) ot the Conslitution, which provides thot nol more
thon twoJhirds of members of oppointive bodies sholl be of the some
gender.

I I l. The Commiltee further noted the Rt. Hon. Speoker of the Notionol
Assembly hos referred on odditionol two nominees for oppointmenl lo
Cobinet.

ll2. The Committee observed thol, when viewed cumulotively, the nominees
to Cobinet meet the two-thirds principle. However, ony recommendotion
mode by lhe Commitiee on the nominees moy be opproved or rejected
by the House.

lnlegrily issues
'I i3. The Commiitee noted thot severol Affidovits conlested the suitobility of o

nominee on the bosis of integrily. The Committee observed fhol-
(o) during the opprovol heorings, the Committee is required to consider

o condidole's personol integrity os provided for under seciion 6(7)

of ihe Act;

(b) pursuont to seclion 5(8) of the Act, the Commiitee is required to
consider the vetting. Porogroph 28 of the velting criterio set out in

ihe Schedule 10 the Acl requires o nominee to provide informotion
to the Committee on whether they hove ever been chorged in o
couri of low in the lost three yeors ond specify ihe noture of the
chorge, the stolus of the molter, or where lhe motter is concluded.
the judgment of the court;

(c)section 7 of lhe Acl requires the Committee to consider ony
constitutionol or stotulory requirements reloling to the office in
question.

(d)Article 50 of the Consiitution provides for the right of on occused
person 1o o foir triol including the presumption of innocence until
ihe conirory is proven ond. if convicted, the right of oppeol. ln this

regord, ihe presumption of innocence of o person subsists unless o
person hos exhousted oll possibility of oppeol or review of the
relevonl sentence or decision.

(e) Section 6a(l ) of the Anti-Corruption ond Economic Crimes Act, Cop
65 provides ihot o person who is convicted of corruption or
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economic crime sholl be disquolified from being elected or
oppointed os o public officer for ten yeors ofter the conviclion. The

section opplies where there hos been o successful conviction
ogoinst o public officer ond subject to exhoustion of the right of
oppeol.

(f) Section 62 of the Anti-Conuplion ond Economic Crimes Act, Cop
65, provides for the suspension of o public officer or stote officer
who is chorged with conuption ond economic crimes.

(g) However, the suspension does not opply to stote offices for which
the Constitution provides for o removol process. such os thot of o
Cobinet Secretory.

Acodemic quolillcotions lor oppointmenl lo Cobinel

I 14. The Commiitee noted thot on Affidovit wos filed contesting the
suitobiliiy of o nominee on the bosis of olleged lock of requisite ocodemic
quolificoiions. The Committee observed ihot Arlicle 152 of the Conslituiion
does not prescribe ony minimum ocodemic quolificolions for
oppoinlmenl to the Cobinet.

3.21 Nollllcollon of lhe Nomlnees of lhe lssues Rolsed ln lhe Memorondo

I 15. The Clerk of the Notionol Assembly vide lelters doted 30th Jvly, 2024
(Annexure ll/ wrole to specific nominees lo respond to issues thot were
roised in the offidovits by the public pursuont to Seclion 6(9) of the Act
contesiing their suitobility for oppointmeni to office.

ll6. During ihe opprovol heorings. Commitiee exomined the nominees on
the issues ihot were roised in the memorondo. The responses by ihe
nominees ond the observotions of the Committee on lhe issues roised by
the public ore contoined in Chopter Four.
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CHAPTER FOUR

4 APPROVAT HEARINGS OF THE NOMINEES

I 17. The Committee held opprovol heorings from I st to 4th August 2024 ond
exomined lhe nominees on the oreos set out in sections 617]r, 6(9) ond 7 of
lhe Public Appointmenls (Porliomenlory Approvol) Aci os follows-

4.1 Hon. (Profl Klthure Klndlkl, EGH - Nomlnee Coblnel Secrelory for lnlerlor
ond Nollonol Admlnlshollon

118. Hon. (Prof.) Kithure Kindiki, EGH oppeored before ihe Commitiee on lsr

Augusl 2024 ond wos vetied under ooih to exomine his suitobility. The

Committee noled the following-

4.1.1 Quesllons fiom lhe Generol Quesllonnolre

Ciflzenship, Dote ond Ploce ol Bhlh
I 19. The nominee is o mole Kenyon citizen born on l6tn July, 1972 in Thoroko-

Nilhi Couniy. The nominee confirmed ihol he is o citizen of Kenyo by birih
ond does not hold duol citizenship.

Acodemic ond Professionol Quoliffcofions
l20. The nominee holds o Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) degree in lnternotionol

Low ond o Moster of Lows (LL.M) degree from lhe University of Prelorio. He

olso possesses o Bochelor of Lows (LL.B) degree from Moi Universiiy ond o
Diplomo in Legol Studies from the Kenyo School of Low.

Employmenl Record ond Work Experlence
l2l. The nominee wos the Cobinet Secreiory for lnierior ond Notionol

Adminisirolion between October 2022 ond July 2024. ln oddition, he wos
the Senotor for Thoroko Nithi County from Morch 2013 until August 2022. As

o Senotor, the nominee served os the Senote Mojorily Leoder ond
thereofier os Deputy Speoker. He is odmitied os o Defence Counsel ot the
lnternotionol Criminol Court ot The Hogue ond hos been on Advocote of
the High Court of Kenyo, for the lost 24yeo$.

122.Ihe nominee hos olso worked os o consultont for vorious lnternotionol
Orgonizotions including the Africon Union (AU) ond the United Notions
(UN), on Associole Deon ol the School of Low ond the Heod of the
Deporimenl of Public Low ot the University of Noirobi. He olso served os o
senior leclurer of Low, lecturer ond ossistont lecturer of Low of Moi
University ond the University of Noirobi.

Honours ond Awords
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123. The nominee wos oworded the Elder of the Order of the Golden Heort
(EGH) in 2013 ond o PhD scholorship by the Universily of Pretorio in 2000

where he wos o DAAD Scholor in 1999 ond 2000.

Professionol Associorion ond l,lemberships
124. Ihe nominee is o member of lhe Acodemic Council on the United

Nolions Sysiem (ACUNS); lhe lnternotionol Associolion for the Study on
Forced Migrotion (IASFM); the lnternotionol Commission of Jurists (lCJ); Eost

Africon Low Society (EALS) ond the Low Socieiy of Kenyo (LSK).

Published Wrillngs
125. The nominee hos published thirty-five (35) ocodemic ond non-

ocodemic works including books, book choplers ond ocodemic orticles
published in peer-reviewed journols internotionolly.

Pvblic Office, Polllicol Aclivilies ond Alfrllollons
126. The nominee is o former member of The Nolionol Allionce (TNA), Jubilee

ond Uniied Democroiic Allionce (UDA) Porty. He wos olso ond Senote
Mojority Leoder in lhe Jubilee Porly ond the Chief Agent for Presidentiol
condidote of the UDA Porty in 2022.

lntegrlty
127. Ihe nominee hod neither been chorged in o court of low nor odversely

mentioned in ony invesiigolory report of Porliomenl or ony Commission of
Inquiry in the lost ihree yeors. The nominee hos never been dismissed or
olherwise removed from office for controvention of the provisions of
Article 75 of the Conslitution.

lncome ond Nel Worth
'I 28. During his previous opprovol heoring for oppointment os Cobinei

Secretory for lnterior ond Noiionol Adminislrotion in 2022, the nominee
estimoted his nel worth io be Kshs. 544 million with the sources of income
being proceeds from legol proctice, businesses, locol ond inlernotionol
consulloncies.

129. As ol ihe lime of the opprovol heoring, the nominee esiimoted his

cunent nel worth io be Kshs.694 million comprising immovoble property,
money held in bonk sovings, income from shores in SACCOS, business
profits from legol proctice ond motor vehicles. The opproximotely Kshs. 100

million increose in the net worth wos oltribuied io substoniiol poymenl ot
legol fees from his low firm ond income from other businesses.
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Polenllol Conflict of lnleresf
'I 30. The nominee declored thot he is cunently not ossocioled with ony

persons or motters thol would presenl o conflict of interest should he
ossume the position of Cobinet Secretory. ln the evenl thot o conflici of
interest orose, he stoted thot he would resolve the some in occordonce
with the provisions of low.

tuo-bono /Chority Work
l3l. The nominee stoted thot before ossuming office os Cobinet Secretory in

2022, he volunteered with the Low Society of Kenyo (LSK) ond church
orgonizotions.

4.1.2 Generol ond Seclor-Specmc Quesllons lo lhe Nomlnee

132. The Committee posed severol questions to lhe nominee on his suitobility
for oppointment os Cobinet Secretory for lnterior ond Notionol
Administrotion. The nominee responded os follows:

On lmplementollon ot lhe recommendotions of the Repoi of fhe Nolionol
fosldorce on Porice Reforms

133. The nominee highlighted some of the recommendoiions which included
motters reloting to the welfore, leodership ond occountobility, coreer
progression ond operotionol copobilities of the Notionol Police Service
(NPS) ond the Kenyo Prisons Service (KPS).

I 34. He submitted thot omong the recommendolions, two hundred ond
twenty-one (221) required odministrotive oction, one hundred ond
seventy-eight (178) recommendolions required funding, one hundred ond
seventy-seven (177) required legislolive ond policy chonges ond lwenty-
three (23) reloting to the Kenyo Police Service required oction in

consultotion ond concurrence with the Notionol Security Council.
135. Out of the recommendotions proposed by ihe Toskforce, he hod

olreody implemented some including o mossive police equipmeni
modernizotion progrom to be rolled out in five yeors. He odded thot he
hod convinced the Notionol Treosury to ollocote Kshs. 5 billion for the
purchose of oir ond lond ossels to ossist officers exposed to greoi donger
in the fighl ogoinsl tenor, bonditry ond sophislicoled crimes ond hod
resiored the collopsed Police Airwing ond operotionolized its oircrofi. He
submitted thot, if opproved for oppoinlmenl, he would, in the following
finonciol yeor. purchose odditionol helicopters io enhonce the fight
ogoinst crime.

I 36. The nominee stoted thot he hod institutionolized leodership ond
succession monogement in the Notionol Police Service, put in ploce ond
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operotionolized the Notionol Police Acodemy in Ngong' with o cuniculum
on shorl ond professionol courses oimed ol reskilling police officers ond
nurturing leodership omong police officers.

137. Regording welfore issues, he noted thot the firsl solory increments, os
proposed by the Toskforce were olreody effected ond the Notionol
Police Hospitol hod been operotionolized to coler for in.jured police
officers.

138. The nominee furiher sloied thot out of the recommendotions requiring
legislotive ond policy chonges proposed by the Toskforce, six (6) Bills hod
olreody been drofted ond were owoiting Cobinel opprovol os ot the
time of his dismissol. Some of the Bills include: the Nolionol Police Service
Bill, 2024; the Notionol Police Service Commission Bill, 2024; Notionol
Forensic Loborotory Services 9il, 2024 ond o Bill on ihe leodership ond
commond oversight in the Notionol Police Service.

On Aillcle 37 ol lhe Consfilulion on the rlghl lo pickel
139. The nominee noted thot whilst the Article provides for the right to protest,

ihe right ought to be exercised in o monner thot mointoins public order
ond respecis the righis of oiher citizens. He odded thol before his

dismissol, he hod finolized lhe drofi Regulotions to the Public Order Act to
give effeci to Article 37 of the Constitulion ond creote on environment in

which the right to pickel con be enjoyed in o responsible monner whilst
respecting the rlghts of others.

On lhe reslorollon of odminlsfuollve secvrity shuclures
140. The nominee ocknowledged thot there were gops within the Notionol

Governmeni Adminisirotive Officers (NGAO) sysiem ond Nyumbo Kumi
security ond odministrotive struclures in the couniry thereby resulting in

the Shokoholo ond Kwore incidenls. He submilted thoi, if opproved for
oppointment, he would iniliote for reoching reforms in the government
ond odminislrotion syslem oimed ot restructuring the NGAO system to
modernize ii ond ensure ils effectiveness.

141 . Concerning ihe Shokoholo incident, he clorified thot the mossocres
begon in 2019 bui only become monifest in 2022. He informed ihe
Commitlee thol he hod opologized to Kenyons on beholf of ihe previous
ond current odminisiroiion for ihe security breoch. He informed the
Commitiee thot there were efforts to form o Commission of lnquiry into
the Shokoholo killings.

142. Addiiionolly, while noting thol the Presidentiol Toskforce on the Review of
the Legol ond Regulolory Fromework Governing Religious Orgonisoiions
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in Kenyo hod proposed recommendolions to end religious extremism, he
submitled lhot, if opproved for oppoinimeni, he would ensure lhot the
culpoble public officers ore held lioble.

On reoppolnlmenl lo lhe some docket despile the obducllons ond humon
righls violollons du ng his lenure

143. The nominee submitted thoi he could occounl for every single doy of the
six hundred ond twenty{hree 1623) doys he held office io ensure the
country's security. He intimoted thot he hod exhibiled commitment to
the country's security.

144. Additionolly, he stoted thol coses of lerror ond bonditry in Lomu ond
Northern Kenyo, respectively hod significonlly reduced since his

oppointment os Cobinet Secretory for lnierior ond Nolionol
Administrotion. He odded thot he hod visited some of ihe most offected
oreos in the country numerous times including Lomu, Somburu ond
Boringo Counties, omong others.

145. lt wos his submission thot during his tenure os Cobinet Secretory, he hod
conducled himself wilhin the porometers of Article 73 of the Conslitution.

On lhe monogemeni of profesfs, orreged use of force by the pollce ond
lhe role of lhe Coblnef Secrelory

145. The nominee clorified thot ihe role of the Cobinet Secrelory is 1o provide
policy guidonce while thol of the NPS is 1o undertoke operotions during
protests. He odded lhoi Article 2a5Q) ot the Constitution provides thot
the Notionol Police Service (NPS) sholl be under the commond of the
lnspector Generol ond therefore not within his mondote os Cobinei
Secretory.

147. The nominee odded thot he regulorly communicoied the government's
policy on zero toleronce for extro-judiciol killings ond the limited use of
force in occordonce wiih the Conslitution ond the Notionol Police
Service Act.

148. Further. the nominee stoted thot the use of fireorms by o police officer is

on individuol responsibility ond thol ony officer who went beyond the
permitied use of force should be held to occount by the IPOA ond other
occountobility ogencies to ensure jusiice for viciims of excessive use of
force. The lnspector Generol con only provide operolionol guidelines for
the use of orms os provided in the Notionol Police Service Aci.

On meosures lo resellle lDPs in Nodhern Kenyo
'149. The nominee informed the Commiltee thot Operotion Molizo Uholif u wos

lounched in Februory 2023 1o erodicote the bondiiry menoce ond sholl
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not be complete until oll lnternolly Disploced Persons (lDPs) ore sofely
reiurned to their homes. He odded thol the resettlemenl of the disploced
persons wos his top priority in line with the rights of oll Kenyons enshrined
in ihe Constitution ond internotionol guidelines on the protection of lDPs.

On lhe olleged klllings ond obducrions in Sugulo Town in Somburu
150. The nominee elucidoled lhot the Constituiion ond internolionol low

prohibit obduciions ond extro-judiciol killings. lt wos his view thoi in

comboting insecurity coses in the North Rift ond Northern Kenyo, the
police hod generolly been professionol ond thot ony reported infrociions
ond excesses would be deolt wilh by the lndependent Policing Oversight
Authority (IPOA).

On lhe oppllcollon of Arllcle 241 of the Conslifulion
l5l. The nominee noted ihot the intent of Article 241 of the Constitulion is to

deploy Kenyo Defence Force (KDF) officers to ossisi the NPS during
emergency or disoster such os insecurity in lhe North Rift ond lhe threots
to criticol government instollotions.

152. He indicoted thol ihe deployment of KDF in the first instonce wos
informed by ihe foct thol, ot ihe time, the NPS needed ihe oirwing ond
oir ossets which the KDF provided. He odded thot the operotion wos
police-led with four ihousond five hundred (4,500) police officers ogoinst
less lhon one thousond (1,000) KDF officers.

153. Concerning the second instonce on 25th Jvne 2024, the nominee
indicoted thot the KDF officers were deployed to be on stondby os o
precoulionory meosure to overt existentiol threots to burn Porlioment,
Stole House ond other criiicol governmenl instollotions.

On lhe ollegotion thot police ofiicers drc demorclized
154. The nominee stoted thot lhe issues of welfore such os solory increments

ond medicotion were olreody being oddressed. He odded thot o police
hospitol ot the Border Potrol Unil compus in Konyonyo, Kitui County wos
recently opened.

On implementing meosures to curb bondlhy os ogreed wilh leoders in lhe
Norlh Riff Region

155. The nominee submiited thot while some meosures hod not been
operotionolized, some hod olreody been implemented including the
troining ond equipping of police officers in Wesi Pokot ond the setiing up
of o security comp ol Lomi Nyeusi. He odded ihoi the operotionolizotion
of new odministrolive units in Somburu ond Boringo wos yei to be
compleled ond wos work in progress.
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On llnonciol lndependence of the NPS

156. The nominee wos of the view ihot the decision to give finonciol
outonomy to the NPS wos necessory for effective service delivery.

On losteilng cordlol worklng relolions belween IPOA ond NPS

157. The nominee noted thot IPOA ond NPS both ploy importont roles ond
undertook to ensure thol the iwo entities colloborote in investigoiing the
olleged coses of police excesses. He odded thot he would employ ihe
some strotegies he hod previously used to reolize o hormonious working
relotionship between the NPS ond Notionol Police Service Commission
(NPSC).

On curblng lhe increose of crimlnal gongs rn urbon cenhes
158. Acknowledging urbon crime, os o serious issue, ihe nominee submitted

thot gong violence hod reduced since he ossumed office. He odded
thot to further combot gong violence in Nokuru County, there were plons

io chonge the commond in the County.

On why he did nol resign despile lhe deolhs ol over one hundted (100)

Kenyons durlng prolesls
159. The nominee stoted thot the role of the Cobinel Secretory wos to issue

ond communicote policy ond therefore would only hove resigned if the
policy inslruciion issued wos unconstitutionol or illegol.

On deploymenl ol police olffcers to Holll
160. The nominee indicoted thot the deployment wos pursuoni to o request

by the United Nolions (UN) Security Council ond UN Generol Assembly
ond omounts lo on inlernotionol obligolion which Kenyo hos o duty lo
honour. He odded thot the deployment would profile Kenyo highly ond
hos not offected the country's operotionol copobilities os olleged.

l6l. With regord to the welfore ond security of the police officers deployed in
Hoiti he noted thot the offlcers were covered, insured ond poid for by ihe
UN. He odded thot lhere hod been good progress in curbing the siiuotion
so for-

On the use of slern longvoge
162.Ihe nominee ocknowledged lhe use of stern ierms which he lermed os

security longuoge oddressed to tenorists, bondits ond orgonized
criminols. He odded ihot the use of force wos permitied in low
depending on who il wos used ogoinst ond highlighted ihe meosures
token ogoinst criminols in Kurkum, Somburu using gorges os hideouts.

On odorning combol vnilorm
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163. The nominee noted thot during his time os o Cobinet Secretory for lnlerior
ond Notionol Administrotion he hod spenl time ot the heodquorter
offices in Horombee House where he hod been involved in policy
direction. He sloted thot he hod olso spent time in ihe field where he
engoged in disseminoting policy.

164. Moreover, lhe nominee odded thol he hod visited some of the mosi
dongerous porls of the country to molivote police officers while
educoling them on the besl policy direction. He odded thol the comboi
uniform he odorned wos tocticol weor for protective purposes only.

155. Furiher, he stoted lhot the use of police ond militory helicopters wos in

occordonce wiih the low thot provides for the Cobinet Secrelory for
lnierior ond Notionol Adminiskolion io be fociliioied when in dongerous
situotions due to the noture of risk ond donger posed by the office.

On lhe slolus ol nyumbo kuml, villoge elders ond lheh remunerolion
166. The nominee submitted thot the Villoge Elders 1il,2024 hod been finolised

ond wos omong the twelve (12) Bills owoiting Cobinet opprovol for
submission to Porliomenl.

On lhe wilhdrowol ol Nolionol Police Reservisls ln Kwonzo, Trcns Nzotd
Counly

157. The nominee stoted thol there wos generol colm in Trons Nzoio sove for
the oreos bordering West Pokot hence it wos not justified 1o hove over four
hundred (400) Noiionol Police Reservisls in the county. He odded ihot, if

opproved, he would consider deploying o reosonoble number of notionol
police reservists in other ports of the county.

On fhe Issuonce of posspods
168. The nominee noled thot since ossuming office os Cobinet Secretory the

issuonce of possports hod lorgely improved. He stoted thot conupiion
incidences ond deloys hod olso reduced. He odded thot pending bills

hod been poid. enough printing equipment for personolizotion of
possports ocquired ond the system upscoled. Furthermore, he noted lhot
lhe bocklog ot 724,@0 possports hod been cleored during his tenure.

'169. lt wos his undertoking thot, if opproved for oppoinlmeni, he would reduce
lhe woit-time period of possports from seven (7) io three (3) doys.

On lhe Moisho Nombo ond olher ldenlfflcollon documenls
170. The nominee noted ihoi unlike the ordinory identificotion cord. the Molsho

Nombo would be o third-generolion idenlificotion cord wiih iechnology-
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enobled security chips hence ihe 1en (10)-yeor expiry term limit. He odded
thot the decision to tronsition from the second to third generotion hod
been premised on the current security irends in identificotion documents.
He committed io ensuring thot, if opproved, he would ensure o seomless
tronsition in the renewol of the identificotion cords.

171. He odded thot the issue of ihe Molsho Nombo wos still in court ond hoped
thoi il would be resolved in o iimely monner to prevent further deloys in
the issuonce of ldentificolion (lD) cords.

172. ln oddilion, he inlimoted thot reforming the lmmigrolion Directorote to
unclog the bocklog in ihe issuonce of identificotion documents including
birlh ond deoth certificotes would be his priority, if opproved for
o ppointment.

On his prlorlty oreos ond theh impoct
I 73. The nominee stoted ihot, if opproved for oppointment, his priorily oreos

would be molters he considered the biggest nolionol security threots
including lerror ond orgonized crime, drugs. climote chonge, violent
extremism ond conuplion.

On lhe loir recruitmeni of pollce officers
174.Ihe nominee submitted thot, if opproved. he would ensure thoi every

Kenyon recruited by the NPS wos occounted for so os to curb conuption
ond fovourilism. He odded ihol the NPS Acodemy wos olso oimed ot
enhoncing lhe fight ogoinst conuption.

On decisions mode by lhe Nolionol Secu ty Councll
175. The nominee sloied lhot the Notionol Security Council criticolly evoluoted

ond exomined ensuing circumsionces before moking decisions on moiters
of noiionol security.

On olleged discrlminolion in remunercllon of police conslobles
176.Ihe nominee submitted thot groduole police constobles hod moved io

court on the issue of remunerotion. He submitled thot if opproved for
oppointment, he would implement the recommendotions of the Kenyo
Notiono/ Ioskforce on Police Reform thol creoies o lwo-lier structure of
coreer progression to resolve ond prevent similor couri coses ond ensure
foir coreer growth for oll police officers. He odded ihot in colloborotion
with lhe NPS Commission, he would provide o cleorer policy on
promotions bosed on merii ond a reword system for well-performing
officers who meet torgets.
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On lhe increose in lemicide coses in (enyo
177.lhe nominee ocknowledged ihot there wos o worrying increose in the

coses of femicide which he ottributed lo criticol gops 01 the lower levels of
policing, the NPS, NGAO ond the Nolionol lntelligence Service. He
pledged to oddress these gops if reoppointed.

On the ofleged coruplion ot lhe Minislry ot lntefiol, ond Not ono,
Admlnlstrotion

178. The nominee ocknowledged thot corruption is o serious problem in the
Minisiry ond the public service os o whole ond it is omong lhe top five
existenliol threots to Kenyo. He odded thoi, if opproved for oppoinlment,
he would put in ploce meosures in the orgons of notionol security to
combot conuption.

On resloring peoce ond secu ly ln the Hilo Gold Mine in Dobel, Moyole
179. The nominee noled lhot the oreo wos identified os dongerous due lo

unresl coused by illegol miners leoding to its closure. He odded thot, if
opproved, he would consult with the Ministry of Mining to ensure the sofe
reopening of the mine.

On lhe lnflux of smotl orms, drugs ond illegol lmmigronts in the coun|ry
lB0. The nominee noled thol ihere were police checks on moin highwoys neor

border oreos including o1 Archer's Post ond the Gorsen-Molindi Rood.
However, he noied thol smugglers hod begun using ollernotive roules to
ovoid police checkpoints. ln light of ihis, he sioted thol, if opproved for
oppointment, he wouid introduce multi-ogency efforts to poirol the
olternotive roules used by drug ond humon lroffickers.

On lhe tevocolion of licenses ol nine (9) privole securily firms ond
reguloling lhe seclor

l8l. lt wos lhe nominee's view thot the Privote Securily Regulotions emonoled
from lhe Ministry of lnterior ond Noiionol Administrotion. He odded ihoi he
believed thot the privole security sector, if reguloted well, could
supplement the work of the police in monning supermorkels ond bonks.

182. The nominee clorified lhot while the licenses were revoked by the Privole
Security Regulotory Authoriiy, the firms hod oppeoled to the Cobinet
Secretory for reinslotement in occordonce with section 43 of the Privote
Security Regulotion Act which the Cobinet Secretory gronted.

On meosures lo ensure ptopet communicollon to lhe publlc in lhe Mlnlstry
of lnterior ond Nollonol Admlnistrolion

183. The nominee submilted lhot he hod held public occountobiliiy updotes
on security motters where he olso shored imporioni informotion reloting to
the Ministry of lnterior ond Noiionol Administrotion during his ienure. He
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overred thot he would increose the frequency of the updotes if

reoppointed.

On lhe fighl ogoinsi ltllcil brew, norcolics ond psychokopic subsfonces
184. The nominee noted thot there wos o governmenl policy on the fight

ogoinst illicii brew, psychotropic ond norcotic subsionces implemenled by
the Ministry of lnlerior ond Notionol Administrotion. He odded thot the fight
ogoinst illicit brews wos nol ollocoted o specific budget but wos
underloken os o normol progrom in the Minislry.

On Kenyo Prison Seryice reforms ond grobbing ol prison lond
l85. The nominee sloled thot, if opproved for oppointment, he would prioritize

the modernizoiion of corpentry ond mosonry equipment to enhonce the
productivily of Prison Enterprises. ln consultotion with Solories ond
Remunerotion Commission (SRC) he would olso seek to improve the terms
ond conditions of service for prisons wordens.

186. Whiie highlighiing Kiiole Prison os the most offected, the nominee stoied
thol he would recover grobbed prison lond with the help of the Nolionol
Lond Commission (NLC). Furiher, he odded thot he would engoge lhe
Ministry of Londs in litling prison lond.

187. He further stoied lhot he would olso ensure thot oll prisoners were
provided with motlresses under the 'One Prisoner, One Motlress' progrom
noting thot 10,000 moltresses hod olreody been issued to prisoners.

On simplifying lhe opplicotion io rccloim cillzenship
188. The nominee noled thot there hove been tremendous improvements in

the processing of opplicotions to recloim ond/or ocquire citizenship by
registroiion. Poriiculorly, he submitled thot o bocklog of 7,2N opplicotions
hod been cleored during his ienure.

189. ll wos his submission thot he would reduce the woit-time period to twenly-
one (21) doys if opproved. Furihermore, in o bid lo further reduce ihe
woil-iime period to seven (7) doys, he would digitize the process.

On ollegotlons orlslng from lhe Memorondo, the nomlnee responded os

follows-

190. On the issue of re-oppointment to Cobinel ofter dismissol, the nominee
submitted-

(o)thot the President hos power 1o nominote, dismiss, oppoinl ond re-

nominote persons to enoble him exercise execulive oulhority
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delegoted to him by the people of Kenyo os per Articles 132(2),

I 52(2), ond I 56(2) of ihe Constiiulion;

(b)thot the suitobility of o person to serve in the Cobinet wos not o
question for determinotion by ony one person. Such deierminotion
on suiiobility must be determined dispossionotely by the
bodies/institutions sel up by low to so determine ond these would
be the courts ond constitutionol commissions;

(c) thoi none of these soid institutions or couris hod found him
unsuitoble io hold ony public office;

(d)thot there wos neilher legol bosis whotsoever nor ony judiciol
precedent thoi sioies ihoi o Cobinet Secretory dismissed connoi be
nominoted once ogoin; ond

(e) thot performonce opproisol could only be done individuolly even
though Cobinei members must own decisions of Cobinet
colleciively.

l9l. On the issue roised by Joshuo Aboki on beholf of lhe Kenyons ln Conodo
Movemenl on the killing of peoceful protestors by police, lhe nominee
responded os follows-

(o) ihot the incidences of violence perpetroted ogoinsi innocent ond
peoceful protestors wos regrettoble;

(b) thol the process for holding such officers occountoble wos
ongoing ond could not be rushed ond ii oughi to remoin so, in

fidelity 1o the Constitution ond respect for instiluiions; ond

(c) thol the request by some people to releose oll proiestors from
cusiody unconditionolly ond compensoie ihose who were injured
wos not o decision he could moke os o Cobinet nominee or even
os o Cobinet Secretory os to ottempi lo do so would be lo infringe
on the powers of the Office of the Director of Public Prosecutions
ond the courts ond other ployers within ihe criminol .justice system.

192. On ihe ollegotion roised by Dovls Molombe of lhe Kenyo Humon Rlghls
Commlsslon, thot the nominee hod nol improved possport issuonce nor
hondled bondit problems. He further olleges thot there hod been
increosed crime. The nominee responded ihol the ollegotions ore not
foctuol os possporl issuonce turnoround hod reduced ond he hod since
oddressed bondilry compored to when he hod ossumed office.

193. On the issue thot the list of nominees did not meei the hro-thkds gender
rule, the nominee responded thot ihe issue wos now overtoken by events
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os the President subsequenlly nominoted two odditionol women, being
lhe Atiorney Generol ond Cobinet Secrelory for EAC Cobinet Secretory,
moking o loiol of 8 femole nominees.

Observollons on Memorondo Submltled Agolnst lhe Nomlnee

194. The Committee noted thot Articles 132(2) ond 152121 of the Constitution of
Kenyo vest the power to constitute Cobinei solely on the Presidenl. The
nominee wos not dismissed under the provisions of Article 75(2) of the
Consiiiution ond is iherefore nol disquolified from holding ony other stote
office. There is no legol provision thot bors the President from re-oppointing
ony person who hos not been indicied os being unfit to hold office under
Arlicle 75 of the Constitulion or ony relevont low.

4.1.3 Commlttee Observollons on lhe Sultoblllty of lhe Nomlnee
'195. The Commitlee hoving considered the nominee's filled queslionnoire

pursuont 1o section 6(8) of the Public Appointments (Porliomentory
Approvol) Acl, his curriculum vitoe ond hoving heord his orol submission
during the opprovol heoring, mode the following observotions on his

suitobiliiy for oppointmeni os Cobinet Secreiory for lnterior ond Nolionol
Adminislrotion -

(l) THAI, in occordonce wiih Arlicle 78(1) ond (2) of the Consiitution, the
nominee is eligible for oppointmeni lo Stole Office since he is o Kenyon
citizen born in 1972 in Thoroko-Nithi County ond does noi hold duol
cilizenship.

(2) THAT, the nominee wos the Cobinet Secreiory for lnterior ond Notionol
Adminislrotion between October 2022 ond July 2024. ln oddition, he
wos the Senotor for Thoroko Niihi County from Morch 2013 until August
2022. As o Senotor, the nominee served os the Leoder of the Mojority
Porty ond thereofler os Deputy Speoker. He is odmilted os o Defence
Counsel oi the lnternotionol Criminol Court ot the Hogue ond hos been
on Advocote of lhe High Court of Kenyo. for the lost 24 yeors. The
nominee hos olso worked os o consuliont for vorious lnternotionol
Orgonizotions including the Africon Union (AU) ond the Uniled Notions
(UN), on Associoie Deon ot the School of Low ond ihe Heod of lhe
Deporlment of Public Low of the University of Noirobi. He olso served os
o senior lecturer of Low, lecturer ond ossistont lecturer of Low of Moi
University ond ihe University of Noirobi.

(3) The nominee holds o Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) in lniernotionol Low
ond o Moster of Lows (LL.M) degree both from the Universiiy of Pretorio.
He olso holds o Bochelor of Lows (LL.B) degree from Moi University ond
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o Diplomo in Legol Studies from ihe Kenyo School of Low. His

ocodemic credentiols, professionol troining ond experience thus

comply with sections 5(7) ond 7 of the Public Appointments
( Porliomentory Approvol) Act.

(4) THAT, the nominee meels the requirements of Chopier 5 of the
Constitution on leodership ond iniegrity hoving obloined cleoronce
from the following siotutory bodies; the Ethics ond Anti-Corruplion
Commission (EACC), the Kenyo Revenue Authoriiy (KRA), the
Directoroie of Criminol lnvestigolions (DCl), Office of the Registror of
Politicol Porties (ORPP) ond the Higher Educotions Loon Boord (HELB).

(5) IHAT, the nominee hos neither been chorged in o court of low nor
odversely mentioned in ony invesligolory report of Porlioment or ony
Commission of lnquiry in the post three yeors.

(6) IHAT, the nominee does not hold office in ony politicol porly.

(7) THAT, the nominee hos never been dismissed from office under Article
75 of the Constitulion for controvenlion of lhe provisions of Arlicles
75(l) (conf/ict of interest), Article 75 lfinonciol probity), Article 77

(resiricfion on octivilies of Stofe Officers) ond Article 7Bl2) (duol
citizenshp) of the Consliiution.

(8) THAT, the nominee demonstroted knowledge of topicol, odministrolive
ond iechnicol issues touching on government ond hos the requisite
obilities, quolificoiions ond experience 1o serve os the Cobinei
Secrelory for lnterior ond Notionol Administrolion.

(9) THAT, even though the lnspector Generol of the Notionol Police Service
took responsibility ond resigned, the nominee issued o press stotement
during ihe receni demonstrotions thot moy hove been construed os
giving direciions lo ihe Notionol Police Service.

196. The nominee oppeored before the Commiltee on lst August 2024 ond
wos veited under ooth to exomine her suilobility. The Commiitee noled
lhe following-

197. The nominee is o femole Kenyon cilizen born on l3th November 1982 in
Noirobi County. The nominee confirmed thot she is o citizen of Kenyo by
birih ond does not hold duol cilizenship.

Acodemlc ond Professionol Quolificofions
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l9B. The nominee is pursuing Moster of Science (MSc)degree in lnfectious
diseoses ot the London School of Hygiene ond Tropicol Medicine. She
holds o Mosler of lnternol Medicine ond o Bochelor of Medicine ond
Surgery (MBChB) degree from the University of Noirobi.

Employmenl Record

199. The nominee possesses exiensive experience in the heollh sector ond
currently serves os o Consultont in lnfectious Diseoses ol the World Heolth
Orgonizotion. She hos previously served os on lnternol Medicine
Physicion/Senior Registror ol Moler Hospiiol ond lnternol Medicine
Physicion/Technicol Advisor ot the Eostern Deonery AIDS Relief Progrom.
She olso worked os o Medicol Registror in Kenyolto Hospitol ond os o
Medicol Officer lntern in Mochokos Generol Hospitol.

200. The nominee hos been certified os o troiner of troiners by the Eoslern.
Centrol ond South Africon College of Physicions ond on lnfection Conirol

205. The nominee hod neither been chorged in o courl of low nor odversely
mentioned in ony investigotory report of Porliomenl or ony Commission of
lnquiry in the losl three yeors. The nominee hos never been dismissed or
otherwise removed from office for controvention of the provisions of
Article 75 of the Constiiuiion.

tncome ond Net Worth

206. The nominee estimoted her net worth to be Kshs. 455,845,320 comprising
immovoble properly; shores in SACCOS; money in shores, money morkei
funds ond offshore bonk occounts. She indicoted thot her sources of
income include solory, rentol income ond forming.

Potenliol Conflicl of lnleresl

2O7.Ihe nominee declored thot she wos not ossocioted with ony persons or
motiers ihoi would presenl o conflict of interest should she ossume lhe
position of Cobinet Secretory. ln the event thot o conflict of inieresi orose,
she stoted thol she would comply with the provisions of oll relevont lows
ond regulotion, declore inlerest ond recuse herself from ony deliberoiions
ond interesis in ihe motter.

Pro-bono/Chorlly Work

208. The nominee is involved in volunteer work in Thomos Bernodos Children
Home ond conlributes Kshs. 200,000 onnuolly to widows ond orphons in
Migumi ond Kinoo PAG Churches.

4.2.2 Genetol ond Seclor-Speclflc Quesllons lo lhe Nomlnee

209. The Committee posed severol questions io the nominee on her suiiobility
for oppointmenl os Cobinet Secreiory for Heolth. The nominee responded
os follows-

On lhe odequocy ol Universol Heolth Covercge (UHC)

210. The nominee submilted thol while UHC is siill in the process of being rolled
oul, it is projecied to odequotely reolise the objeclives of the Heolth
Finoncing Slrotegy. She noled, however, thoi UHC is not yei fully
underslood by the generol populoce. To oddress ihis, she plons to engoge
oll relevont stokeholders, including the Director-Generol of the Ministry of
Heolth, the Principol Secretories, the Notionol Treosury, ond the
communiiy oi lorge, io foster ownership of lhe UHC progromme.

The nominee noted thot UHC oims lo offer offordoble heollhcore to oll
Kenyons. She furiher mentioned thol UHC would oddress the limilotions
posed by the current NHIF system. Additionolly, she highlighied thot
strengihening primory heolthcore would increose occess lo quolily ond
offordoble heolthcore.

On collusion befween NHIF sloff ond p vole heolth providers resulling in
the misoppropilotion ol heollh resources

The nominee ocknowledged the existence of isoloted incidents of
collusion belween NHIF sloff ond privoie heolth providers, leoding to
finonciol misconduct. To combot this, she expressed her inienlion io
leveroge digitol plotforms to minimise humon-to-humon inleroction,
ihereby improving the monitoring of tronsoctions ond services. She olso
oullined plons lo enhonce ironsporency ond occountobility through
mechonisms such os open tender sysiems ond ihe involvement of exiernol
oversight bodies, os well os the integrotion of telemedicine to streomline
processes.

On cooperolion befween notionol ond covnty governmenrs tor proper
devolullon of hedtth seryices ond resources

213. The nominee emphosised the importonce of cooperotion between the
two levels of government, noting thot heollh is o shored function thot
requires the coscoding of resources down 1o counties for effeclive service
delivery. She underscored the need to streomline heolth instituiions ot
both levels to ensure coordinotion, cooperotion, ond muluol supporl, oll in
the spiril of devolution, to fulfil the heolth needs of the Kenyon populotion.

214.lhe nominee expressed her iniention lo engoge universities ond other
inslilutions in discussions oimed ol strengthening communiiy heolth
promolers with speciolisotion in mentol heolth. This would ensure the
progression of menlol heolth support omong heolthcore workers ond
enhonce mentol heollh services oi the communily level.

On lhe issue ol doctors' shikes ond ,he deploymenl of tnlem doclors

215. The nominee ocknowledged the ongoing chollenges in deploying intern
doctors ond oddressing lhe concerns ihol leod lo frequenl industriol
octions by heolth proctitioners. She expressed her intention to engoge
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with key stokeholders in the heolth sector, including county governmenis,
to resolve these issues. She olso recognised lhe budgetory constroinis
offecting the posting of iniern doctors ond committed to ossessing lhe
situoiion thoroughly ond proposing solutions to oddress the chollenges
foced by heolth students in Kenyo.

On ihe deloy ond low slipends lor community heollh promolers

215. The nominee underscored the criticol role ployed by communiiy heollh
workers in the heolihcore system. She shored her extensive experience
working in community heollh progrommes such os Fikirio Jomii in Shouri

Moyo, Hurumo, Koriobongi, ond Koyole, which hove strengthened
community heolih initioiives.

217.Ihe nominee noted thol deloys in ihe poyment of stipends to community
heolth promoters ore oflen due 1o budgetory constroints ot lhe county
level. She committed to engoging wilh county governmenls through
vorious plotf orms ond exploring olternotive funding sources to ensure
timely ond odequoie suppori for community heolth promolers.

On ensvring public porllcipotion in lhe lmplemenlolion ol UHC

2lB. The nominee ocknowledged the suspension of UHC following the High

Court's suspension of severol key heolih+eloled legislotions. She

highlighted her exiensive experience working in inslitulions thot offer
primory heolthcore ot vorious levels ond noted thot while public discourse
hos lorgely focused on the 2.75% deduction for SHIF, the brooder benefits
of UHC hove not been fully opprecioted. She emphosised the need for
robust public engogement to foster o betler undersionding ond
occeplonce of the system.

On the possibllllles of esloblishmenl of Notionol Heolth Commlssion lo
monoge heollh workers

2'19. The nominee noled thol devolution of heolth services wos o reol gome
chonger. She further observed thoi whereos heolth seclor continues to
wiiness vorious chollenges, lhere is need to enhonce the copocity of ihe
county government to be oble to provide heolth services ol the devolved
uniis.

The nominee submitled thot she would support the vorious ployers within
the heolth secior ond work to bring them togelher in o coordinoled effort
to improve the overoll heolthcore system. She emphosised her
commitment to colloborolion ond portnership in ochieving lhe Ministry's
gools.

On pollcy meosures to bolonce cost recoyery ond prcvenl indeflnlte
delenlion of polienls ond deceosed bodies due to unpoid medlcol bills

The nominee commitled to reviewing coses with o technicol teom of
detenlion of potienis ond bodies of deceosed persons due io unpoid
medicol bills.

On prons to reduce lhe cosl of expensive lreolmenls ond ensure
olfordoble occess lo concer heolmenl

225.Ihe nominee submitted thot embrocing locol production of medicines
could significontly reduce the cost of ireotment. She noted thot this

strotegy could moke esseniiol drugs, including lhose for concer treotment,
more offordoble ond occessible to the generol populotion.

On lhe holning ol more oncologisls ond other inlervenlions under lhe
Concer Prevenlion ond Confuol Act,2012

The nominee submitted thoi the Eosl, Centrol, ond Soulhern Africo
College of Physicions is octively supporting doctors to speciolise in crilicol
oreos like oncology.

On borriers lo ochleving opllmol funding in heollh reseorch

The nominee indicoted thot she would develop policies to suppori heolth
reseorch ond estoblish o regulotory body to oversee lhis oreo. She
plonned to engoge multiple portners willing lo support reseorch initiotives
ond moinloin open diologue lo identify who could coniribute 1o the
reseorch ogendo.

On hospilols buill lhrough donor lundlng but not operofiono,,sed dve to
lock of focililies

The nominee submilted thot she would ensure focility ossessments were
conducted ond thol sufficient copocily wos developed to operotionolize
these hospitols. She olso committed io ensuring rouline ossessments were
performed to mointoin quolily services in these focililies.

On the proclicobllity ol upgroding NHIF rother thon tronsilioning to SHIF

The nominee noted thot the primory gool wos to serve Kenyons, who must
be engoged to understond the new SHIF system. She furlher mentioned
thot the community wos not odequotely engoged in lhe posl ond thot
proper engogement wos essentiol to help them comprehend lhe syslem's
benefits ond functionolilies.

On whether Kenyo is rcody to become o deslinolion for medicol towlsm

The nominee observed thot Kenyo should focus on embrocing regionol
experis ond bringing in speciolists from obrood to enhonce copocity. She

olso emphosised lhe importonce of copociioting Kenyo's medicol
focilities to become cenlres of excellence in Africo.

233. The nominee submiited thot she would conduct routine focility
ossessments ot Kenyoito Notionol Teoching ond Referrol Hospitol ond
moke recommendotions for improvements bosed on the findings.

On lhe renewol ol lhe nomineel proclising ceilllcote ln 2024

234. The nominee clorified lhol she hod been o medicol proctitioner since 2007
ond, in 2022, wos working with the World Heollh Orgonisotion (WHO), on
entity nol offilioted wilh ony specific counlry. She further exploined thot
she hod renewed her proclising cerlificote in 2024 following her
nominotion os the Cobinet Secretory for Heolth in Kenyo os o good
proctice 1o comply with the proclice requirements in Kenyo.

On lhe issue of deloys in poymenl of suppriers of voccines

235. The nominee emphosised the need to ollocote funds for lhe procurement
of voccines ond odopt o pooled procurement opprooch to ensure timely
poyments to suppliers ond ovoid deloys thot could offect voccine
ovoilobiliiy.

Wrillen submlssions by the Nomrnee

236. The nominee in her Affidovils sworn on 3lst Joly 2024, further stoied os

251. The nominee declored thot she is cunently not ossocioted with ony
persons or molters thot would present o conflicl of interest should she
ossume the position of Cobinet Secrelory. ln the event ihot o conflict of
interest orose, she sioled thol she would resolve the some in occordonce
with the provisions of low.

Pto-bonolChorily Work

252.1he nominee indicoted thot she founded the Alice Muthoni Wohome
Foundotion thol focuses on sociol welfore issues for Kondoro consiiiuents
including sponsoring students in pursuit of their educolion, supporting
formers in ogriculiure ond ogribusiness, ond empowerment of speciol
interest groups including women, youth ond the elderly.

253. ln oddition, she indicoted lhot she donotes food 1o vulneroble fomilies
ond hos been involved in providing legol oid to indigeni men ond women
ot FIDA.

4.3.2 Generol ond Seclor-Specmc Quesllons lo lhe Nomlnee

254.Ihe Commiltee posed severol questions to the nominee on her suitobility
for oppointment os Cobinei Secretory for Londs, Public Works, Housing
ond Urbon Development. The nominee responded os follows-

255. The nominee informed the Commiliee thoi the progrom hod been

She stoted thot the progrom wos iniiioted in 2014
ond hod successfully digitized lond records in Noirobi, covering over
300,000 titles which ore occessible through the Ardhisoso Plotform. The

nominee stoted thoi the progrom hod olso exponded to Murong'o, lsiolo
ond Momboso ond o budget of opproximotely 35 to 40 billion wos
needed to fully secure oll lond records ond complete ihe digitizotion
process within lhe next five yeors.
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On lond grobbing in Kenyo
256. The nominee informed the Commiitee thot it wos unfortunole ihot o title

wos no longer considered primo focie evidence of ownership due to
widespreod froud by cortels ond Ministry officiols. She indicoted thoi she
would propose omendments to the Lond Act 1o empower the Chief Lond
Registror to concel froudulent titles. The nominee further stoted ihot the
Ministry would oddress the chollenges directly ond genuine londowners
would not hove to struggle with court coses.

257.Ihe nominee stoled thot the low needed io be more explicit in deoling
with ihe issue of lond coriels to ensure long-lerm effectiveness ond
protection of public lond.

She olso stoted lhot ihe Ministry would be lounching
more units this yeor.

262.Further, she observed thot 106,000 youths hod been employed through
the Affordoble Housing Progrom. She stoted thot the progrom's
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susloinobility wos conlingent on the continuolion of the Affordoble
Housing Levy.

263. She confirmed thoi the offordoble housing iniliotive would be exponded
to include rurol oreos io ensure thot residents in ihose oreos hove occess
to quolily housing.

On ensuring sofely ot bvildlngs
264.Ihe nominee informed the Commiltee thot the Nolionol Construction

Authority (NCA) wos responsible for ensuring ihe eligibility of controctors.
She stoied thol colloborotion wilh counly governments is cruciol in
oddressing the issue of construction of buildings wilhout opproved plons.
The nominee emphosised on lhe need for Kenyons io use professionol
services when building ond to odhere to exisling Regulotions to prevenl
the collopse of buildings.

On lhe issue of lond odjvdicolion fees
265. The nominee noted thot the odjudicotion fee, which wos initiolly sel in

1980, wos reviewed ond increosed lo Kshs. 3,000 following comprehensive
public porlicipoiion.

On lhe Ndung'u lond Report
266.Ihe nominee informed the Commitiee thot the Ndung'u Lond Report wos

o voluoble documenl thot highlighted severol properlies linked to lond
corlels. The nominee stoted thoi the Report hod been inslrumentol in ihe
recovery of lond by ihe Elhics ond Anli-Corruption Commission (EACC).

She further stoied ihot the recovery process wos still ongoing ihus
signifying the continuous efforis to oddress froud ond corruption in the
lond sector.

On prons lo slreomline lhe developm ent ol new focililies in congesled
oreos

267.Ihe nominee observed ihot ihe Kenyo Slum Upgroding Progromme
(KENSUP) being funded by the Europeon Union (EU), Uniled Notions (UN)

ond World Bonk omong others hod olreody been implemented in Kibro
ond would soon extend io Mothore.

Onlhe rclollonship belween the Mlnislry ond Nl.C
258. The nominee informed the Committee thot ihe Minislry mointoined o

cordiol working relolionship with the Commission while respecting the
independence of the Commission. She olso stoted thot she hod no
personol inleresl in encrooching on their mondote ond controry to some
reports, she hod mel wilh the NLC Boord to discuss pertinent issues.

On curloiling lroud ond conuptlon ol lhe Mlnlslry
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269 .Ihe nominee submilted thol since ossuming office os ihe Cobinet
Secretory for Londs, Public Works, Housing ond Urbon Development, four
(4) stoff members hod been orresled ond chorged in courl, three (3) were
focing disciplinory oction ond mony other coses were under investigotion
by the DCl. She mentioned thot she hod me1 wiih oll chief lond registrors

to reiterote the Minislry's ond the governmenl's policy ogoinst
porlicipoting in froud. The nominee sloled thot if reoppointed. she

intended to strengthen meosures 1o deol with froudsters more effeclively
ond ensure occountobilily within ihe Ministry.

Regordlng eviclions ond concerns oboul inodequofe compensollon
27O.Ihe nominee stoted thot opproximotely 20,000 people living on riporion

lond were offected by floods. She emphosized the need for funding to
resetlle viclims of floods noting ihot some hod olreody been
compensoted.

The nominee informed the Commitiee thot the Ministry hod pending bills

She mentioned thot given the finonciol
constroints focing ihe counlry, strotegic meosures would need to be
implemented to oddress these liobilities effectively.

On compulsory ocquisillon ond timely compensolion
The nominee submitied thot the NLC wos responsible for hondling the
compensotion of individuols whose lond hod been ocquired lhrough
compulsory ocquisition. Further, she sloted thot lhe Commission wos
responsible for ensuring lronsporency ond foirness in the disbursemeni of
compensolion funds.

On operotionolizolion ol the community lond rcglme
The nominee indicoted thot the Community Lond Act wos operotionol
ond lhot the regisirolion of community lond wos underwoy. She

mentioned thot while the preporotion process wos complex ond
demonding, significont progress on the registrolion of communiiy lond
hod been mode in vorious counties.

275.Ihe nominee informed lhe Commitlee thot it wos now possible to obtoin

277 .Ihe nominee informed the Commitiee thot the Ministry envisioned

comprehensive urbon developmenl ocross lhe 42 counlies through the
implemenlotion of the Urbon Areos ond Cilies Ac1.

On lhe Minislry no, processing tilres fo, schoors
27B.Ihe nominee informed lhe Committee thot the totol number of titles

required wos 3l ,000, of which I ,500 hod issues thot needed to be
oddressed. She stoled thot so for close io 15,000 titles hod olreody been
processed for schools.

(3) THAT, the nominee meels the requirements of Chopter 6 of the
Conslitution on leodership ond iniegrity hoving obloined cleoronce

286. The nominee holds o Bochelor of Lows degree from the University of
Noirobi, o Posi-Groduote Diplomo in Low from the Kenyo School of Low
ond o Diplomo in Low from ihe lnslitute of Advonced Legol Studies,

University of London.

Employment Record ond Wotk Expe ence

2B7.Ihe nominee is presenlly o Senior Porlner ot Migos-Ogombo ond Woudo
Advocoies, o position he hos held since 1993. Additionolly, he is presently

the Choirmon of the Kenyo Electricity Generoiing Compony since 2023.

Honours ond Awords
2BB. The nominee wos oworded ihe Elder of Order of the Burning Speor (EBS) in

2023.

Professionol Associollon ond Memberships
289. The nominee is on Advocote of the High Couri of Kenyo ond o Member of

the Low Society of Kenyo. He is olso o Certified Secrelory.

Published Wrilings
290. The nominee indicoled thot he hod neither outhored nor ediled ony

published moteriols.

Public Ofrlce, Politicol Aclivllies ond Affi,iotions
291. The nominee stoted thot in 2023 he wos oppointed Choirmon of the Boord

of Directors of ihe Kenyo Electricity Generoting Compony for o three (3)

yeor lerm.

lntegilty
292.Ihe nominee hod neither been chorged in o couri of low nor odversely

mentioned in ony invesligotory report of Porliomenl or ony Commission of
lnquiry in the lost three yeors. The nominee hos never been dismissed or

olherwise removed from office for conlrovenlion of the provisions of
Article 75 of the Constitution.

lncome ond Nel Worlh
The nominee eslimoted his net-worth 1o be Kshs. 790,000,000 comprising
porcels of lond, form equipmeni, leo form, houses ond molor vehicles.

Polentiol Conflicl of lnleresl
The nominee declored thol he is cunenlly not ossocioted with ony persons
or motlers thoi would present o potentiol conflicl of interest. He odded
thoi in lhe event thot ony conflict of interesl would orise, he would resolve
the some in occordonce with the provisions of the low.

Pro-bono/Chorlly Work
The nominee indicoted thoi he provides scholorships to supporl students'
educotion ond thot hos been engoged in legol oid since 1993.

4.4.2 Generol ond Seclor-Speclflc Questlons lo lhe Nomlnee

296.Ihe Committee posed severol questions to the nominee on his suitobility
for oppointment os Cobinet Secretory for Educolion. The nominee
responded os follows-

On his inlerest ln lhe pubric sector ond motivdtlon lo serye in public
servke lhree yeors io relhemenl

297.lhe nominee informed the Commiltee lhot he wos not new to the public
sector citing his experience in representing public institulions in coud os on
odvocote. He stoted thot he hod olso done pro-bono work for mony
public institutions, ond wos ot the time. serving os the Choirperson of
KenGen PLC- o governmenl enterprise. The nominee ossured the
Commiltee of his knowledge of the educotion sector, hoving worked os
on unlroined ieocher ot Buruburu High School where he offered supporl
lo over six hundred (600) students to occess educolion.

On his onolysis of fhe Compelency Bosed Cuniculum (CBC)
298. The nominee sloted thot he hod identified the key issues hindering the

smooth implementotion of CBC os, insufficienl number of teochers, limited
engogement of porents ond inodequote infrostructure. The nominee
further stoted thot full implementotion of the CBC would ensure thot
children gel the most out of their tolents, which hod noi been ihe focus
under the B-4-4 system. He further sioted thot the 8-4-4 sysiem wos exom-
bosed ond therefore disodvontoged students thot moy not hove
performed well in exoms bul possessed other lolents.

On continuing good poricies olreody ln exislence
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299,

300,

301.

The nominee stoted thoi he did not believe in chonging whot wos
working, noting thot governmeni hos perpetuol succession ond operotes
in continuity.

On lhe new educotion lunding model
The nominee pointed out thot there wos need for the new university
funding model io be unbundled sufficiently for the public to underslond. ln

oddition, the nominee stoted thot the initiol funding model hod not
focused on the individuol needs of the studenls while the new model
soughi to oddress this hence enobling more vulneroble persons io occess
educolion. The nominee informed the Commiitee ihot the tool used to
determine the most vulneroble leoners, thot is, the 'Meons Tesiing
lnstrumenl', hod eight (8) porometers which were no1 comprehensive
enough. He proposed exponding ond linking the poromeiers to ensure
occurote results. However, he noted thot the rolionolized budgei would
furiher offect the operolions of the Ministry os ii would coll for cosl-cutting
meosures in oreos determined to be less criticol while focusing on the
priority oreos.

On couroge lo dismontte lhe corlels in lhe educolion seclor
The nominee stoted thol through politicol, porliomeniory ond public
support, it wos possible to dismontle the cortels thot existed in the
educotion seclor.

On lhree moJor chollenges in the educolion seclor ond how he inlends fo
hondle lhem

302. The nominee stoted thol problems in the educotion sector could be
otiributed io lock of sufficient funding. As such, there wos need to find
woys of funding oll progroms under lhe educotion sector in order to
resolve the problems. lf confirmed os Cobinet Secretory, the nominee
informed the Commitlee thot he would find o woy of ensuring thot o
proper oudii of the educotion seclor is conied oui ond thot odequote
funding is hornessed ond chonneled to the sector ond up to dole policies
ond lows ore implemenied.

On copltotlon lor boslc educotlon ond oddlllonol fees chorged by schools
303. The nominee noied thot the issue of inodequole copitotion orose from the

focl thot there were inodequote resources in the couniry. He further
noted thoi funds going to schools lo undertoke progroms were not
disbursed on lime. The nominee undertook lo engoge wilh the Notionol
Treosury to ensure ihoi ihe budget for copiloiion is ringfenced lo secure
timely disbursement of funds 1o schools. On the issue of odditionol fees
chorged by schools. the nominee stoted thot lhere were some schools

thot flouted set policies ond guidelines ond he proposed to institute
stringenl disciplinory mechonisms ogoinst them.

On fhe school feeding prcgrcm
304. The nominee stoted thol the progrom wos intended to cover the ASAL

counties ond informol settlements in some urbon oreos. The nominee
observed thol ol the time, il cotered for opproximolely 2.6 million children
in twenty-six (25) counties ond ocknowledged thot lhe progrom enobled
retention of siudents in school. ln order to susloin the progrom ond even
expond it, ihe nominee suggested coming up with progroms to ollow
inler-governmeni ogencies such os the Kenyo Meot Commission ond the
Notionol Cereols ond Produce Boord to subsidize food prices. ln oddition,
the nominee observed lhot ihere wos need to oddress tronsportoiion
cosis to mitigote high food prices ond therefore reoch more children.

On the hee ond compulsory bosic educolion
305. The nominee stoted thot, if confirmed os the Cobinet Secretory, he would

lioise with ihe Teochers Service Commission (TSC) to ensure lhot ieochers
do noi send owoy children from schools for foilure to cleor school fees
bolonces. The nominee noted thol the engogement between the Ministry
ond TSC wos necessory to ensure regulotions ore put in ploce to focilitote
free ond compulsory bosic educoiion ond ensure necessory oction is

loken by the Ministry directly.

On lhe issue of honsllrontng lo Senior Secondory ond mo,inlolning Juntot
Secondory Schools (JSS)

306. The nominee stoted thol JSS, os proposed by the Presidentiol working
porty, wos inlended to be domiciled in the current primory schools for
cost-ef f eciiveness ond becouse of the oge of ihe leoners. However, he
noted thot out of the 16,000 clossrooms required, only 3,500 were olreody
under construciion. Further, construction of onolher 7,500 clossrooms wos
expected 1o stort in October, leoving o shorifoll of 5,000.

On whether he would hove lhe courcge lo chonge whol is nof working ln
the Minlslry

307. The nominee sioted thoi he would moke the best decision in the besi
interests of the leoners.

On chorging fees confuory lo clrculors lrom the Mlnistry
308. The nominee noted thot TSC wos in chorge of leochers in public schools

including enforcing their discipline. He further noted thot the Ministry of
Educotion releoses funds to schools but hod no power to ensure the
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309.

proper utilizoiion of the funds. lf oppointed os Cobinet Secretory, the
nominee stoted thol he would find o woy to work with TSC so thot TSC

could be on ogent to enforce non-complionce wiih Minislry circulors.

On wilhholding of cerldicoles by schools
The nominee sioted thot schools were only ogents of the Kenyo Noiionol
Exominotion Council (KNEC) ond therefore, the schools should not retoin
students' certificoles. However, the nominee sloted thol there wos need
lo bolonce ihe quesiion of non-poyment of fees ond releose of
certificotes. The nominee stoted thol, if opproved for oppointment, he
would look into lhe issue ond odvise on how the issue could be resolved.

On lhe Minislry ignoring lhe speciol needs schools
The nominee submitted thot, under the copiloiion model, speciol schools
were expected to get more funding thon normol schools. He further
stoted thot the ollocotion to speciol schools should be higher os per
requirement but lock of resources resulted in schools locking specioi needs
focilities. lf confirmed os Cobinet Secretory, the nominee stoied thot he
would engoge portners io ensure thol odequole speciol needs focilities
were put up in schools.

On occess lo educollon lor leorners wilh speciol needs
The nominee pointed oul thol some Persons with Disobililies (PWDs) hod
been integroted into regulor schools bui the requirement to hove
occessible infrostruciure for PWDs hod noi been met. The nominee stoied
ihoi there wos need for offirmoiive oction progroms to support leoners
wilh speciol needs os well os moinstreoming.

On relolions with ISC noling occusolions of hlgh-hondedness ond
unprocedvrol dlsmissol of inlern leochers
The nominee sloted lhot the threot of the sirike by inlern teochers wos
bosed on o Collective Borgoining Agreement (CBA) which wos to be
implemented with effect from July, 2024. Ihe nominee noled lhot
consultotion with the stokeholders would ollow porties to find o middle-
ground ond o possible long-term solution.

On lhe reqvlremenl fot blrlh ceilificoles lo occess copilotlon
The nominee noted thol, while eoch child hod on ollocotion for
copitolion, those withoul birth certificotes did not receive copitoiion
becouse they were not coptured in the Notionol Educotion Monogemenl
lnformotion System (NEMIS) system. The nominee informed the Commiliee
thol o teom hod been formed lo corry out o fifty (50) doy physicol census
thot would be concluded on 2nd Augusi 2024. He noied thot this would
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ensure ihot oll sludenls ore copiured in the NEMIS syslem ond ollow
disbursement of full copilolion for leoners.

On improvlng NEi,llS fo ensure equol opportunfiies for those who do nol
hove bhth cedilicoles

314. The nominee stoted ihoi he would seek to improve the NEMIS system lo
copture more porometers. The nominee further stoted thot with regord to
the regions where most children did not hove birth cerlificotes. he would,
if opproved for oppoinlment, lioise with the registror of births ond deoths
to hove birth ceriificotes issued to those in morginolized oreos.

On consldering dropping lhe 'free educotion' or lmplementing tt lully
315. The nominee stoted thot he would provide leodership ond mobilise

stokeholders to come up with o fund to cover oll costs of educotion. He

odded thot he would ensure thot on oudii is conied oul to find out how
much would be needed 1o fully finonce the schools. The nominee further
suggesled portnering wilh stokeholders 1o ensure thoi the needs of
leorners ore fully met, including porinering with textile componies to
provide school uniforms lo leorners. The nominee further indicoled thot
lock of oudil hod led to coses where some children got more funding thon
others while some gol nothing ol oll.

On uniform issues
316. The nominee sioled thot, to lower the cost of school uniforms, he would

lioise with the Notionol Youth Service (NYS) ond textile industries to
produce uniforms for leorners cost effectively.

On feochers' holning
3l 7. The nominee sloted thot the rotionolizotion of the number of teochers hod

nol been done. He noled thot there were some schools which hod excess
teochers while others hod o shortfoll of ieochers, including limited number
of well-troined teochers. The nominee further stoted thot the problem wos
worsened by overlopping policies. The nominee observed thot, solving ihe
chollenges in totoliiy ond hoving key stokeholders working together,
would be fundomentol in coming up with holistic ond losting solutions. On
the issue of teochers who were expected lo ieoch grode 9, the nominee
proposed thot the teochers should be troined to retool ond reskill them.

On lhe Nolionol Council for Nomodlc Education ln Kenyo (NACONEK)

318. The nominee stoied thoi, if confirmed os Cobinet Secrelory, he would
expond NACONEK to ensure ihot children in ihe ASAL oreos hod occess
to educotion.

On lechnicol ond Vocdlionol Educollon ond Troining (lYEl) lnstitvlions
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3,l9. The nominee noted thot TVET institulions hod been constructed in the two
hundred ond nineiy (290) constituencies with fifty-two (52) insiilutions still

coming up. lf opproved os Cobinet Secretory, the nominee proposed lhe
creotion of colleges ond ihe selection of o few, to become "centres of
excellence" in order to encouroge students from other countries to study
in Kenyo ond hence roise oddiiionol revenue for self-sustenonce. The

nominee further suggested ihot there wos need to develop mechonisms
where projects thoi were lo be underloken in lhe country, would
incorporoie siudents from TVET colleges io undertoke iheir 'procticols'.

On lhe coud Judgemenl on mollers CBC

320. The nominee sloted thoi he hod nol yet reod the judgemenl concerning
CBC (Nelson Hovi vs Ministry of Educofion) ond would respond once he
hod reod the judgemeni.

On enswing lhol sludenfs in ASAI oreos ore not disodvontaged
32'l . The nominee stoted ihot the issue of teochers declining their deployment

to the North Eosiern region ond ASAL oreos wos romponl ond he
proposed working with the Ministry of lnterior ond Notionol Administrotion
to ensure the security of teochers, leorners ond schools.

On meosures lo ensure girls dropplng oul fiom school ore ollowed lo
complele schoollng

322. The nominee stoled thot the Ministry's policy is to ensure thot oll girls ore
ollowed to complete school, pregnoncy notwiihstonding. He odded thol
ihere wos no policy ogoinst their reinslotemenl ond iherefore, the process

should be seomless.

On deloyed Hlgher Educolion loons Boord (HELB) disbursements
323. The nominee stoted thot the issue of deloyed disbursements wos due to

lock of resources ond poor collection of repoymenls from those who hod
benefited. He proposed thot HELB should come up with o bond to
supplement their resources.

On fhe new unlversity tundlng model
324.Ihe nominee informed the Committee thol, under lhe new funding model,

lhe omouni poyoble wos being indicoled unlike wiih lhe previous model
ond os such, the fee hod noi been increosed. The nominee informed the
Committee thot, if oppointed os Cobinel Secretory, he would corry oui on
oudit of oll funds wilhin the educotion seclor.

325. Ihe nominee noted lhot lhe model prioritises o siudent's finonciol need
ond seporoted plocement from funding. He further sioted lhot funding for
students wos provided through scholorships, loons ond household
contributions.
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On his prlority oreos for lhe firsl 100 doys
326. The nominee sloted thot he would priorilize more crllicol issues firsl, such os

Grode 9 issues of clossrooms ond teochers. He olso ocknowledged lhol,
despite 27% of the noiionol budget being ollocoted to educotion,
underfunding wos still o chollenge.

On resolving the bursory scheme - o muttipticlty of bursories drowing hom
lhe some source

327.Ihe nominee sloied lhol if oppoinied, he would commission on oudil on
the monies ollocoted to the educotion sector in order 1o ollow o cleorer
picture on utilizotion of funds.

On Kenyo Universities ond Colleges Cenhol Plocement Service (,(UCCPS)
p,ocing studenrs ln prlvole universilies ond ulllhotlon of lhe public
resources for sludenls in privole universilies

328. The nominee stoted thot, bosed on his experience in low, there wos no
woy io recloim the funds from those under the old model, os il would be
legolly wrong. The nominee further stoted thot under lhe new funding
model, only lhose in public universities would be funded ond those in
privote universilies would be given loons. The nominee odded thol, in his

view, it wos o personol decision for lhe porenls to toke lheir children to
privote universities.

On rcnewol ol PWDS cedilicoles every five yeors
329.Ihe nominee stoted lhot he would lioise with the relevont deportment of

government to hove the provision removed os disobility does not chonge.

The nominee hos never been dismissed or
oiherwise removed from office for controvenlion of the provisions of
Ariicle 75 of the Constitution.

,ncorre ond Net Worth
345. During her previous opprovol heoring for oppointment os Cobinet

Secretory for Environmeni, Climote Chonge ond Forestry in 2022, lhe
nominee estimoted her net worth to be Kshs. 156,000,000 with the source
of income being solory ond ollowonces; immovoble property, motor
vehicles, shores in SACCOs ond doiry forming.

346. As ot the time of the opprovol heoring, the nominee estimoted her currenl
nei worlh to be Kshs. 243,448,000 comprising immovoble property, molor
vehicles, shores in SACCOs ond forming. The nominee ottributed the
chonge in nel worth to oppreciotion in property ond ossets.

Polenllol Conflicl ol lnleresl

347 .Ihe nominee declored thoi she is cunenlly not ossocioied with ony
persons or motters thot would present o conflict of inleresi should she
ossume the position of Cobinet Secretory. ln the event thot o conflicl of
interesi orose, she stoted thot she would resolve the some in occordonce
with the provisions of low.

Pro-bono/Chority Work
348. Ihe nominee submitted thot she hos porticipoted in ihe mentorship of

women ond girls for fifieen yeors ond volunteered ot the Menstruol Heolth
Chompion for Doys for Girls lnternoiionol for five yeors.

35t. The nominee sioted thol upon confirmotion, she would choir lhe Defence
Council, which includes the Chief of Defence Forces ond service
commonders. The nominee further stoted ihot she wos o teom ployer ond
consultotive in her leodership opprooch, quolities she plonned lo opply
extensively to understond the operotionol ond odministrotive roles of the
uniformed side of the ministry, thereby ensuring complementority. She

expressed confidence ihot her odvisory role would be enriched by
integroting her civilion experiise with insighis from the militory, enobling her
to effectively odvise the Commonder-in-Chief ond interoct with
Porlioment.

As ihe Cobinet Secretory for Environment, Climote Chonge ond Forestry,

lhe nominee highlighted her leodership in policy motters ond coordinotion
ocross vorious sectors ond levels of governmeni. The nominee successfully
orgonised the Africon Climote Chonge Summit, o globol event thot
broughl internotionol ottention to Noirobi.

Additionolly, she prioriiised ecosyslem restorotion, including the fifteen (15)

billion lree-plonting progromme, which she deemed successful in rollying
the noiion io porlicipote in ecosystem restorotion os o cdlicol componenl
of climote oction. She further noted thol the Africo Climole Summit wos
porticulorly significont in positioning Africo os o key contributor to globol
climole solulions, rolher ihon merely o victim of climote chonge.

On Corbon hodlng
The nominee identified corbon lroding os o significont ochievement, with
Kenyo being recognised os o leoder in this field in Africo. However, she
ocknowledged the need for greoter tronsporency, porticulorly regording
its impocl on ihe doily lives of Kenyons ond ils contribution 1o the Gross

Domesiic Product (GDP). Upon ossuming office, os the CS Environment,
Climote Chonge ond Forestry she focused on creoting o legol fromework
through omendmenis to ihe Climoie Chonge Act to enhonce
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tronsporency, occounlobilily, ond benefit-shoring in the corbon morket.
She slressed thot corbon troding is o noscent form of climote finoncing.
ond before leoving the ministry, she hod olreody estoblished structures for
the full implemeniotion of the new legol fromework, which is expecied to
benefit Kenyons, investors, ond communities.

355. The nominee reossured oll slokeholders in the Minisiry of Defence lhoi,
upon confirmotion os Cobinet Secretory, she would prioritise teom
colloborotion ond quickly fomiliorise herself wilh militory operotions ond
odministrotion. She emphosised her commilment to understonding ihese
operoiions without infringing upon the distinct roles of lhe uniformed units
of the ministry, ensuring thot her overoll oversight, policy direclion, ond
odvisory functions ore exercised effectively.

On use ol oircrofl by governmenf offlciols lor |he nollonol hee-planling
355. The nominee exploined thot her primory role os the Cobinet Secretory for

Environment in the tree-plonting initiotive wos thot of o coordinotor. She
siressed lhot the nolure of ecosystem restorotion required the involvement
of oll sectors of socieiy, including individuol Kenyons, the privote seclor,
ond oll government ogencies. As such, she stoted thot the progromme
could not be confined solely lo lhe Ministry of Environment, Climote
Chonge ond Forestry. She clorified thol her Ministry did noi provide
tronsport or logisticol suppori for Cobinet Secrelories during their ociivilies
reloted to iree plonting. She did however note thot concerns obout
excessive spending on lhe tree-plonting progromme were oddressed ot
ihe Cobinet level, ond the second nolionol tree-plonting progromme wos
more grossroots-centred, with coordinolion by the Kenyo Foresl Service
(KFS) ond other enlilies oi the community level.

On lhe deploymenl ol the KDF inlernolly
352. The nominee clorified ihot one of the core mondotes of the KDF is the

defence ond proteclion of the country's lerritoriol integrity ond
sovereignty. She further stoted thot KDF olso hos o role in internol
deployment, which folls under two colegories: ossisling ond cooperoting
wilh other ogencies in instonces of emergency ond disoster {Article
241(3)(b) of the Constiiuiion) ond deployment to moinloin peoce during
inslonces of instobility (Article 241(3)(c) of the Conslitution). The nominee
observed thot with regord to the recent protest the KDF wos deployed
under Article 241(3)(b) to ossist the Nolionol Police Service (NPS), with ihe
KDF not toking ihe leod role. She further clorified thot o Gozeite Notice
wos issued to define the scope, noture, ond durotion of the deployment.
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On lhe olleged s,ow response by KDF ln porls of lhe Norlh Riff

358. The nominee indicoted thot oll KDF operoiions ore conducled under the
principles of notionol security, which ore subject to the Conslitulion ond
ihe outhority of Porlioment. She ossured lhe Commitlee thot, upon
confirmotion, she would ensure slricl odherence io constitutionol
provisions regording depioymeni.

On lmplemenlotion ol KDF proJects

359. The nominee stoted thot one of her key mondoles os Cobinet Secretory
for Defence, upon confirmolion, would be to ossess ond oversee the
implementotion of projecls to ensure efficiency ond proper utilisotion of
funds. She undertook to work closely with the relevont porliomentory
committees lo oddress these issues.

On olleged cofiuption in the KDF recruilmenl process
360. The nominee recognized the imporlonce of iniegrity in ihe recruilment of

Kenyons into the KDF. os outlined in the Conslitution. She ocknowledged
ihe recurring issue of conuption in ihe recruiiment process, where
individuols reportedly poy significont sums to be recruited, only to be
dismissed on questionoble grounds. She undertook to evoluole the
slondord operoting procedures of the KDF recruitment process to identify
gops ond ensure odherence io constituiionol requirements. She olso

emphosized ihe need for public sensitizotion to dispel the notion lhol
poyment is required for recruitment ond suggesied ihe introduclion of
whistleblowing mechonisms ond ropid response lo oddress conuption ond
molproctices.

On lhe KDF's role in notionol development
35'l . The nominee noled thot there is o Defence lndustriolisotion Policy oimed

oi integroting the KDF into the nolionol developmenl ogendo due to its

unique competencies. She highlighted sloie corporotions under the
Ministry of Defence, such os lhe Kenyo Ordinonce Foctories Corporotion,
which is exponding its mondote io include food production. She

suggesled thot the KDF's involvement in industries could enhonce self-

sufficiency in operotions, food security, copocily building, ond equipment
copobilities, porticulorly in the foce of globol fiscol chollenges.

On lhe sofely ond modernisollon ol milllory equipmenl
362.Ihe nominee ocknowledged thot o significont portion of the budget for

the Ministry of Defence is ollocoled to recunent expenditure. She

commilted to work with the relevont porliomeniory committee to ensure
volue for money in militory invesiments, porliculorly in the moinlenonce
ond efficiency of militory equipment. She expressed concern obout the

She emphosized the importonce of mission
preporedness, iroining, copocity building, ond oddressing the welfore of
KDF service members io ensure thot they ore well-prepored ond
motivoted to defend the counlry.

On bolonclng exlernol ond lnlernol deployment of the mtlttory
The nominee reiteroted thot the defence ond proteciion mondole is

subject to constituiionol ouihority ond pledged to ensure thot the
deployment of ihe KDF, bolh externolly ond internolly, is bolonced, with o
primory focus on protecting ihe country from externol oggression.

The nominee confirmed thot the Gozeile Notice on the deploymenl of
KDF internolly remoins in effect until normolcy is restored. She indicoied
thot, upon confirmotion, she would ossess the situolion io delermine
whether the deployment should conlinue or be concluded, given the
restorotion of normolcy following recenl unrest.

On gender porily in key milltory positlons
The nominee noted ihe progress mode in gender pority within the miliiory,
highlighting the disbondment of ihe Women's Service Corps in 1999, which
previously limiied the integroiion ond rights of women in lhe KDF. She

commitied to reviewing the Ministry of Defence's gender policy to ensure
thol women ore fully integroted inlo the KDF ond ore not limited in ony
woy.

On teostng versus purchosing of vehicles
The nominee expressed on interesl in reviewing the cuneni situotion
regording vehicle leosing versus purchosing wilhin lhe KDF. She
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ocknowledged the volidity of concerns obout efficient use of public
resources ond commitled to exploring cosi-effective solutions.

On lhe benelils of designolion of Kenyo os o non-NAIO A,,y
369. The nominee noied lhot Kenyo's designotion os o non-NATO Ally ploces

the country ot o compelitive odvontoge in biloterol engogements with
the United Stotes. She observed ihot ihe designotion offers Kenyo occess
to equipment, troining opportunities, ond enhonced defence
cooperotion, which ore criiicol in odvoncing ihe couniry's defence
copobilities. She olso emphosized the importonce of muliiloierolism ond
biloterolism in Kenyo's role in the globol security ond defence londscope.

Writlen submisslons by lhe Nomlnee

ond ihe nominee responded to ihe Stotemeni comprehensively;

(l l) Thot the moiters roised by the Cloimonl ore vested within the Ministry
of Environment, Climote Chonge ond Forestry ond ihe process hos

been on-going lo resolve the issue including developing o Cobinel
memorondum on the some ond other issues for regulorizotion; ond

Thot bosed on the weighty motiers roised by the Cloimont under ooth,
the nominee sholl be seeking 1o cross-exomine the Cloimonl on lhe
folse overments ot the eorliest opportunity ond through legol chonnels.

Observollons on Memorondo Submllled Agolnsl lhe Nomlnee

372.Ihe Commitlee noled thot Articles I 32(2) ond I 52(2) of the Consiitution of
Kenyo vesl the power to constituie Cobinet solely on the President. The

nominee wos not dismissed under lhe provisions of Arlicle 75(2) of the
Constitution ond is therefore not disquolified from holding ony other stote
office. There is no legol provision thot bors ihe Presideni from re-

oppointing ony person who hos not been indicted os being unfit fo hold
office under Article 75 of the Constiiution or ony relevont low.

He olso
sioled thot he hod served os o member of the Toskforce on Coffee
Reform. He further observed thot, his experience in both the public sector
ond ot the World Bonk, where he engoged with vorious levels of
governmeni, underscores his deep involvement in crop development.

427.Ihe nominee hod neither been chorged in o courl of low nor odversely

mentioned in ony invesiigotory report of Porlioment or ony Commission of
lnquiry in the lost three yeors. The nominee hos never been dismissed or
olhewise removed from office for controvention of the provisions of
Article 75 of the Constilution.

lncome ond Nel Worlh
428. During his previous opprovol heoring for oppointment os Cobinet

Secretory for Defence in 2022, ihe nominee estimoted his net worih lo be
Kshs. 851,000.000.

429. As ot the time of the opprovol heoring, the nominee estimoted her cunenl
net worth to be Kshs. 243,448,000 comprising immovoble property, motor
vehicles, shores in SACCOS ond forming. The nominee ottributed the
chonge in nel worlh to oppreciotion in properiy ond ossets.

430. The nominee estimoted his networth to be Kshs. 980 million comprising
immovoble ossels, rentol property, shores in fomily-owned business,
livestock ond motor vehicles.

Polentiol Conflicl of lnleresl
431 . The nominee declored thol he cunently did noi hove ony personol

inieresis thot were likely to preseni polentiol conflicts of interest, should he
ossume the position of o Cobinet Secrelory.

Pr o - bon o / Chorlty ltl or k
432.The nominee indicoted thot he onnuolly contributed to the conslruclion

ond operotionol costs of Hofso Bint Sireen lslomic School, Ummi Howo
Kosor lslomic School, Aisho Bint Abubokor lslomic Center, Modrosso
Khodijo, Modrosso Fothi ond lmom Molik Educolionol Cenler.

4.7.2 Generol ond Seclor-Speclflc Quesllons lo lhe Nomlnee

433. The Commitlee posed severol questions 1o the nominee on his suitobility
for oppointmenl os Cobinet Secrelory for Environment, Climote Chonge
ond Forestry. The nominee responded os follows:

On COP 28 ond corbon credlt
434. The nominee stoted thot corbon credils were criticol for economic

development, Further, lhe nominee observed ihol the Climote Chonge
Act provides thot the onnuol sociol contribulions by corbon projects to
locol communiiies is 40% of the oggregote eornings. lf opproved for
oppointmenl, ihe nominee stoled thot he would ensure public
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porlicipotion ond consultotion to ensure thot communilies benefitted from
the exporl of corbon credit.

On foresl reslorotlon ond hee plonling
435. The nominee noied thot the counlry hod only 8.83% forest cover ond

iherefore it wos crilicol for ony initiolive on plonting of trees to be
community driven. He proposed the inclusion of fruit trees thot would
benefil the community thus octing os on incenlive for the public to plont
more trees. On meosures io increose forest cover. lhe nominee suggested
thot he would explore portnerships with the privote seclor 1o resiore
degroded forests by giving privote businesses free odvertisement spoces
for bronding, in exchonge for forest preservotions efforts.

On gozeltemenl of forests ond gobbed loresl lond
436. The nominee stoted thot, lond grobbing wos o hisioricol issue ond if

confirmed for oppointmeni, he would consolidote oll petitions on lond
disputes within the first forty (40) doys of his ienure os Cobinet Secretory for
Environment ond where oppropriote recommend revocolion of illegol
title deeds regordless of the stoius of the tiile holders.

On priorlly lssves
437 .Ihe nominee mode reference to Ariicle 42 of the Consiiiution which

provides for the righi to o cleon ond sofe environment for every Kenyon,
Arlicle 59 of the Constitution which provides for ciiizen obligoiions on
environmentol issues ond Article 70 of the Constiiution which mondotes
the enforcement of environmentol righls. He stoled thot since every
citizen hod on obligotion to preserve the environment, i1 wos importoni to
focus on public porticipotion ond stokeholder consullolion in seeking to
oddress environmentol motters.

438. ln oddition. lhe nominee noied thot the country wos experiencing high
levels of woter ond oir pollution. ln porliculor, he noted ihot the rivers were
highly polluted from sewoge due to poor woste monogement. He noted
lhot ihere wos need to implement proper wosie monogement proclices
ond io promote recycling.

On lhe governmenl's commifmenl to ptonl lSblllion lrees by 2032
439. The nominee sioied thot the 15 Billion trees by 2032 iorget wos

ochievoble. He noied thot it wos the responsibility of every citizen lo
porticipote in iree plonting. Further, if confirmed for oppointment os

Cobinet Secreiory, the nominee sioled thoi he would odvocote for
ploniing of trees to ensure the reolisotion of the government's
commitmenl. ln oddilion, the nominee cited the exomple of Ethiopio os

hoving mode consideroble progress in tree-plonling. He sloted thoi he
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would benchmork wilh Ethiopio in seeking to leorn besl proctices in tree-
plonting.

On upcoming COP 29 conference
440. The nominee stoted thot the 29th U N Climote Chonge Conference,

commonly known os COP29 would be held in Boku, Azerboi.ion on ihe
I llh 1o 22nd of November, 2024. He further sioied thot the top priorities for
the conference were climoie chonge finoncing; ond climote chonge
mitigotion efforts. ln preporotion for the conference, the nominee
suggesled thot Kenyo needed io fully operotionolize Article 6 of the Poris

Agreement.

On use of milltoty ohctoll
441. The nominee stoled thot the Minister for Defence, the President ond the

First Lody were outhorised to use mililory oircrofl ond ony olher person
would only use o militory oircrofi wilh lhe concurrence of the Commonder
in Chief .

On foresf conservolion ond monogemenl
The nominee sloted thot it wos not possible to conserve the forests without
ihe help of the communities ond cilizens living oround lhe forests. He

noted lhol, os provided for in the Foresi Conservotion ond Monogement
Act, Community Foresls Associotions were inslrumentol in speorheoding
forest conservotion ond monogement efforts. The nominee proposed the
fencing off of forests ond operotionolizotion of the forest community
monogemenl regulotions 1o enhonce the conservotion efforis.

On lhe floods ln vorious counlies
The nominee noled thot climole chonge wos lhe greolest threol to
humon life, citing differenl climote chonge occurrences in vorious
countries. Further, he stoted thot in lhe recent posl, Kenyo hod
experienced severe drought ond flooding in vorious porls of the counlry.
As such, the nominee stoled thot he would put in ploce vorious mitigotion
meosures including pursuing the fulfilment of the government commitmeni
to plont l5 billion trees by 2032. The nominee further underiook 1o oudit
foclories ond industries in residentiol oreos ond recommend revocotion of
licences by lhe Noiionol Environment Monogemenl Authority (NEMA),
where pollution is estoblished.

On his prior nomlnotion os Cobinel Secrelory lor Defence
The nominee stoted thoi il wos lhe President's prerogotive to orgonize his

Cobinet os he deemed fil. To this end, the nominee sioied thoi he wos
willing 1o serve the people of Kenyo in his new role, if opproved for
oppointment.
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On colloborotion wilh lhe Counly Goyernmenls to ovoid dvplicolion of
roles

445. The nominee ocknowledged thot in line with the Fourth Schedule 1o lhe
Constiiution, severol functions reloted to the environment hod been
devolved to the Counlies. The nominee sloted thot there wos need to
engoge the Council of Governors to ensure smooih ond efficient delivery
of services of the counties.

On conholling poltulion
The nominee noled lhol lhere were chollenges in the implementoiion of
physicol plonning ond zoning legol requirements by counties. He furlher
noted thot it wos the role of NEMA to enforce zoning requirements ond
sofeguord ogoinsi environmentol pollulion. lf opproved for oppointment,
lhe nominee stoted lhol through NEMA, he would iniliote on oudil of
industries ond bors in residenliol oreos ond revoke licenses thot hod been
ocquired illegolly.

On his legocy os Cobine, Secretory
The nominee stoled thot if opproved for oppoinlment, he would uphold
discipline, respeci, teomwork, implemenlotion of tosks ond potriolism to
the couniry.

On conservoncies ond how lhey ore run
The nominee informed the Committee thot the conservoncies were under
the mondote of the Ministry of Wildlife. He however odded ihoi, in

colloborotion with other minislries, there wos need for consultotions on lhe
monogemenl of conservoncies ond conflicl resolution during droughts.

On hornessing experlise fuom lnternollonol ogencies bosed in Kenyo
The nominee noled thol lhe Counlry wos privileged to host lhe United
Notions Environment Progromme (UNEP) ond United Notions (UN) Hobitot
in Noirobi, where lhe lop experis on environment were bosed. He stoted
thot the Ministry, under his leodership, would toke odvontoge of the skilled
lobour, doto ond iechnology to build the copocily of sioff os well os

focilitote skllls ironsfer. He underiook 1o working closely wiih these
instituiions to ensure thot the environment sector in Kenyo benefitted from
ihe globol expertise.

On cotuptlon ln lhe rccrullmen, process of KDF

The nominee s1o1ed thot there wos need to oddress the issues of
corruption in the recruiimenl of KDF before the nexi recruiiment process.

On KDF deploymenl to lhe sheels during lhe recent protests
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451. The nominee stoted thot the deploymenl wos undertoken os provided for
under Article 24lof the Consiitution ond wilh'the opprovol of the Noiionol
Assembly.

On promollng lhe Mlnistry's effecliveness
452. The nominee sioied iho1, if opproved for oppointmeni, he intended on

working with the Nokobi River Commission lo ensure ihot the pollution of
the Noirobi River is eliminoted by omong other things removing dumpsiles
from the river' bonk.

On lhe proposed nvcleor plonl in Uyombo Kilifi County
453. The nominee undertook to prioritize the public on lhe issue ond focilitote

public porticipotion in seeking to building consensus on the issue.

On rivers drytng up os o resull of envlronmenlol degrodollon
454. The nominee, while ocknowledging thot rivers hod been drying up, noled

thot woter levels were olso going down os o result of forest degrodotion
ond upstreom forming octivities neor rivers. The nominee stoted thot if
confirmed for oppointment, he would put in ploce vorious meosures to
mitigote the situotion.

On forest degrodollon
455. The nominee ocknowledged thot infroslructure ond construciion of roods

wos contributing lo the reduclion of forest cover. He observed thot the
Minisiry wos in discussions with the Ministry of Roods ond Tronsporl wiih o
view to hoving trees plonled on the roodsides os port of rood
moinlenonce. lf confirmed for oppointmenl, the nominee undertook lo
follow lhrough with the discussions to ensure the gool is ochieved.

On noise pollutlon from bors, nighl clubs ond rcliglous inslilulions
456. The nominee stoted lhoi licensing of bors ond olher businesses wos o

county function. However, if confirmed for oppointment, the nominee
undertook to look into the issue of licensing of bors. night clubs ond
religious institulions in residentiol oreos ond propose oppropriote oclion.

On wosfe monogemenl
452. The nominee sloted thol wosie monogement is o devolved function but

the county governments were nol implementing the existing lows ond
regulotions on wosle monogement. He odded thol despite il being o
devolved funclion, if confirmed for oppointment, he would introduce bins
in public oreos, including in public motor vehicles ond seporote bins for
dry ond wet wosle, for eose of monogement ond recycling.
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458. The nominee further noled thol community involvemenl wos the
oppropriote mechonism of oddressing woste monogemeni ciiing the
exomple of Koruro forest which is run by o community forest Associotion.

On fhe use of osbestos ln roofing
459. The nominee noied lhol severol government instiiutions were still using

osbeslos products. However, lhe nominee noted thoi ihe Ministry of
Environment, in colloborotion with NEMA, wos in the process of ensuring
thoi by December, 2024, oll government ogencies would stop using
osbestos os roofing moteriols.

On creoting synetgy wllh KPLC

460. The nominee informed the committee thot he would engoge with KPLC to
oddress the issue of tree logging ond olso enforce the low proving for
urbon foreslry plonning, once opproved os Cobinet Secretory.

On pvblic servonls poillcipollng ln polilics ond lund rolsers,
451. On fund roisers, the nominee noted ihot there wos need 1o regulote

Horombees to ovoid coses of illegolly ocquired money being re-
distributed through Horombees.

On logging ond Protecllon of indigenous lrees
462.Ihe nominee noted thot olthough illegol logging hod reduced in the

recenl times, if opproved for oppoinlment, he would put in ploce
oppropriote meosures to protect indigenous irees.

On Sloffng ot Kenyo Foresf Service
463. The nominee noted ihoi to deol with the issue of understoffing, there wos

need to embroce the use of ICT in forest monogement. He however
noled thot the use of technology would require more resource ollocoiion
ond therefore if he is opproved for oppoinlmeni, he stoled thot he would
consult Porliomentory Commitlees for funding.

On public focililies ln Mt. Kenyo, Mt. Elgon ond Mt. Longonol
454. To protect the climbing routes on vorious Mountoins, the nominee

undertook to put ln ploce woste monogement slructures including public
toilels ond wosie bins os one woy of monoging the woste.

On phomoceulicols dumplng wosre in lhe seo
465. The nominee undertook to recommend revocotion of licenses for persons

found controvening the low by disposing ond dumping woste into the seo
ond other woter bodies.
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On ollegollons orlslng from the Memorondo, lhe nomlnee responded os

follows:

466. On the issue of re-oppointment to Cobinet ofter dismissol, Hon. Aden Bore

Duole vide on Affidovil sworn on 301h July, 2024 responded os follows-

(o) The President hos discretion to nominote ony person including o
person who hos been dismissed os o Cobinet Secretory under Ariicle
I 52(5) (b).

(b) Neither the Conslilution nor the Act hos provision limiting or
prohibiling lhe President from nominoting o person who hos been
previously dismissed from office.

under notionol low, the nominee responded vide offidovil sworn on 30th
July,2024 os follows-

(o) thot the issue os to whether o Member of Porlioment hod resigned
from o politicol porly wos nol o motter copoble of settlemenl by
Arbitroiion;

(b) thot, oll motters reloled to the resignoiion ond resultoni voconcy in o
politicol seot connol be determined by orbitrotion os il folls within
the exclusive .jurisdiclion of the High Court under Article 105(l ) (b);

(c) thot therefore, it is only the High Court thot con determine whether o
seot of Member of Porlioment hos become vocont or nol ond Mr.

lsooc Aluochier did not possess outhority to issue the olleged orbitrol
oword: ond

(d) thot the olleged orbilrol oword wos not recognized ond enforced
through on opplicotion mode in wriling to the High Couri under
section 36 (l ).

Observollons on Memorondo Submllled Agolnsl lhe Nomlnee

458. The Commiilee noied thot-
(o)Articles 132(2) ond 152(2) of the Constilulion of Kenyo vest the

power to constituie Cobinel solely on the President. The nominee
wos not dismissed under the provisions of Arlicle 75(2) of the
Constitution ond is therefore noi disquolified from holding ony other
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stote office. There is no legol provision thol bors the Presideni from
re-oppointing ony person who hos not been indicled os being unfit
io hold office under Article 75 of the Conslilution or ony relevont
low.

(b) Article I 05( I )(b) of the Consiiiulion vests lhe High Court with
jurisdiction io determine ony question wheiher the seol of o
member hos become vocont. Accordingly, ihe question on
whether the nominees violoted Articles 103(l)(e) ond 194(l)(e) of
the Conslitution wos o question to be determined by the High Court
ond therefore the orbitrotor, lsooc Aluochier, did nol hove
.iurisdiction to conduct the orbiirol proceedings.

Corporotion ond Momboso Export Sloughler House.

(3) The nominee holds on Honorory Doctorote Degree in Politicol Science
from Gorisso University, o Moster's in Business Administrotion from Jomo
Kenyolio University of Agriculture ond Technology ond o Bochelor's
Degree in Educotion from Moi University. His ocodemic credentiols,
professionol iroining ond experience thus comply wilh sections 6(7)

486. The nominee stoted lhol doms ore multipurpose os ihey provide woter for
domestic use, hydropower ond irrigotion. odding thot irrigotion is cruciol in
developing climote resilience, especiolly in ASAL oreos. He stoted thot he

On corruptlon in the deveropment of wolet tesources
The nominee noted thot he hod served in previous positions wiih diligence.
upholding the volues of tronsporency ond occountobility. If opproved for
oppoinlmeni, he undertook to corry out his dulies with inlegrity, honesty
ond occountobility. The nominee furlher sloted he would ensure thoi ihe
due process of low is followed, if onyone under the Ministry wos found
culpoble of conuption.

On creollng employmenl opporlunilies lor the youlh
The nominee sioted thot 75% ol lhe economy is driven by Agriculiure. lf

opproved for oppointment, he stoted lhot he would work 1o encouroge
the public to embroce Agriculture os o coreer ond os on income
generoting economic ocliviiy. ln oddition, ihe nominee underlook to
ensure thoi ihe Siote Deportmenl for lrrigotion fulfills its mondote of
horvesting, storing woter ond recloiming lond for productivity ond
increosing ocreoge for forming in the country.

Further. in colloborotion with the Minisiry of Educotion, the nominee stoted
thot he would odvocote for projecls such os micro-irrigoiion, sinking
boreholes ond giving opportunities to high school 4K Clubs ond Agriculture
teochers to inculcote ond troin the youlh in Agricullure.

He further odded ihot, he would horness the use of iechnology in the
Ministry which would be criticol lo ensure eose of irocking issues thot
require ottention. The nominee highlighied his experience in ihe woter
secior ond use of smori meiers, odding thoi he would chompion the
development of policies thot toke into occount public porticipotion ond
inclusivity.

On boloncing complellon of exisling projecls ond commencemeni ol new
ones
The nominee stoted thot he would first pursue the completion of the
ongoing projecls while ensuring volue for money is oltoined. He furiher
stoted thot he would ensure connection of woler to oll Kenyons in line with
Vision 2030 on 100% woter connectivily in oll homes ond the Sustoinoble
Development Gools (SDGs).

On the woter ogencies under ihe Mlnistry
The nominee sioied thot ihe Constitution ond Woier Aci ore cleor on lhe
estoblishment of ihe ogencies. The nominee sloled lhoi he wos willing to
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consult on the possible review of ihe lows to ollow centrolizotion of the
ogencies, where oppropriole.

On incomplele doms
493. The nominee stoted thot he wos owore of the incomplete dom in Pokot

South Constituency which wos ot 50% completion ond thot Kshs.l0 billion
hod olreody been ulilized in ihe project. lf opproved for oppointment, he
underlook 1o review the siotus of oll ihe incompleie doms in the country
ond where necessory, requesl for oddilionol funds through ihe Noiionol
Assembly for lhe compleiion of projecis.

494.The nominee further stoted thot doms ore constructed on o need bosis. lf

opproved for oppointmeni, he would prioritize completion of the
incomplete doms before storting new projects. He ocknowledged the
need for doms in Meru ond Thoroko ond stoted thot he would odhere to
the Notionol Woier Moster Plon. The nominee stoted lhot the construction
of lhe Thwoke ond Umoo doms wos ongoing ond underlook to give ihe
stoius of compleiion if opproved for oppoinimenl.

On lunding repoymenl of loons lor conshuclion of doms wilh waler levles
495. The nominee stoted thot he wos owore thot the Stote Deporlment for

Woter ond Sonitotion hod o loon of opproximoiely Kshs. 225 billion orising
from woter pro.iech thot were completed ond honded over to the county
governments. lf opproved for oppointmeni, ihe nominee stoted ihoi he
would use his of experience in working with woter service providers io
strengthen woter service inslitutions, reduce non-levied woter, increose
billing ond increose lost-mile connectivily. Through these interventions, he
expected ihot the insliiulions would generote enough revenue to help in
repoymenl of lhe loons. The nominee odded thoi he would consuli with
Noiionol Treosury ond the Toskforce on Debl restructuring on ihe some.

On oddressing polentlol confllcls of inleresl
496. The nominee confirmed thot he wos o direclor ot o compony thol deols

wifh woler, sonitotion ond building. He stoted ihot he understood ihe
responsibilitles of the office, ond if opproved for oppointment, he would
declore if ony conflict of interest orose, ond ollow for o decision io mode
from ihot point.

On high cosl ol woler in lhe cooslol reglon
497.Ihe nominee confirmed lhot he hod worked in Kilifi where provision of

woter is o chollenge. He sioted thot sinking boreholes would lower the
cosl of electricity ond olleviote the woter chollenge for Kilifi residenis. He

furlher noied thot the completion of Mwoche Dom in Kwole will olso be o
soluiion to the issue.
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On occess lo woler
498. The nominee stoted thot the Minislry hod o duiy to ensure 100% woler

connectivity in line wiih Vision 2030 ond the Africo Woler Agendo 2063. He
ossured Kenyons thot he would ensure woter gels to the end user noting
thot ot the momenl, lhe woter did not gel to 45% of end users. He olso
undertook 1o sensitize Kenyons on conservolion of woter ond other
renewoble resources.

On incomplele Meru Sewoge Pront
499.The nominee informed the Committee thoi he wos owore of the project

bui wos nol sure of the siolus. lf opproved, he underiook to follow up on
lhe stotus of the projeci.

On moinlenonce ond repoirs of boreholes
500. The nominee stoted thot lhe operoiions ond mointenonce of boreholes is

the responsibility of the Woter ond Sonitolion Progrom (WSP), unless they
ore privotely owned focililies. The lock of repoir ond mointenonce hos
been coused by lock of revenue. He stoted lhot if opproved for
oppointment, he would endeovor to reduce non-revenue woter from 45%

1o less thon 20% to ensure thot WSPs generote odequoie revenue lo
undertoke repoirs ond moinlenonce of boreholes.

501. The nominee odded thot leveroging on lechnology would be vitol to
ensuring thot operotions ond mointenonce needs ore minimized. He
stoted thot if oll woter focilities were well-mopped lhrough o centrolized
progrom, it would become eosier to oscertoin when lhey were built ond
pinpoini when they ore due for repoirs ond mointenonce.

On borehole ,icensing
502. The nominee sloled thol Woler Resource Authority (WRA) is responsible for

regulotions ond opprovol of boreholes. He noted thot the Authorily is

underfunded ond hos limiled personnel. To find o losting solution, the
nominee stoted lhot ihere is need lo empower the Authority with
resources ond personnel.

On diminishing woler resources
503. The nominee stoted thot Noirobi hos diminishing woter resources becouse

of the proximity between boreholes leoding to low rechorge time. lf

opproved for oppoinlmeni, he stoted thot he would work iogelher with
lhe deportment of plonning in the county governments to construct
detention ond retention points in Noirobi during roiny seosons os rechorge
points for oquifers. He odded ihot the concept hod been benchmorked
in lsroel ond thot it wos possible to implemenl it in Kenyo.

On his monogeriol experience
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504. The nominee stoted thot he possessed experience ond knowledge in ihe
sector. He stoted thoi his experience in woier ond sonitolion issues wos
relevonl lo the work in the Ministry, ond lhrough consultotions wilh officers
in the Ministry ond teomwork, he would ensure thol the Ministry effeclively
executes its mondoie.

On droughl solulions ond supply ol woler lo schools
505. The nominee stoted thot ihe immedioie solution to droughi problems is

ihe instolloiion of gutiers in oll primory schools where they would olso be
provided with tonks ond boreholes in schools thot would olso serve the
community ot lorge. On Mediumierm solutions, the nominee suggested
shoring of woler pons omong schools. ln the long ierm, he proposed the
conslruclion of doms to hold over 1,000 m3 of woler.

On geopolilicol issues in woler provision
506. The nominee confirmed hoving worked ot the woter dislribulion network in

Toito Toveio region ond sioted thot the Woter Act mondotes the Cobinet
Secretory to ensure omicoble use of woter cotchmeni oreos. He odded
thot woter resources such os Mzimo Springs belong to oll Kenyons ond thot
he would consult with the leoders of the respective regions to reoch on
ogreement on lhe shoring of the woier resources.

On reollzollon of the righl lo cleon woter in rurol oreos
507. The nominee sloled thol county governmenls ore responsible for lost-mile

connectivity through Woter Service Providers. lf opproved for
oppointment, he would work with the county governments io identify ond
resolve chollenges. He proposed thoi projects could be pockoged ond
presenled lo development portners, such os the World Bonk ond Africo
Development Bonk, to complement funding from the Exchequer.

On lhe lock ol woter in Mo$obit
508. The nominee stoted thot 84% of renewoble woier resources, including

roinwoter. droin into the oceon. He observed thot discussions were
underwoy io build one hundred (100) PPP doms to enoble ihe provision of
piped woier for oll ond irrigotion.

On lhe 2013 Nofionol Woter Mosler Plon
509. The nominee sloted thot the Mosler plon wos effective ond required to be

fully implemenied despite the funding chollenges.

On registrotion wlth the Engineers Boord of Kenyo

510. The nominee stoted thot he obtoined his registrotion in 2024 ond thot one
is required to work under o registered engineer if they ore not registered.
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Wrlllen Submlsslons by lhe Nomlnee

51 l. The nominee vide on Affidovit sworn on 4th August 2024, responded to the
memorondo thot conlesled his suitobility on the bosis of lock of the
requisite quolificotions os follows-

{o)Thot he holds o degree in Civil Engineering from the University of
Noirobi where he groduoted with First Closs Honours, on ocodemic
foundotion thoi provided him wiih o comprehensive understonding
of the technicol ospects reloted to woter ond sonitotion systems
ond thot he olso holds o Mosters of Science (Msc.)

528. The Committee posed severol questions lo the nominee on his suilobility
for oppointment os Cobinel Secreiory f or Roods ond Tronsport.

On the lntevenlions to mitigote lhe high cosl of pefuoleum producls ond
eleclricily

529. The nominee stoted ihot the high cost of electricily lorgely offected the
overoll cost of doing business by opproximotely 30 to 4O%. Ne highlighted
the development of lhe Leost Cost Power Development Plon 2024-2043,
which outlined the necessory electricity generotion ond tronsmission

copocily required to molch ihe country's electriciiy demond wilh supply.
This plon wos oimed ot prevenling shorlfolls ond ensuring o consisient ond
relioble energy supply.

530. At the lime, the Ministry wos olreody plonning for the counlry's electricity
needs for lhe 2027 /28 period. This plonning involved ihe conslruction of
power plonts in strotegic locotions such os Ol Korio, Kiombere, Komburu,
ond Menengoi, omong others, io ensure future energy demonds would
be mei.

53'l . ln oddressing ihe cost of energy, the Ministry sought to expond its sources
of energy to include solor, wind, geothermol ond hydropower leveroging
the climolic conditions during drought ond high roinfoll seosons.

532. To prevent losses ond decreose electricity cost to the consumer, he
indicoted thol the Ministry wos plonning to switch off the power plonts

considered to be expensive such os Muhoroni Power Stotion generoting
50 megowotts costing Kshs. 70 per kilowoit-hour (kwh); Kipevu 1 Thermol
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Power Stotion generoling 76 megowotts which hod reoched ils end-of-
life; ond Kipevu 2 generoting 76.4 megowoits. He indicoted thot the three
plonts generoted 21 0 megowoits bul only dischorged I 5% of the
counlry's electriclty needs while costing the government opproximotely
Kshs. l0 billion onnuolly hence the closure. He olso submitted thot ihe
closure wos premised on the country's climote chonge commitment 1o go
green by 2030.

533. The nominee observed thoi os ol July 2024, the costs of both electricity
ond petroleum producls were ot iheir lowest in the losl fifteen months.

On fhe huge pendlng bills in the Minislry of Roods ond Tronsporl

534. Ihe nominee noted lhot during his tenure ot the Minisiry of Energy ond
Petroleum. he hod offsei oll pending bills sove for one which wos o subject
of litigotion. He underlook to reolize the some in the Ministry of Roods ond
Tronspori which hod pending bills estimoted ot Kshs. 166 billion. He stoted
thot ihe Ministry of Roods ond Tronsporl hod unfunded commitmenls of
obout Kshs. I trillion with on exchequer support of only Kshs.55 billion. The

nominee indicoted thot he would leveroge off-bolonce sheet finoncing
(privote investing other thon exchequer) io ensure the construction of
roods in light of ousterity meosures os he hod done while ot ihe Minislry of
Energy ond Petroleum. Furthermore, the nominee observed thot, if
opproved for oppointment, he would consider the securitizotion of the
monies roised through the Rood Mointenonce Levy to occess loons lo
fund the construciion of roods.

The nominee observed ihot the Kenyo Airwoys could build o network of
supporting oirlines to support the tourism induslry, flower industry, ovocodo
industry ond export seclor os o whole.

On lhe G-to-G ogreemenl

The nominee noted thot the GJo-G ogreemenl wos o foirly complex
molter ond required proper communicotion to enoble the public to
understond il. He noted thot public porticipotion from inception of oll
government progroms wos vitol in ensuring public confidence in such
progroms.

He furiher stoled thot the G-lo-G ogreemenl wos o greol success for the
country os ii come oi o time when lhere wos o high infloiion rote wiih o
tight monelory policy in lhe wodd. The nominee noted ihot the
ogreement wos cruciol in forestolling the unovoilobility of dollors in the
industry ond enobled the purchose of petroleum in Kenyon shillings.

On lhe PPP lromework belween JKIA ond Adoni Airport Hodings Limlted

The nominee reiteroted the need to inculcote public porlicipotion in oll
government projects ond proper communicotion in occordonce with the
provisions of lhe Constitulion 1o dispel misinformotion. He commilted to
reolizing public engogement, if opproved for oppointmenl.

Concerning the upgrode of the Kenyo Airporls Aulhority by Adoni Airport
Holdings Limited, he noted thot public privote portnerships ore o
significoni woy of enobling lhe government to undertoke projects it moy
not offord in o competitive ond cost-effective monner.

On the rccunenl nolionwlde powet btockouls

The nominee ocknowledged thol there hod been o number of blockouts
in the country porliculorly in western Kenyo coused by tronsmission
chollenges. He exploined thot while eleclricity production wos by off
bolonce sheei finoncing, the ironsmission neiwork wos finonced by the
exchequer which is morred by underfunding thereby occosioning
overlooding hence the power trips resulting in recurrenl blockouls.

She noted lhol such centres would
odhere to internotionol stondords ond olign with initiotives like lhe Africon
Union Convention on Cyber Security ond Personol Doto Proteclion, ensure
o unified ond effective response io cyber threots, whether they originole
domeslicolly or obrood.

On leveroging lhe nominee's exfensive expedence in lhe privole seclor,
locillloting increosed inveslmenl ln Konzo lechnopolls ond similor lCf hubs

583. The nominee informed the Committee thot she would drow from
successful models in the privote sector like Totu City ond replicote this

success in ihe Konzo Technopolis. She further stoted thot ihere wos need
to hormonize inter-county policies to slreomline operolions ond reduce
bureoucrotic borriers. ln oddition, she stoted thot she would pursue Public
Privote Porinerships (PPPs) to co-fund infrostructure projects.

Additionolly, she noted ihot she plonned on fostering o colloborotive
opprooch with medio houses to promote self-regulotion ond ethicol
reporting siondords. She olso observed thol she would work on updoling
the medio guidelines to reflect the cunent digitol londscope ond ensure
thot they ore comprehensive ond enforceoble.

On cyberbullylng, doto breoches, ond mislnlormotion

585. The nominee slo1ed thot she would enhonce the enforcement of lhe
Computer Misuse ond Cybercrimes Act by increosing funding ond
resources for the Cyber Crime Units. She further stoled thot she would olso
colloboroie wiih internotionol bodies to odopl besi proctices ond
technologies in cybersecurity ond introduce o notionol cyber incident
response leom lo coordinote responses to cyber ihreots ond incidenis.
Additionolly, she noied the need io develop o comprehensive fromework
for doio protection ond privocy to ensure oll stokeholders odhere to
stringent doio monogement slondords.

585. The nominee informed the Commitlee thot she would odopt o multi-
foceted opprooch ihot includes stringenl enforcement of exisling lows
ogoinst hote speech ond incitement ond promoling medio literocy
omong the public. The nominee further stoted thot she would enhonce
the copobilities of regulolory bodies like the Communicotions Authority of
Kenyo ond the Medio Council of Kenyo to ensure thol medio outlets
odhere to ethicol siondords. Further, the nominee observed thot there
wos need to hold regulor slokeholder engogements io review ond
updote ihe code of conducl for journolists. Additionolly, she stoted thot
she would support initioiives thot promole investigotive .iournolism ond
foctchecking to counter misinformolion ond foke news effectively.

On revomping Kenyo Broodcostlng Cotpototlon (KBC)

587. The nominee noted thot revomping KBC would involve o comprehensive
overhoul of its operotionol ond skotegic fromeworks. The nominee
undertook to conduct o detoiled morket onolysis io identify KBC's

competitive odvontoges ond oreos needing improvemenl. She further
underlook to upgrode KBC's technology infrostructure io High Definilion
(HD) broodcosting ond expond its digitol presence. Furthermore, she
sloled ihot she would implement o robust tolenl monogement ond

troining progrom to enhonce ihe skills of KBC sioff to ensure they produce
high quolity conlent thot meets internotionol slondords.

On lhe susfoinobilily ond impocl ot dlgitol Job inifiolives

588. The nominee informed the Committee thot she would odopl o results-

oriented opprooch by iniegroting o robusl monitoring ond evoluotion
fromework to trock the effectiveness of digitol job initiotives such os Ajiro.
The nominee further stoted ihot there wos need to estoblish portnerships

with internotionol iech firms to provide mentorship ond job plocements for
iroined youth. Additionolly, she observed thoi if opproved, her focus
would be on creoting o conducive ecosystem for storl-ups by providing
occess to funding, incubotion ond occelerotion progroms. Further, she

stoted thot she would enhonce the digitol lilerocy curriculum to include
emerging lechnologies such os Al ond blockchoin to ensure thot ihe
youth ore equipped with relevoni skills for the globol job morket.

On lhe lssue of lhe Universol Service Fund

589. The nominee noted the need to moximize the impoct of the Universol
Service Fund ond conduct o comprehensive oudii to ideniify the gops
ond oreos of underuiilizoiion. She stoled thot there wos need to expond
the sources of the Fund to include odditionol contributors from the tech
induslry ond revise its mondote to cover o brooder ronge of conneclivity.
Further, she noted ihot implementing o ironsporent ollocotion process
ond stringeni monitoring mechonisms would ensure funds ore used
effectively. Additionolly, she stoted thot she would explore innovotive
conneciivity soluiions such os soiellite internet ond community networks to
reoch remote oreos ond engoge locol communilies in the plonning ond
implementotion process.

On e-wosfe monogemenl

590. The nominee stoted thot she would develop ond implement o notionol e-
woste monogemeni policy thoi includes guidelines for the sofe disposol,
recycling ond repurposing of electronic devices.

591. The nominee informed lhe Committee thot she would estoblish cenires of
excellence in colloborolion with leoding globol tech institutions ond
promote reseorch ond development in Al ond robotics through gronis
ond porlnerships wiih universities ond privote sector ployers. The nominee
further observed thol there wos need to implemeni speciolized troining
progroms in odvonced technologies io build o highly skilled workforce
copoble of driving innovotion. She further stoted thoi developing o
nolionol AI shotegy thol outlined the elhicol use of Al, doio proteciion
ond the integrolion of Al into vorious sectors would ensure o struclured
opprooch io leveroging these technologies for economic growth.

On lhe lssue ol lhe security of govemmenl dolo especiolly on plollorms
llke e-clllzen

592. The nominee stoted thot she would enhonce the cybersecurity fromework
for governmeni doto by odopiing odvonced encryption technologies
ond implementing multi-foclor outhenticotion for occess control. She
noted thot there wos need to estoblish o governmeni wide Cybersecuriiy
Operotions Cenire (CSOC) to monitor ond respond to ihreois in reol-time,
invest in regulor cybersecurity troining for governmeni employees, ond
conduct periodic oudils to identify ond oddress vulnerobilities. She olso
noted thot it wos importont to colloborote with internotionol cybersecurity
firms to sioy updoted on the loiesl threois ond solutions to sirengthen our
doto security posture.

On using ICT to combot conuplion

593. The nominee noted thol ICT con significontly enhonce tronsporency ond
occouniobility in government operoiions. As such, she underlook to
develop comprehensive e-governonce fromeworks thot include reol iime
reporting ond monitoring iools thot would help detect ond prevent
frouduleni octivities.

On regulotlng emerglng fechnologles like Al wlthout lnfringlng on bosic
humon rlghts

594. The nominee informed the Committee ihoi she would develop o
reguloiory fromework for Al thot prioritizes eihicol consideroiions ond
humon rights by estoblishing guidelines for the responsible use of Al. She

stoled thot colloboroting with internotionol bodies to odopt best proctices

ond stondords would ensure ihot Kenyo's regulotions ore in line with
globol norms. The nominee underiook to promoie public porticipotion in
the development of Al policies to ensure they reflect socielol volues ond
concerns.

protecting humon rights while foslering innovolion.

On creolion ond susloinoblllly of dlgllol hvbs ln rurol oreos

The nominee undertook 1o work with relevonl ogencies to ensure lhol oll
rurol schools ond communities were connected to the notionol grid. She

further stoted thol she would leveroge on universol service funds, explore
susioinoble connectivity solutions such os fibreoptic cobles ond sotellile
technologies ond engoge locol communities in ihe plonning ond
implemenlotion process. She stoted thot creoting PPPs ond incenlivizing
locol entrepreneurs to esloblish digitol hubs would ensure the sustoinobility
ond impoct of lhese iniliotives. Additionolly, she noted thot regulor
monitoring ond evoluolion would help identify ond oddress ony
chollenges to ensure ihe coniinuous success of digitol hubs.

On hornessing fhe skrlls ol lech-sowy youth

The nominee informed ihe Committee thot she would outline o strotegic
initiotive to estoblish speciolized centres of excellence focused on
softwore developmenl. She noted thot lhe centres would serve os
plotforms 1o nurture ond refine the technicol skills of young individuols,
including those previously involved in unethicol hocking. By redirecting
their tolenis lowords elhicol proclices ond cybersecurily, the nominee
observed thot the centres would foster o generotion of cybersecuriiy
experts who con sofeguord notionol digifol infrostructure. Additionolly, the
nominee sioied thot lhe opprooch would not only mitigote the risks

ossocioted with cyber threots bul olso leveroge the skills in developing
robust security solutions, contributing positively to notionol cybersecurily
resilience ond innovotion.

On plons lo enhonce computer lllerocy in schools
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598. The nominee underiook to revilolize ond expond digiiol liierocy progroms
ocross educotionol inslilutions. She ocknowledged ihe shortcomings of
the previous regime, porticulorly in the distribution of loptops which foced
chollenges including lock of infrostruclure ond inodequote moinlenonce
support. She stoted ihot she would reinlroduce the progroms ond ensure
ihot digitol devices were both funclionol ond effectively inlegroted inlo
the educotionol curriculum. She noted thot the opprooch would include
comprehensive lroining for ieochers, estoblishing relioble technicol
support ond creoting o sustoinoble model lhot ensures every student
benefits from direct occess to technology.

On nurlwing fhe lolents of lhe youth ond prcmotlng lhe creotive economy

599. The nominee undertook to conlinue enhoncing the Ajiro progrom which
leveroges vorious business models to improve connectivity especiolly in
rurol oreos. She noted thot despiie obsorbing opproximotely 800,000 to
1,000,000 young people into the workforce onnuolly, mony remoined
unemployed. She undertook to oddress the issue by fostering innovotion
within the i-hubs ond the Ajiro plotform to creole morejob opportunities.

617. The nominee noled thoi the solution to revenue mobllizotion would be, in
consultolion wiih the leodership of KRA, to implemenl reforms in the KRA

including building the copociiy of KRA officers ond the outomotion ond
re-engineering of the porous tox collection systems to prevenl tox leokoge
occosioned by smuggling ond foulty systems. He odded thoi he would
ensure proper stoffing ot ihe KRA ond relook the leodership ond
monogemenl of lhe insiitution lo enhonce revenue collection. As o
motter of utmost prioriiy, he undertook to meet with the KRA to oddress
pressing motters, if oppoinled.

On lhe rejecfed Finonce Blll ond publlc porllcipolion

518. While noting thot in ihe post Finonce Bills could be possed os lote os

September, lhe nominee ossured Kenyons thoi there is no locuno in
Kenyo's revenue generotion ond fiscol policy implementotion hence no
couse for olorm.

619. Furthermore. he noied ihoi public porlicipotion is cruciol in ovoiding
misinformotion ond committed to ensuring thol, under his leodership, the
Minislry would undertoke effective public engogement. He odded thot, if
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opproved, he would consult ihe AG ond Members of Porlioment to ensure
the estoblishment of o robusl legol fromework for public porticipotion.

520. Further, the nominee submitted thot it wos importont io rebuild public lrust
in the government to encouroge public engogement in o bid to reolize
effeclive communicolion. He emphosized the need for the use of modern
chonnels of communicotion responsive to ihe public's needs, especiolly
Generotion Z.

On ensurlng reorisric revenue projeclions

621. The nominee confirmed thot over time, revenue projeclions hove not
been reolistic ond dedicoted to reform it bosed on economic growth.

On lhe pending bllls ond itegulor procuremenl

622.Ihe nominee emphosized the need for omendmeni of the existing lows to
criminolize foilure to poy pending bills ond the opprovol of fictitious
pending bills. He odded thot, if oppoinled, he would consider
implemenling o iomper-proof sysiem ihoi ensures poymenl of bills is done
on o f irstinJirst-out bosis.

623. Regording the high interest rote ond penoliies blooting pending bills, the
nominee indicoled thoi he would be open to negotioiion oimed ot
reducing the omount of bills 1o be poid os recommended during his

tenure os the Public Accounts Commiitee Choirperson. He noled thot
such negotiotion would only be successful where there is o willingness ond
intention to poy.

628. The nominee indicoled thot while ihe President hos ihe prerogoiive to hire
his privote odvisors, the Cobinet Secretory for the Notionol Treosury ond
Economic Plonning is, legolly, the principol odvisor to the President on
finonciol motlers. The nominee commitied to providing sound finonciol
odvice noting thot he would foster consultotion ond cooperolion wiih ihe
President's economic odvisors.

On deollng with the codels ol lhe Notional Treosury

629.Ihe nominee undertook to provide leodership 01 the Ministry to ensure
service delivery io Kenyons. He commitled to ensuring ihot he would
identify the gops ond loopholes in ihe Ministry ond oddress lhem
occordingly, if opproved.

On devolutlon and llnoncing ol county governmenls

630. The nominee sloted thot he is o firm believer ond supporter of devolution
ond hence vowed to sofeguord counties' finonciol ollocotions by ensuring
iimely disbursements to counties to secure the proper provision of criticol
counly government services.

631. Moreover, to ensure proper uiilizolion of county resources, the nominee
stoled thot he would coordinote wilh the relevont ogencies including the
Senole, Auditor Generol, ond the EACC to combot embezlement ond
mismonogement of funds.

On redvclng wosloge in govenment expendilure

632. The nominee undertook to conloin wostoge by reducing government
operoting expenditure, moking it tronsporent, ond streomlining the
procurement process.

The nominee stoted thot tox expenditure costs obout holf o billion shillings.
He noled lhot reclossificolion of items os tox-exempt insieod of zero+oted
would significontly reduce tox expenditure on tox refunds. Moreover. he
proposed the instollolion of o syslem thoi coptures tox odvonces to ovoid
1ox refund cloims lhot moy be unmerited ond unverifioble.

On operctlonollzollon of lhe Eguolisolion Fund ond equirobre dishlbullon of
resourceS

The nominee while underscoring the principles of public finonce enshrined
in Article 201 of ihe Constitution committed lo ensuring equity ond
inclusivily in the distribution of resources io oll ports of the country. He

stressed the imporionce of ihe Equolisotion Fund in providing bosic
services including woter, roods, electricity, ond heolth services to the
morginolized, especiolly ihe youth, women. ond PWDs.

Further, he sloted thot the World Bonk hos olreody undertoken to fund
sociol sofety neis 1o olleviote the short-term fiscol pressures focing the
cou ntry.

On deloys in disbursement ol copitollon lo schools

648. The nominee ottributed deloys in disbursements of copitotion to schools to
inodequote revenue ond commilied lo ensure the ovoilobility of funds for
timely disbursement to schools.

On blockchorn lechnology ln lhe finonciol seclor

649. The nominee sioied ihot he would consull ond ossess the viobility of
blockchoin technology, if oppointed.

On leveroglng gold reserves

550. The nominee submitted thot gold reserves hove become more cruciol in
sofeguording notionol weolih ond ensuring economic stobility. He

commilted to leveroge this os o relioble store of volue in ihe cunent ond
future economic londscope.

On ollegollons orlslng from lhe Memorondo, lhe nomlnee responded os
follows:

651. On the issue thot four (4) of the nominees were members of ond ore
offilioted to lhe Oronge Democrotic Movement (ODM) ond thol H.E the
President could not lowfully nominole persons ossocioted wilh ond who
were/hove been members of politicol porties or coolition of rivol politicol
porties ln opposition lo the Presidenl's porty for oppointment os members
of the notionol execulive of the Republic which he heods os this desiroys
multi-porty democrocy, the nominee responded vide on offidovit sworn of

The nominee olso served os o
Member of the Budgel Committee where he wos engoged in lhe
preporotion of the Budgei Estimoles of Kenyo, ond Budgel Review
Poper ond is conversont with ihe budgetmoking process ond
governmenl expenditure in Kenyo ond the process of restructuring
debt. The nominee olso served os the Choirperson of the Public
Accounis Commiitee. Additionolly, from 2004 io 2008, he wos the
Finonce Director, Medoir Eost Africo - South Sudon Progromme. He olso
served in the Universiiy of Noirobi, first os o Senior Accouniont from
1999- 2003: os on Accountont ot ihe University of Noirobi Enterprise
Services (UNES) from 2002 to 2003; ond, os Assistont Accountont from
1996to 1999.
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(3) THAT, the nominee holds o Bochelor of Commerce (BCom) Accounting
Option from the Universily of Noirobi ond is o Ceriified Public
Accounlont of Kenyo (CPA-K). His ocodemic credenliols. professionol
lroining ond experience ihus comply with sections 6(7) ond 7 of the
Public Appointmenls (Porliomenlory Approvol) Act.

158 million comprising immovoble properly ond motor
vehicles.

573. The nominee stoted thot in oddressing importotion of counterfeii ond
controbond commodities, there wos need to enhonce the copocity of
the Anti-Counierfeit Aulhoriiy by enocting the necessory legislotion. ln

oddition, he stoled lhot he would iniroduce on onti-counlerfeit integroied
monogement syslem thot will ensure efficiency in identifying counterfeit
ond conlrobond goods. The nominee further stoied thot he would olso
work with the Kenyo Bureou of Stondords (KEBS) to help in checking the
stondords ond quolity of goods. He olso proposed to work with security
personnel o1 ihe borders to creote oworeness ond enforce complionce ot
the borders.

On how Kenyo is posittoning itsell lor emerging morkels

700. The nominee stoted thot lhe country hod economic portnership
ogreemenls with the Europeon Morket hence creoting opporlunities for
new export morkets. Noling thot most of the locol investors moy noi be
owore of the new morket opporiunities, he undertook io ensure robusi
disseminotion of informotion to creole oworeness on the ovoiloble morket
opportuniiies.

On boloncing toxolion ond produclion
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701. The nominee undedook 1o ensure thot Kenyons ore no1 over-toxed.
Further, he committed to providing leodership to ensure sequencing is

On lhe clossific olion ond slor raling ol hotels

721 .Ihe nominee recognised lhe significoni importonce of hoiel clossificotion.
She exploined thot clossifying hotels wos cruciol for oligning wiih globol
siondords ond proctices, noiing thot hotel clossificotion is o requirement
within the Eost Africon Community (EAC).

722. She noted lhot in Kenyo, lhe obsence of such clossificoiion oflen led 1o

guesis ond occuponls determining the quolity of lhe hotels themselves,
which subsequently disioried pricing ond clossificotion. The nominee
undertook to priorilise the completion of the pending clossificotion work in

order 10 estobiish on objective system wilh inlegriiy thus enobling Kenyon
hotels to compete globolly. She emphosised thol without o proper
clossificotion system, Kenyo risked being left behind os olher counlries
toke initiotive to define their stondords.

On oddressing the securlty concerns ond regulolion of Alrbnb
occommodofions

723. While oddressing the issue of Airbnb occommodotions, which hove posed
security chollenges, the nominee highlighted the ropid growth of this

sector ond noted thot the sector hod ouipoced the industry's regulotory
fromework. She observed thot Kenyo, os o country, hod logged behind in

odopting 1o these chonges ond thus struggled to monoeuvre through the
emerging issues. The nominee emphosised the need for reseorch
institutions ond orgonisotions focused on tourism to remoin prooctive ond
forword-thinking to keep up wilh contemporory chonges. lf opproved for
oppoiniment, the nominee underlook to prioriiise the reguloiion of Airbnb
occommodoiions ond ensure thot the issue is oddressed in consullotion
with other government orms ond relevont ministries. She underscored the
importonce of finolising slrotegies, regulotions ond ony legislotive ond
policy ogendos lhot ore necessory 1o orgonise the sector which is

currently morred by security concerns ond oiher issues.

On the impoct of lhe Tou sm Fund ond Tourism Promotion Fund

724.The nominee exploined the dislinct functions of lhese funds os follows; ihol
the Tourism Fund collects levies from the holel industry while the Tourism

Promolion Fund gothers levies from both inlernotionol ond locol trovel. She

sloted thol these funds ore lnslrumentol in providing resources necessory
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to propel the tourism sector forword lhus enobling Kenyo to compete
effeciively on o globol scole.

725. Refening to lhe Kenyo Kwonzo Monifesto, she noled thoi the tourism
sector wos recognised os o key driver of economic growth, yet Kenyo wos
underperforming in lhe oreo. The nominee pointed out thot despite
significont efforts, the number of lourisls visiting Kenyo compored 1o its

populotion, indicoted thot the country wos no1 ochieving its full potentiol.
She compored Kenyo 1o olher notions thot, despite hoving fewer noturol
oltroclions, hod succeeded in otlrocting more visitors. The nominee
orgued thot Kenyo, with its hospitoble people, fovouroble climoie, ond
rich noturol resources, should be performing better. She proposed thot lhe
iwo funds be restructured to oddress the pressing issues focing the tourism
sector, which she believes hos the polentiol lo elevote Kenyo lo the next
level economicolly. She sloted thot by slrotegicolly orgonising these funds.

she intends to priorilise octivities thot ore cruciol for developing ond
promoiing tourism.

On ihe nomineeb legocy ond ochievemenls in previous governmenf roles

726. Reflecting on her legocy in the two dockels she served over o brief period
of two yeors, the nominee expressed pride in her occomplishmenis. She

cited her success in slrengthening Kenyo's portnerships ond resolving
vorious non-toriff borriers thot hod previously hindered the export of
Kenyon products to other countries, such os juices lo Tonzonio. She olso
highlighted her role in focililoling Kenyo's porlicipolion in the Eost Africon
Confederotion's public porticipotion process, where Kenyo wos omong
the first countries to complete this process. The nominee olso shored her
ochievemenis in lhe Arid ond Semi-Arid Londs (ASALS) docket, where she
took office during the worst drought period the counlry hod experienced
in forly (40) yeors. She stoted thot through effective stroiegies, she wos
oble lo monoge ihe crisis ond ensured lhot no humon lives were lost.

727.|n Ihe Minisiry of Trode ond lnvestment, ihe nominee observed the
significonl progress she mode, including expediling the conclusion of ihe
Europeon Union Economic Portnership Agreement ond guiding ii lhrough
the rotificolion process. She olso estoblished robust relotionships with the
privote seclor lhot led io the creotion of o comprehensive Business Reform
Aciion Plon lhot oimed ot oddressing issues reloted to the cost of doing
business in Kenyo.

728. She noted thot ihe plon submitled to the Cobinel provided o deioiled list

of losks for eoch ministry to strenglhen investment, trode ond industry ond
il hod been recognised os o vilol document for creoting o conducive
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business environment. The nominee olso stoted her efforts on the globol
stoge, where she helped to position Kenyo os o lop investment destinotion
ihus otlrocling significont slort-up copitol ond ochieving high ronkings
compored to other Africon notions.

On evoluoling Kenyo's compeliliveness in lhe globol lovrlsm seclor

729.Ihe nominee stoted thol, while Kenyo hod mode strides, ihere wos still

consideroble room for improvement. She noted lhot compeliiiveness is

not solely meosured in monetory terms bui olso in the quolity of services
ond the voriety of producls offered. She noted lhol hisioricolly, Kenyo hos
been known primorily for iis beoches ond soforis, but the couniry is

endowed with o wide ronge of ottroctions, including heritoge siles,
culturol events, ond sports, which need lo be betier morketed ond
pockoged. The nominee pointed out thot domestic tourism remoined
relotively low, with mony Kenyons perceiving iourism os on oclivily
primorily for internolionol visitors. She noted lhoi this perceplion wos portly
due to the high cost of locol tourism, which discouroged Kenyons from
exploring their own country. The nominee further noted thol Kenyo must
rethink ils strolegies to become more competitive in oll ospects of lourism,
including pricing, service quolity, ond the diversificotion of products. She

emphosised the need to digitise the tourism sector ond to implement
other innovotions lhot could enhonce Kenyo's competiliveness on the
globol stoge.

On the impocl of lncreosed enrry fees dl Moosol Moto Nolionol Reserve

The nominee noted thoi discussions with Ministry officiols ond Norok
County hod reveoled thot the Tourism Stroiegy ot 2021-2025 thot wos
developed wiih input from slokeholders, hod identified the need to moke
Moosoi Moro more compeiilive. She observed thot one of the
recommendotions wos to revise the pork's enlry rotes which hod
remoined unchonged for the post fifleen yeors, despite rising costs
ossocioted with pork monogemenl. The nominee further noted thot the
increosed rotes which look effect in Jonuory 2024 were ociuolly slightly
lower thon whot the Strotegic Plon hod proposed.

Addiiionolly, the nominee observed thoi Moosoi Moro hod experienced
high occuponcy rotes with ihe pork being up lo 90% full during the high
seoson. However, she noted thot recent reports suggested o shift of
tourists to oiher regions, such os ihe Serengeti, though she mentioned thol
lhere wos no empiricol doto to support the cloim yet. lf opproved, the
nominee undertook io equip herself with occurote informoiion to moke
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informed decisions ond to provide the couniry with occurote doto ond
ensure thoi the reporting does not unjustly disodvontoge Kenyo.

On fhe honsfer ol porks lrom notionol lo county governmenls ond fhe
legolfiomework

732.Ihe nominee referred to the Wildlife Conservotion ond Monogement Act,
which oullines lhe roles of the iwo levels of governmenl. She stoted thot o
tosk force hod been formed to evoluote the merits ond demerils of such
tronsfers olong with ihe regulotions, processes ond procedures thoi would
be necessory, if ony ironsfers were to occur.

/33. She noled thot ihe tosk force hod completed its work ond wos expected
to presenl its report in the coming weeks. The nominee expressed her
intention to coniribute to this discussion ond 1o ensure thot cleor guidelines

ond processes ore estoblished to focililole smooth ond effective tronsfers
ond thus ovoid dispules ond deloys. She sioted thoi this issue forms o key
porl of her list of priorities, should she be opproved, to enoble more
efficient oction in the oreo.

On multlple loxes ond levies in lhe hospltolity induslry

734. While oddressing the issue of the burden of mulliple toxes ond levies on
hoteliers, ihe nominee recognised the complexity of lhe currenl lox system
ond ils impocl on the hospitolity industry. She stoted thot the multiplicily of
toxes including those imposed by notionol ond county governmenls, os
well os levies collecied by vorious regulotory bodies posed significont
chollenges to hoteliers ihus moking it difficult for them to operole
profitobly ond compete effectively.

735. The nominee sloted thot one of her priorities, if opproved, would be to
engoge with stokeholders in the industry, including hoteliers, county
governmenls. ond relevonl nolionol ogencies in order io review lhe tox
ond levy structure. She emphosised the need for o bolonced opprooch
thot ensures the government con generole necessory revenue while olso
supporting the growth ond sustoinobility of the hospitolity sector. The
nominee proposed the possibility of streomlining or consolidoling some of
these loxes ond levies to reduce the finonciol burden on hoteliers ond to
fosier o more conducive business environmenl in the tourism ond
hospitolity industry.

On compensotion for wlldllfe coses

735. The nominee emphosised the necessity for close colloborotion wilh county
governments. She osserted lhol under the Wildlife Conservoiion ond
Monogement Act, ii is imperotive to develop cleor procedures ond
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737.

guidelines to oitroct the much-needed inveslment opportunities,
porticulorly in upgroding infroslructure such os hotels ond olher lourism
oitroctions. She noted thoi hormonious coexislence between
conservoiion oreos ond tourism is vitol, os conservotion oreos form the
bockbone of ihe iourism industry. The nominee identified the lock of
cloriiy in procedures, regulolions, ond processes os o mo.ior issue offecting
the seclor. lf opproved, she undertook to bring greoler clority ond
streomline processes to enhonce efficiency.

On resolving lhe lssues ol Ronold Ngolo Utolti College

The nominee stoled thot lhe infrosiruclurol works ond buildings ot Ronold
Ngolo Utolii College ore opproximotely 85% compleie. with on
expecioiion thot mosi of the work will be finished by October lhus
ollowing for studeni iniokes to commence. She ossured ihe Commitiee
thot she would monilor progress closely to ensure thot ihe timelines ore
odhered to.

On lhe open sky pollcy ond its role ln promotlng tourlsm

238. The nominee noted the extensive discussions with the Minislry of Tronsport
regording the Open Sky Policy. By otirocting more oirlines from vorious
destinotions ond focilitoting eosier occess for lourisls, porticulorly through
oirports beyond Noirobi's Jomo Kenyotlo lniernotionol Airporl, the
nominee noted thot Kenyo could increose tourist orrivols withoui the
debote becoming overly emolive.

On fhe uploke ol towlsm speclol econornic zones

739. The nominee expressed her support for lhe esioblishment of Tourism

Speciol Economic Zones (SEZs), ciiing existing policies thot envisoge the
creolion of vorious SEZs. including secior-specific ones. She noted thot o
lourism SEZ wos gozetted in Lomu County. olthough i1 wos not yet
operotionol ond she viewed this os the right direction for the seclor.

On honouring Porliomeni lnvilollons

740.Ihe nominee offirmed her commitmenl to respecting Porlioment,
emphosising thoi her record hod demonstroled this. She stoled thot she
prioritises ottending to Porliomentory invitotions ond committee sessions

ond if rescheduling wos necessory, she ensured thol il wos done in
consuliolion with the relevont committee of Porlioment.

On reducing pork chorges lo boosl lourisrn
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741 . The nominee stoied lhot o sirotegy developed by stokeholders
recommended some chonges lo pork chorges. She undertook to review
oll relevont reports ond further consult with stokeholders to moke on
informed decision oimed ol reducing these chorges which currently
posed o detenent to boih locol ond foreign tourists.

On implemenllng ,he Noriono, Humon-Wildllfe Coexislence Slrolegic Plon
2024-2033

The nominee noted thot the Notionol Humon-Wildlife Coexistence
Strotegic Plon proposes vorious woys of reducing humon-wildlife conflict.
She emphosised lhe need for fencing ond securing conservolion oreos
olongside exlensive civic educotion to fosler coexistence between
humons ond wildlife. Regording compensotion, she emphosised the
importonce of streomlining procedures to ensure timely, foir, ond
ironsporent compensotion for those offected, while recognising thot
deloyed compensotion exocerboted ihe situotion.

On beneflls lo communltles llving neor wildllfe soncluories

The nominee highlighled thot neorly 90% of wild onimols ond 70% oI
livestock olong wiih mony tourist ottroctions ond conservoncies, ore
locoted in Arid ond Semi-Arid Londs (ASALs). She recognised ASALs os one
of Kenyo's developmentol frontiers. The nominee stoted thol she would
leod conversotions on resource benefit-shoring, increosing economic
benefits, improving infroslructure. enhoncing security ond promoting
ollernotive income sources ond ociivities. This would be done in

colloborotion with relevont ministries to focus on the potentiol of ASALs,

which ore richly endowed with resources ond offer mony odvontoges.

On revomping lourism in lhe Coosl Reglon

The nominee referred to Kenyo's coost region os o "jewel," noting thot its

poientiol to elevote tourism hos yet to be fully reolised. She undertook to
colloborote with county governments to identify niche lourist ottroctions
ond further creote o circuil of coostol counties thoi will offer visitors o
comprehensive experience of lhe region. The nominee emphosised the
need for good infroslructure, well-mointoined hotels ond increosed
investment in tourist infrostructure to moke lhe coost region o premier
tourisl desiinolion in Kenyo olongside the region's rich cullurol siles.

On reveilng Momo Nglnd Woterlront to Momboso Covnly Governmenl

The nominee noted thot colloborotion is essentiol io moximising the
benefits of Momo Ngino Woterfront. She stoted thot, by consulting with
counties, she oims io devise o formulo ond stroiegy lhot will leod to
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increosed tourism ond economic octiviiy in the coosl region ihus
ultimotely driving its success.

On lnhoducing new lourlsl ol*ocllons beyond hodilionol orYedngs

7 46. Ihe nominee observed thot Kenyo hod underperformed in the tourism
sector by focusing primorily on beoch ond sofori ottroctions. She pointed
out thoi Kenyo hos much more lo offer ond should toke odvontage of its

diversity. For instonce, the nominee highlighted thot ihe mojority of visitors

ore from the United Sioies of Americo (USA), followed by Ugondo who
frequent lhe coost for vorious functions. She expressed her inieniion to
continue exploring ihe niche morket of londlocked countries ond their
offinity for coostol experiences.

747. Additionolly, she emphosised the need to diversify lhe origins of visiiors by
iorgeting new morkets in the Middle Eost ond For Eost while olso
exponding the ronge of lourism products ovoiloble. She stoted thoi
bronding ond communicotion must be cenlrol io these efforls wiih Kenyo
being pockoged ond promoted os o yeor-round destinotion. The
nominee olso emphosised the imporionce of leveroging innovotion ond
lechnology, such os esioblishing o one-stop shop for tourists to occess oll
necessory informotion. By hornessing ihe power of sociol medio, she
sloted thoi Kenyo con oggressively morket herself ond ottroci o greoter
number of iourists thus positioning herself os o leoding globol destinotion.

On leveroglng lhe slrenglh of Kenyon content creorors lo morket lhe
counw

748. The nominee emphosised the potentiol of Kenyon content creotors,
porliculorly ihe younger generotion who produce compelling infogrophics
ond content. She believes thol this is on oreo thot should be hornessed,
rolher thon relying solely on consultoncies. She expressed her intention to
engoge wilh the Ministry of Youih Affoirs, Creotive Economy ond Sports lo
explore how the creotivity of contenl creoiors con be utilised to enhonce
the counlry's bronding ond morketing. She sloied ihot she oimed to use
positive sociol medio conteni 1o effectively posilion ond showcose Kenyo
to ihe world in colloborolion with lhe privote sector.

On communicotion ond lhe olleged lollure lo ptomote positive ospecls of
lhe Finonce Bt , 2024

749.Ihe nominee defended her role in the Ministry of Trode ond lnvestment
porticulorly regording communicolion reloted to ihe Finonce Bill 2024. She

sioted thoi the Ministry mode severol proposols oimed ot promoting locol
monufocturing ond reducing unnecessory imports of products thot could
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be produced domesiicolly. According 1o her, the Minisiry engoged in

extensive consultotions wiih indusiry stokeholders ond monufocturers,
leoding io o consensus on the necessory octions. She confirmed thot
there wos sufficient consuliolion ond communicolion in ihis regord.

On levercging lhe success of Kenyon olhleles lo promole ihe counfiy os o
lourisl destinolion

750. The nominee highlighted the unique posilion of Kenyon othleies who ore o
source of nolionol pride. She proposed thot these othletes could be
positioned os tourism brond ombossodors lhus promoting Kenyo in the
countries they visii. By showcosing whot Kenyo hos to offer through
morketing moteriols ond conlenl, the nominee stoted thol the world
could be convinced of the unporolleled experience of visiting the "home
of olhleies." This opprooch would celebrote lhe tolent, brovery ond
couroge of Kenyon othletes while olso promoting the country os o premier
iourist deslinotion.

751. The nominee noted the importonce of ensuring ihoi iourism development
is inclusive poriiculorly for morginolised communities, indigenous groups
ond people living in rurol oreos. She emphosised the need for foir shoring
of benefits ond respect for locol cultures. She proposed exploring
opportunities to esloblish iniellectuol properly rights to proteci ond honour
the culturol contribulions of these communities. The nominee stoted lhot
these communilies would benefit from the economic octiviiies generoled
by tourism including employment opportunities thus creoling o win-win
situoiion ocross the counlry.

On the use of E-Cillzen lo poy fees ot nollonot pdtks

7 52. Ihe nominee stoled thoi improvements ore needed in the poyment
processes wiihin the tourism secior, porliculorly for foreign visitors. She

noted thol efforts ore underwoy to strengthen ond streomline the e-Citizen
plolform, which will be o priorily for her. By enhoncing this digitol plotform,
she oimed to moke poymenls more efficient ond quicker, improving lhe
overoll experience for tourists.

On slrenglhenlng the Kenyo Tourlsl Police Unll

753. The nominee mode reference to Executive Order No. I of 2023, which
proposed the creotion of o Notionol Tourism Service. o body thot is ye1 to
be operoiionolised. She identified this os o priority oreo, noting ihe
importonce of ensuring odequote security for bolh lourists ond citizens.
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She olso suggested utilising technology, such os Closed-Circuit Television
(CCTV) for surveillonce, ond working with communities to disseminote
securily informotion. She emphosised thol securily is o collective
responsibility lhot requires colloboroiion with relevont Ministries ond Stoie
Deporiments.

On the underfunded Ushongo lnlliollve

754.The nominee noted thot the Ushongo lnitiotive folls under the Ministry of
Culture, Heritoge, ond Sports ond this indicotes thot the Ministry is better
posilioned to provide comprehensive onswers regording ihe initiolive.

On the Petlllon filed ol lhe High Coui rcgotdtng the expendilure ol Kshs. 94
blllion on lnelleclive power generotlon

755. The nominee stoted thot she did not hove specific informotion regording
the Petition but expressed her reodiness to oddress ony issues thot moy
orise. She offirmed her record of diligent service os the Chief Executive
Officer (CEO) of KenGen ond expressed pride in the ochievements she
mode during her lenure while highlighting her role os o strong leoder in the
energy secior.

On lhe compllcolions in lhe Moro-Sere ngell Towlsm Conldor

756. The nominee undertook io consult wiih the Stote Deportmeni of
lmmigrotion to oddress the need for eosy occess which is cruciol for
supporting tourism. She suggesied the esioblishment of on immigrotion
deportment ot the offected points to sireomline lhe process.

On posftionlng Kenyo os o fop lourisl desrinotion

757 .Ihe nominee expressed confidence in her obility to turn oround ihe
tourism sector ond noted thot people tend io supporl whot they believe
in. She emphosised lhe importonce of leveroging Kenyon poiriotism ond
encouroging citizens io loke pride in their country ond morket il
themselves. She highlighted the potentiol of young people who moke up
80% of the employees in ihe tourism ond hospiiolity sector, os o key
resource.

758. She odvocoied for portnerships with individuols, corporotes ond the
privote seclor to iop into the creotivity ond tolent of young people. The

nominee expressed her ombition to increose the number of tourisls visiiing
Kenyo ond torgeled over tweniy (20) million tourists wiih the support of
Porlioment to implement the righl policies. She undertook lo work with
stokeholders, the privote sector ond developmenl portners io ochieve this
gool. The nominee described herself os on executor who is determined 1o
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leod the "mosl progressive ond exciling dockel," ond 1o tronsform the
tourism sector ond by extension, the country.

On revolullonlsing otgonlsolions like Brond Kenyo

759. The nominee stoted thot there is need to stretch imoginotions ond
develop new producls io reimogine ond refresh Kenyo's tourism sector
ond brond. She sloted thoi she believes thot lhis rebronding effort will

inform the opprooch to positioning the country io ottrocl more tourists. This

will involve creoting new focilities, refreshing exisiing ones ond ensuring
ihot ihe couniry projects ihe desired imoge. The nominee expressed her
commitment to being innovotive, ironsformotive ond leoding high-
performonce ieoms io rolly this vision ihrough ond ochieve ihe necessory
reforms.

On morkellng Kenyo in mojor deslinollons

760. The nominee emphosised the importonce of selecting ottochees bosed
on iheir skills ond compelence ond porticulorly, lheir obility to contribute
effectively to the country's tourism morketing efforts. She proposed
checking the linguisiic obililies of oiiochees to ensure thot the correci
people ore oppointed. The nominee stoted thol by selecting the right
individuols who ore equipped with the necessory competencies. lhe
country will be oble to ochieve much more. She suggested thot multi-
skilled ottochees who ore copoble of hondling both trode ond tourism
would be more efficient ond cost-effective. She colled for o foir ond firm
seleciion procedure to ensure thoi the right people ore chosen thus
ovoiding duplicoiion of roles.

On cost rotionolizotion in lhe holel induslry

The nominee noted lhe need to rotionolise the hoiel indusiry in order to
optimise operotions ond mointenonce costs. She proposed exploring
oliernotive ond more cosi-effeciive woys of running operotions ond
moinlenonce to ensure thot holels continue offering competitive ond
offordoble roies. She olso highlighted the poientiol of locol tourism ond
suggesied thot sensitising communities ond offering diversified ond
offordoble tourism products could boost lhe sector. The nominee noted
thot young people ore significont consumers of tourism products ond
urged lhe industry lo offer products thol oppeol to this demogrophic.

On solorl lodges ond governmenl shoreholding in holels

The nominee wos owore thot on Execulive Order hod ossigned lhe
monogement of sofori lodges ond government shoreholding in some
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holels lo the Nolionol Treosury. She indicoied thot she would work in
consultotion wiih the Notionol Treosury to develop the best slrotegies for
tronsforming, reforming ond monoging these ossets effectively.

On ollegollons orlslng fiom the Memorondo, lhe nomlnee responded os
follows:

763. On the issue of re-oppointment to Cobinet ofter dismissol, Hon. Rebecco
Mlono vide o Replying Affidovil sworn on lsr Augusi,2024, responded os
follows-

(o)The Conslitution vesi the President with powers to dismiss or re-ossign o
Cobinet Secretory ond lo olso determine the suitobility of Cobinet
members; ond

(b)The decision by the President to nominote her to serve the people of
Kenyo wos on ossessment of her suitobiliiy, compelence ond the obilily
to serve the country.

Observollons on Memorondo Submllled Agoinsl lhe Nomlnee

764.Ihe Commiltee noted thot Articles 132(2) ond l52l2l of the Constitulion of
Kenyo vest lhe power to constituie Cobinet solely on lhe President. The
nominee wos not dismissed under the provisions of Article 75(2) of the
Constiiution ond is therefore noi disquolified from holding ony other sloie
office. There is no legol provision thol bors ihe President from re-oppointing
ony person who hos not been indicted os being unfit to hold office under
Article 75 of lhe Constitulion or ony relevont low.

(3) The nominee holds o Mosiers in Low, University of Solford, Monchester
United Kingdom; One-Yeor Advonced Monogement Progrom,
Stroihmore Business School & Novoro Universily, Spoin; Post-Groduote
Diplomo in Low. Kenyo School of Low; ond Bochelor of Low (LLB)

iroining ond experience thus comply with sections 6(7) ond 7 of the
Publlc Appointments (Porliomeniory Approvol) Aci.

(4) THAT, the nominee meets the requirements of Chopter 6 of the
Constitution on leodership ond integrity hoving obtoined cleoronce
from ihe following stotutory bodies; the Ethics ond Anti-Corruption
Commission (EACC), the Kenyo Revenue Authority (KRA), ihe

779.Ihe nominee stoted thot the Rood Mointenonce Levy ihoi hod coused
the recent rise in fuel prices is under the Ministry of Roods ond Tronsport.
However, he undertook lo work closely with the relevoni ministries ond
stokeholders to oddress such issues ond ensure lronsporency ond foirness
in fuel pricing.

On lhe issue of lPPs

780. He stoled thot he would engoge with the Attorney Generol to oddress the
issues concerning independenl power producers ond ensure thol future
power purchose ogreemenls ore foir ond do nol disodvontoge Kenyons.
Additionolly, he undertook lo consider moving towords on energy ouciion
syslem where energy is purchosed bosed on demond.
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On elechlficolion ln oreos in Kenyo wllh no eleclricily ond oddressing
moinrenonce issues lhol leod to freqvent power oufoges

7Bl. The nominee informed ihe Commitlee thot he intends 1o empower the
Rurol Electrificotion ond Renewoble Energy Corporotion (REREC) 1o

hondle lost mile connections ond seporote their functions from KPLC to
ovoid overlops. He stoted thot for moinienonce, he would work closely
with ihe relevont ogencies to fost-trock modernizotion of infrostructure
ond ensure timely repoirs 1o minimize outoges.

On breoking (PtC's monopoly to ollow compelitlon in lhe energy seclor
782.Ihe nominee stoted thot the Energy Act 2019 hod loid the foundolion for

opening the distribulion spoce io other ployers. However, he noled thot
ihere wos need for o robust KPLC to monoge lhe exisiing infroskucture. He
olso foresow o situotion where Kenyo creotes zones for opiimol utilizolion
of resources.

On disporilies in powet connectlvily
283. The nominee informed the Commitlee ihot he wos owore of the historicol

injustices in power distribution ond would work systemoticolly to correct
lhese imbolonces. He stoted this would involve odequoie resourcing 1o

REREC ond colloboroling with county governmenls. He furiher proposed
offirmolive oction to prioritize eleclrificotion in under-served oreos,
ensuring lhot every region, including morginolized ones, receive equilobie
occess to electricity.

On lhe issue of lrcquent power outoges ond the long durolion il lokes for
KPIC to respond to breokdowns, especiolly in rurol orcos

784.Ihe nominee stoted thoi it would be cruciol to oddress power outoges
ond response times. lf opproved, he would ensure thol KPLC undergoes
business process re-engineering to improve efficiency ond responsiveness.
He would further implement slrici timelines for oddressing outoges ond
leveroge on modern technologies ond enhoncing lhe copocity of
ironsmission lines to ensure sloble power supply ocross oll regions.

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On oddressing lhe high cosl of eleclrlcily
286. The nominee stoted thot reducing the cost of eleclricity would involve

oddressing both technicol ond commerciol losses, which currently stood
ol oround 237o. He stoted lhot he would enhonce the efficiency of KPLC's

operotions ond increose the generoiion of cheoper cleon energy sources
such os geothermol ond wind. He undertook to review ond optimize lhe
loriffs ond levies thoi contribute to high electricity costs ond promole
investment in renewoble energy projects, if opproved os Cobinet
Secretory.

On lhe proposed Lomu cool power ploni ond bolonclng energy needs
wlth environmenlal prolectlon

787.Ihe nominee informed the Commitlee thot il wos cruciol to bolonce
energy needs with environmentol proieciion. Despite the opposition
foced in the proposed Lomu cool power plont due to environmentol
concerns, once opproved os Cobinet Secretory, he would corefully
evoluote its impoct. He undertook to engoge wiih environmentol groups,

stokeholders ond experls to ensure lhot ony decision mode prioriiizes

sustoinobility. He further sioted thot exploring olternotive cleon energy
sources ond iechnologies would be o priorily to meei energy demonds
without compromising the environmenl.

On chollenges sunovnding lhe loke furkono Wnd Power ProJecl
788. The nominee stoted thot the Loke Turkono Wind Power Project is o

significoni ond key investment. He undertook to conduct o thorough
review of the pro.ject to oddress ony existing issues ond improve its
efficiency. He olso noted thot lessons leorned from this projeci would
inform fulure renewoble energy projects to ensure they ore cost effective
ond beneficiol 1o the public.

On lmprovlng the solely slondords lot petroteum honsporlotlon ond
sloroge

289. The nominee informed the Commitiee ihoi he would work closely wiih
EPRA to enforce strict sofety reguloiions ond conduct regulor inspections
of tronsportotion focililies. He stoted thoi implemenling odvonced
moniloring ond emergency response systems would help mitigote risks

ond prevent occidents like lhe ones thot occurred in Embokosi ond
Sochongwon.

On odoptlon of cleon enetgy lechnologies
790. The nominee stoted lhot he would prioritize inveslments in renewoble

energy sources such os geoihermol, wind ond solor power. He would olso
implement policies ond incentives to ottroct privote secior investment in
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cleon energy. Additionolly, the nominee noted the need 1o enhonce
reseorch ond development in renewoble energy technologies ond build
locol copociiy 1o drive innovotion ond sustoinobility.

791 . Furlher, he informed the Commitlee thol ensuring Kenyo's energy
infrosiructure supports industriolizotion, involved increosing the insiolled
copocity poriiculorly from cleon energy sources. He stoted thot he would
invest in geothermol, hydro, wind ond solor energy projecls lo provide o
sioble ond relioble power supply. The nominee undertook to modernize
ond expond tronsmission ond dislribution networks to meel the growing
demond, once opproved os Cobinet Secretory. The nominee olso noted
the need to colloborote with regionol portners to creote on Eost Africon
power pool which would olso help in monoging supply flucluotions ond
enhonce energy security.

On lhe frequenl ond enollc bllltng by KPLC ond rneosures lo oddress lhis
issue ond improve cuslomer solisfocllon

792.The nominee stoted thot he would implement o comprehensive business
process re-engineering oi KPLC to enhonce occurocy ond tronsporency
in billing. He stoted thot this would involve upgroding metering systems,

streomlining billing processes, ond ensuring timely ond cleor
communicolion wilh customers os well os o fromework lo hondle billing
disputes efficienlly ond foirly.

On KPLC's response tlme to repoh foulls ond reslore power ouloges
793. The nominee informed the Committee he would implement sirict iimelines

ond performonce benchmorks for oddressing foults ond outoges. He

sloted thot enhoncing ihe iroining ond resources ovoiloble to field teoms
would olso be o prioriiy. Addiiionolly, he noled thol leveroging
technology for reol-time moniloring ond foster incident response would
ensure thot power restoroiion is hondled promplly, reducing the
inconvenience to consumers.

On ollrocling inveslmenl ln lhe energy secro, especiotly ln rcnewobte
energy projecls

794.Ihe nominee stoted thot, if opproved, he would streomline regulotory
processes, provide incentives for cleon energy projects ond ensure
tronsporency in project opprovols. He further stoted thot he would
esioblish cleor ond consistent policies to give inveslors' confidence. He

olso undertook to promote Public Privote Portnerships (PPPS) ond engoge
with iniernotionol developmeni portners to secure funding ond technicol
expertise for renewoble energy initioiives.

ond resource shoring. He noted thot ihere wos need to develop cross-
border energy infrostructure such os tronsmission lines ond interconneclors
to enhonce regionol connectivity. ln oddition, he noted thol hormonizing

803. The nominee stoied thot he is in support of ihe ideo of REREC hondling
lostmile metering ond this division of responsibilities would ollow KPLC io
focus more on customer service ond sotisfociion.

infrostruciure developmenis.

On lhe proposed imprementotlon ol nucleor energy in Uyombo
The nominee exploined thot Kenyo, os o member stoie of the
lnternotionol Aiomic Energy Agency, hod odopied o phosed opprooch
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807.

lo inslolling nucleor energy. He stoied ihol public porlicipotion hod
olreody been conducled os porl of the firsl phose, with sile identificotion
completed in Kwole ond Kilifi counties. Additionolly, he underiook to revisit

the motter ond encouroge o holistic involvement of oll stokeholders,
emphosizing thot nucleor energy is o cleon ond offordoble option thot
would contribute significontly to the bose lood power supply.

On meosures to ensure Kenyo sloys on course fo ochieving ils
indushlolhotion gools os oullined in lhe Vislon 2030
The nominee informed the Commitlee lhol ochieving the industriolizolion
gools in olignment with both Vision 2030 ond ihe EAC Vision, requires o
consisient supply of cleon ond relioble energy. He sloted he would ensure
proper licensing for the construction of geoihermol wells by KenGen.
Additionolly, he noted thot otlrocling investors to the energy sector would
be o priority os it would spur economic growth ond help meet the
industriolizotion torgets.

On oddressing concerns regodlng unfoir dismissols of (PLC in Momboso
The nominee stoted thot he would thoroughly investigole the coses of
olleged unfoir dismissols ot KPLC in Momboso. He olso emphosized the
importonce of foir lobour proctices ond pledged to ensure thot ony
octions token ore in line with legol ond ethicol stondords. He olso
undertook to review ond improve the compony's humon resource policies
to prevent future occurrences of unfoir dismissols.

On prevolence ol loulty meters ot KPLC

The nominee ocknowledged the concerns roised by the Auditor Generol,
ottribuling ihe issues primorily to procurement problems influenced by
pervosive cortels thot disrupi the tendering process. He commitied to
investigoling these inconsistencies further ond emphosized the need for
stricter oversight ond reform in ihe procuremenl process. He olso noted
thot the Public Procurement ond Asset Disposol Acl ollows bidders to
lodge comploinls but this provision is oflen exploited by entrenched
cortels. He underlook to work closely wilh other minislries to ensure o foir
ond tronsporenl procurement process ond to oddress the influence of
cortels effectively.

On the Tullow Oll prolecl
810. The nominee informed ihe Committee thot the Tullow Oil project is not o

non-vioble project ond committed to ensure its revivol. He ocknowledged
the projecl's lock of requisite finonciol copocity in the Souih Lokichor
Bosin. He stoied he would work closely work with Tullow Oil to source o
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strotegic porlner, wilh guidonce from the Atlorney Generol. to secure the
necessory finonciol support ond expertise for the project's successful
continuotion.

Elechlclty connectivity ot the Constituency level
8l l. The nominee recognized the colloborotion between MPs ond REREC on

electricity connectivily. He proposed proper resourcing for REREC io
expedite the conneciivity process, oiming lo Increose lhe cunenl 767"
penetrotion rote. He olso emphosized the importonce of involving county
governments to enhonce the effecliveness of these efforts.

Bl2. He olso oddressed the problem of street lights, which often go off ofter
commissioning due io mointenonce issues ond unpoid bills. He committed
to empowering REREC to fully toke chorge of street lighting ond poyment
processes, including exploring the use of solor street lights to ensure
susioinobiliiy ond continuous operolion.

On slrolegies fo reduce lhe pump price ol luel in Kenyo
813. The nominee informed the Committee thot he hod o three-fold strotegy to

reduce fuel prices. First, he stoted thol he would oddress the londing cost,
which significontly contribuies to the pump price. Second, the nominee
noted thot he would work closely with Porlioment to review ond possibly
reduce toxes ond levies on fuel. Third, he stoted thoi he would improve
the storoge ond tronsporiolion logislics by colloboroting with lhe Kenyo
Pipeline Compony (KPC) io enhonce efficiency. Additionolly, he noted
thot extending KPC's operotions lo regions like Ugondo, Rwondo ond the
Democrolic Republic of Congo (DRC) would generote more revenue
through increosed volume ond distonce, ultimotely lowering fuel prices.
He noied thoi moking KPC more competitive would benefit the overoll
fuel pricing slruclure, leveroging Ugondo's use of Kenyo's pipeline for
direct fuel imports.

(8) Thol on the ollegotions thot lhe nominee's oppoinimenl would destroy
Kenyo's multi-porty democrocy, the Commiitee is permitted to
consider the stolements only to the exteni thoi evidence is provided
ond nol on merely speculolions os is in this cose; ond

(9) Thoi he therefore proys thot lhis Honoroble Commitlee finds thol the
memorondum by the deponents hove not to hove been
subslontioted.

On innovolive ptogtoms for youlh employment ond lob creolion
The nominee underlook to increose resources io boost youth involvement
in governonce, noting thot there is inodequote ollocotion to the Stote
Deporlment of Youth Affoirs. He submitted thoi the youih con leveroge
progroms supporied by ihe World Bonk such os Nyoto torgeting
opproximotely 800,0000 youth between the oges of 19 ond 28 yeors to
engoge in entrepreneurship. He stoted thot he would, in colloborotion
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wiih Members of the Porlioment, ensure the equitoble dislribution of the
opportunities through progroms such os Jilume on ICT hubs.

860. The nominee noted the significonce of psycho-sociol support for ihe

youlh. He informed ihe Committee thot he would ensure incorporotion of
counselling services in the educotion ond sports sectors.

On wellote of spodspersons
861. The nominee informed the Committee thot he would empower

sportspersons ond former othletes wilh skills on soving ond investmenl ond
focilitole them io pursue educolion.

On ollegollons orlslng from lhe Memorondo, lhe nomlnee responded os
follows:

862. On the issue of re-oppoinlment to Cobinet ofier dismissol, Hon. Klchumbo
Murkomen vide on Affidovit sworn on 2nd Augusl 2024, responded os

follows-

(e)The perceptions of orrogonce ond opulence ore subjective ond
influenced by politicol rhetoric ond yet he hos mointoined
humility ond integrity throughoul his public service oligning his

lifestyle ond conduci with the principles of public service.

(f) The nominee hos no role in the procurement process of ony
porostotol under the Minislry os procurement processes ore
independently monoged by the respective porostotols ond o
Cobinet Secretory is not on occounting officer in the Ministry or
the Agencies under it.

Observollons on Memorondo Submllled Agolnst lhe Nomlnee

865. The Committee noted thot Articles 132(2) ond 152(2) of the Conslitution of
Kenyo vest ihe power to conslilute Cobinet solely on the President. The

nominee wos not dismissed under the provisions of Article 75(2) of ihe
Constitution ond is therefore nol disquolified from holding ony other slole
office.

866. There is no legol provision thol bors ihe President from re-oppointing ony
person who hos not been indicted os being unfit to hold office under
Article 75 of the Constitution or ony relevont low.

86l. The EACC vide its leiter doted 29ih July 2024 submitted thol the
Commission hod not underloken ony investigotion or recommended
proseculion ogoinsi the nominee pursuont to its mondote.

4.I5.3 Commillee Observollons on lhe Sultoblllty ol the Nomlnee

868. The Committee hoving considered the nominee's filled queslionnoire
pursuont to seciion 6(8) of the Public Appointments (Porliomentory
Approvol) Act, his curriculum viioe ond hoving heord his orol submission
during the opprovol heoring, mode the following observotions on his
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suitobility for oppointment os Cobinet Secretory for Youth Affoirs. Creoiive
Economy ond Sports -

(1) IHAT, in occordonce with Article 78(l) ond (2) of the Constilution, the
nominee is eligible for oppoiniment to Stote Office since he is o Kenyon
ciiizen born in 1979 in Elgeyo Morokwet County ond does not hold duol
citizenship.

(2) THAI, the nominee served os the Cobinet Secretory for the Ministry of
Roods ond Tronsport in the Governmeni of Kenyo from 2022 lo 2024.
Prior to this role, the nominee served os the Senoior of Elgeyo
Morokwet County in the Porliomenl of Kenyo from 2013 to 2022.
Additionolly, ihe nominee served os o consultonl of Kirui Low Firm in
Arlington, Virginio, ond o lecturer oi severol universities, including the
Universily of Noirobi, Moi University, ond ihe Cotholic University of Eost

Africo. The nominee olso worked os on odvocote ot Kelly ond
Compony Advocoies, consullonl ot the Lutheron World Federotion,
ond wos o member of the Tosk Force on Devolved Governmenl under
lhe Ministry of Locol Governmenl.

(3) The nominee is on Advocote of the High Court of Kenyo ond holds o
Mosier of Lows (LLM) from both Americon University's Woshington
College of Low, Woshington DC, USA. ond the University of Pretorio,
South Africo, where he groduoied with disiinclion. He olso holds o
Bochelor of Lows (LLB) from the University of Noirobi ond Diplomo in
Low from the Kenyo School of Low. His ocodemic credentiols,
professionol lroining ond experience thus comply wiih seciions 6(7)
ond 7 of the Public Appoiniments (Porliomentory Approvol) Act.

(4) THAT, the nominee meels the requirements of Chopler 6 of the
Consliluiion on leodership ond inlegrity hoving obioined cleoronce
from the following slotutory bodies; the Ethics ond Anii-Corrupiion
Commission (EACC), the Kenyo Revenue Aulhority (KRA), the
Directorote of Criminol lnvesligotions (DCl), Office of the Registror of
Politicol Porties (ORPP) ond ihe Higher Educotions Loon Boord (HELB).

(5) THAT, the nominee neither been chorged in o couri of low nor
odversely mentioned in ony investigotory report of Porliomeni or ony
Commission of lnquiry in the posl ihree yeors.

(6) THAT, the nominee does not hold office in ony poliiicol porty.

(7) [HAT, the nominee hos never been dismissed from office under Ariicle

School of Government, o Bochelors of Business Administrotion from the
Kompolo University, ond o Diplomo in Humon Resource Monogement,
Kompolo University, Certificote in Business Administrotion from Kompolo
University, ond o Cerlificoie of secondory Educotion from Seroni
Secondory School.

Employmeni Record ond Work Experience

872 The nominee served os lhe Governor of Momboso County from 2013 to
2022, during which he wos involved in community developmenl,
economic empowermenl, ond the odvococy of democrotic ond
constitutionol principles. ln his tenure qs the Governor Momboso County,
the implemented progressive policies thol significontly enhonced
economic growih ond regionol inveslmenl, lhereby creoling substontiol
employment opportunities. The nominee introduced outomoiion in vorious
couniy processes, which greoily increosed revenue collection ond
reduced inefficiencies.
Additionolly, the nominee served os the Member of Porliomenl for Kisouni

Constituency where he speorheoded numerous developmentol projects,
including rood construction, educotionol enhoncements, heolthcore
focilities, ond youth empowerment progroms. He olso doubled os the

Assistont Minister for Tronsport, overseeing significont infrostructure projects
ihot reduced troffic congeslion ond improved public lronsporl systems.

The nominee informed the Committee thot he wos o life member of the
Red Cross Society ond o member of the Rotory Club of Momboso.

876. The nominee stoted thot he wos neither o member of ony professionol
ossociolion nor did he belong lo ony professionol, business. frolernol,
scholorly, civic, choritoble or other orgonizotion.

Public Ofrice, Potillcol Actlvttles ond AffTliolions

877 .Ihe nominee submitted lhot he wos the Deputy Porty Leoder of the
Oronge Democrotic Movement (ODM) (2012 to dote), hod served os o
member of the ODM Compoign Steering Committee 12013,2017, 2022)
ond ODM Orgonizing Secretory 12008- 2012).

lntegfi|y

878. The nominee hod neilher been chorged in o court of low nor odversely
menlioned in ony investigotory report of Porliomenl or ony Commission of
lnquiry in the lost three yeors. The nominee hos never been dismissed or
olherwise removed from office for controveniion of the provisions of
Ariicle 75 of the Constitulion.

lncome ond Nei Worlh

879. The nominee stoied thol his nei worlh wos opproximotely Kshs. 2.3 billion
which includes developed ond undeveloped properlies, shoreholding in
property holding componies, shoreholding in trode componies, motor
vehicles, voluobles, jewellery ond cosh ot bonk.

Polenliol Confllcl of lnleresf

880. The nominee informed lhe Commiitee thot neither he nor persons of
interest to him were engoged in ony octiviiies thoi could leod to personol
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goin ot the expense of the Minisiry thot he hod been nominoted to work
tn-

Pro-bonolChority Work

88l. Ihe nominee is the founder of Hosson Joho Foundotion, which undertokes
vorious philonthropic octivities, including hospitol rehobilitotion. drug
rehobilitotion progroms, ond youth empowerment initiolives. He wos olso
involved in issuonce of school resources for children ond restorotion of
recreolionol focilities.

4.1 6.2 Generol ond Seclor-Speclflc Quesllons lo lhe Nomlnee

882. The Committee posed severol queslions to ihe nominee on his suiiobility
for oppointment os Cobinet Secretory for Mining, Blue Economy ond
Moritime Affoirs. The nominee responded os follows:

On key prloilty ileo,s

883. The nominee emphosized thol mining, blue economy, ond moritime offoirs
should be viewed os new economic froniiers. He noted thot mining
currently contributes slightly under 1% to the couniry's GDP ond siressed
the need lo generote confidence omong investors ond the public. lf
opproved, the nominee pledged to be o Cobinel Secretory who
recognizes stokeholder engogement, provides voluoble informotion ond
doto for informed policy decision-moking.
He committed io involve stokeholders, oudiiing humon ond technologicol
resources, ond reossessing legol fromeworks ond policies io ensure lhey
ore investor-friendly. The nominee expressed his eogerness to gother
occurote geologicol dolo on the country's minerols ond ensure Kenyo
becomes on ottroctive destinotion for investment in mining, the blue
economy, ond moritime offoirs.

884.

On fhe ocodemic credenliols of lhe nominee

885. The nominee ocknowledged thot il is common for people 1o cost doubt
on individuols from the coosl. despile their quolificotions. He noied ihot he
drew inspirotion from Prof . Ali Mozrui, who did not succeed in his

Combridge exominotion yet went on to ochieve ocodemic success. The

nominee shored his personol story of overcoming historicol struggles,
coming from o very poor bockground, ond hoving to toke o one-yeor
breok before lronsitioning from primory to high school due lo finonciol
constroints. He noied thot despile scoring o D- (minus) in his exoms. he
wos oble to progress in his ocodemic journey ond now holds two
Bochelor's degrees ond is pursuing o Mosler's degree. The nominee
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mentioned thoi his ocodemic credentiols hove often been questioned
whenever he sought public office, including during his bids for Member of
Porlioment ond Momboso Governor. He further noted thoi the
odministrotion of President Uhuru hod previously queslioned his credentiols
in on ottempl to remove him from poliiics. However, he osserled thol his

credentiols hove been investigoted by vorious government inslilulions,
including lhe Commission on University Educotion, EACC, ond through
judiciol processes. oll of which cleored him.

On equlpplng young people lo work ln lhe morlllme lndurtry

885. Noting the industry's significont potentiol to creole jobs both locolly ond
internotionolly, the nominee highlighted thot the Ministry is key to weolth
ond employment creotion with o globol demond for seoforers is

opproximoiely 1.9 million, while Kenyo contributes only 0.2%, lronsloting to
obout 4,000 Kenyons employed in the industry.
The nominee siressed the need to redesign troining progrommes to meet
lhe demonds of this opportunity ond pledged to engoge Porlioment in
reoligning policies oround troining. He pointed out thot while the Bondori
Moritlme Acodemy provides good troining, no1 oll groduotes secure
employment due 1o o lock of seo-time opporiunities. He identified this os
on urgeni issue, requiring policy reolignment to combine troining wiih seo-
time opportunilies. The nominee olso poinled out thot Kenyo hos only five
vessels corrying its flog, limiting job opportunities for young people. He

colled for o review of policies to increose the number of Kenyon-flogged
vessels, which would improve revenue collection ond creote more job
ond iniernship opportunities for Kenyons, porticulorly in securing seoiime.
He committed to evoluoling the currenl situotion in troining institutions ond
developing progrommes thol better meel the demonds of ihe sector.

887.

BBB. ln oddressing how the nominee would encouroge those slriving to
succeed in life ond how he intends to leveroge his experience in business

ond os o Governor 1o inspire young people who moy be losing hope, the
nominee submiited lhot he would bring the combined ideology of the
business ond public sectors to oid fishermen ond smoll-scole miners. He

expressed his intenlion lo explore vorious meons, including portnerships,
government funding, ond privote secior sponsorships, io enoble Kenyons
to engoge in deep-seo fishing, which he views os o potentiol gome-
chonger.

On llcenslng ond envlronmenlol slondords ln lhe mlnlng lnduslry
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889. The nominee emphosised the need for colloborotion with counly
governmenls, the beneficiories of royolties, lo troin ond encouroge
odherence to environmentol stondords. He olso highlighied the
importonce of improving enforcement, which would require o
multiseciorol opprooch thot he would initiote. He suggested thot licensing
policies could include o requiremeni for miners io provide o surety bond,
which would be deposiied with the governmeni to ensure environmeniol
restorotion. lf o miner foils io restore the environment, lhe government
could use the bond to cover the cosis of reslorotion.

On lmprovlng lhe llves of people ln lhe flshlng lndustry

890. The nominee noted thot neighbouring counlries process more fish for
export thon Kenyo ond emphosised ihe need for copocity building
omong fisherfolk, porticulorly orlison fishermen ond women. He proposed
thoi they be iroined in processing, storoge, ond volue oddilion, wilh o
focus on creoting o lucroiive environment for business ond investment. He

expressed his commitment to combining privote seclor investment,
government support, ond community porticipotion. He suggesled
slrotegies such os creoting collection points ond orgonising fishermen into
cooperolives io consolidote their cotch. thereby quolifying for export
morkets.

On hls wllllngness lo work ln the Mlnislry

891. The nominee noted thot the Cobinet oppoiniment is on opporiunity to
serve the people of Kenyo.

On deollng wllh corlels ln lhe lnduslry

892.Ihe nominee ocknowledged ihe need to review policies ond ottribuled
lhe low contribution of mining to the GDP lo the influence of cortels ond
brokers in ihe indusiry. He emphosised the need to eliminote coriels io
promote the development of ihe induslry.

893. Additionolly, he highlighted the importonce of timely disbursement of
royolties ond pledged to estoblish functionol systems to prioritise the needs
of Kenyon communities. He expressed his inlention lo engoge with
counlies thot receive significont royoliies, to review ihe legol fromework
ond ensure lhol resources ore ring-fenced for development. The nominee
olso promised to work on creoting synergy wilh couniies, formuloting on
efficient fromework for disbursing royollies, ond orgonising communities
inlo cooperotives to improve their circumstonces.

On lhe gemslone mlnlng seclor
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894. The nominee odvocoted for o focus on privote sector investmenl in the
mining sector. He roised concerns on whelher the Voi Gemstone Volue
Addition Centre is properly equipped 1o tesl ond process minerols ond
pledged to review its operotions if opproved. He emphosised the need io
ensure thot minerols ore tested ond identified correctly, lo prevent the
exploitotion of Kenyons, ond io guorontee thot volue is odded to the
minerols before lhey enler the morket.

On hls ochlevemenls durlng hls lenure os Governor

895. The nominee highlighted his ochievements in Momboso Counly, including
the estoblishment of o siole-of-ihe-ort cordioc cenire, welljroined
medics, ond o concer treotment centre. He pledged to provide
leodership in ihe Minisiry of Mining, Blue Economy, ond Moritime Affoirs, if
opproved.

On bureoucrocles ln lhe Nollonol Mlnlng Corporollon ond Nollonol
Mlnerols Boord

896. The nominee ocknowledged the chollenges in the licensing process,
porticulorly for ortisonol miners. He noted thoi the process involves
engoging with locol communiiies ond obtoining their consent before
proceeding with o license opplicotion. However. he poinied out lhol
instonces of documenl folsificotion hove hindered the efficiency of issuing
licenses ond proposed the odopiion of technologicol solulions to oddress
the issues. He emphosised the need to digitise ihe entire process, with the
codostre system hosted in Kenyo io reduce corruption ond improve
efficiency. He olso expressed his inteniion lo involve young people in

developing ihese lechnologicol solutions.

On ollegotlons of drug lrofflcklng

897. The nominee stoied thot the lote lnlernol Security Minister, George Soiloti
hod lobled o lisl in Porlioment on on olleged dossier ihot hod been
forworded 1o Kenyon outhorities by the Americon Embossy contoining o
list of suspected drug troffickers. The nominee noted thot the report which
wos formuloted by o mulii-ogency involving brood internotionol
investigotions did nol conloin ony evidence implicoting him or disclosing
ony culpobility by the nominee in the olleged drug trofficking scondol. He
further stoled thot the Minister thereofter clorified the motter by tobling o
Report detoiling the outcome of investigotions which exoneroled him. He

odded thot he os never been borred from visiting the United Stoies ond
frequently visits the Uniled Stoles withoul ony hindronce.
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B9B. The nominee stoted thot the oilegolions were os o result of politicol witch
huni. He emphosized thot he conducts legitimoie business thoi con be
oudited.

On lhe role of lhe Nollonol lnlelllgence Servlce (NlS) ln prospecllng for
minerols

899. The nominee expressed his inobility lo comment on the NIS prospect report
due to o lock of informotion. However, he emphosised the importonce of
improving communicotion ond ensuring thot Minislries ossist the President
in conveying informotion to the public. He pledged to review the situotion
if opproved ond ensure thot componies continue to poy royolties to ihe
community ond the government, regordless of chonges in ownership.

On ollegotlons ogolnsl lhe nomlnee

900. Regording ihe Auditor Generol's reporl on the KES I .7 billion tender
ollegedly oworded to relotives of the nominee ond the occusotion thot
lhe County Government of Momboso wos monoged by o relotive during
his tenure os Governor, lhe nominee submitled thoi the moiiers were
ihoroughly oudited ond investigoted by the EACC ond the DCI; no
chorges were preferred ogoinst him.

On obondoned shlps from olher counfuies

901. The nominee stoied thot destruction of obondoned ships presented o
significonl business opportunity. porticulorly for supporting the steel
induslry. He cited similor proctices in Liberio, lndio ond Singopore os

successful exomples.

On lhe completlon of slolled proJects

902. Refening to the stolled projecis of the Kenyo Morine ond Fisheries

Reseorch lnstitules, the nominee noted thot government should prioritize

compleiion of projects ond ensure volue for money.

On lhe lmplementollon of lhe Morlne Spollol Plon

903. The nominee submiited thot he believes in effeclive plonning ond, if

opproved, would ensure thot the Morine Spotiol Plon is expedited ond
implemented without further deloy.

On the KES 1.8 bllllon lender for lhe conslrucllon of o counly slodlum

904. The nominee submitted thot the ideo of building lhe stodium wos
concepluolised in 201 9, ond the tender wos oworded to o Turkish
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compony in portnership with o Kenyon firm 1o construci o world-closs
siodlum. He further clorified thot oll eorthworks hod been compleled. with
the remoining tosk being ihe inslollotion of steel structures, which hove
been ossembled in Turkey.

905. He sioied thot the progromme hod been odversely offected by the
COVID-19 pondemic, leoding to o significonl drop in locol revenue. The
nominee osserted thot the omounl poid so for wos noi Kshs 1 billion but
opproximotely Kshs.400 million. He odded thol 30% of the steel siruciures
were olreody in Momboso, while 70% remoined in Turkey, ond moinioined
thot ihe tender process wos conducted in occordonce with ihe low.

On leveroglng opporlunllles ln lhe Blue Economy lo creote Jobs

soe.The nominee submitled thot he fully ocknowledged the potentiol in the
blue economy. He stressed thoi the counlry should focus on mining within
the blue economy sector, ond if monoged correctly, this sector could
help the notion olleviote iis debl burden.

On lronsllloning from Momboso polltlcs

907. The nominee submitted thot he would rise obove locol divisive
conversotions ond serve the entire notion. He expressed o commitmenl to
uniting Kenyons ond undertook to promote notionol uniiy.

On concelng regordlng fovourlng inlernollonol lnveslors ovet locols

908. The nominee submilted thot his fomily is solely engoged in logistics ond
does noi conduct business with ihe government. The nominee
emphosised thot for Kenyo to fully copitolise on its minerol resources,
engogemeni with internotionol investors is necessory. However, he olso
indicoted plons io orgonise locols inlo cooperotives ond equip them with
the necessory skills to porticipote sofely ond effectively in lhe mining
sector io ensure they benefit from the nolion's resources.

909. The nominee stressed the importonce of involving locols os primory
beneficiories, who would be troined ond equipped in mining ond business

skills 1o enoble them io eorn o livelihood in o more orgonised monner. He

noted thot o deeper conversotion is required to improve the low on locol
conteni, mondoting foreign investors to include locol shoreholders, ond
odvocoted for the governmenl io hold shores in mining octivities to
reduce copitol flighl. Additionolly, he proposed thot the Notionol Mining
Corporotion should portner wiih foreign investors to fulfil locol content
requirements os stipuloted by low.

On supporllng holned seoforers to STCW cedmcoles
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910. The nominee submitted thot he would prioritise focilitoting Kenyons who
wish lo pursue seoforing courses, offirming thot there is no justificotion for
foiling 1o cerlify them.

20 million to revive ond support the existing
cooperotives.
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On lhe Husller Fund

996. The nominee exploined thot his initiol opposilion to the Hustler Fund wos
due to o lock of informotion. However, ofter receiving o briefing, he
ocknowledged ihe Fund's potentiol lo olleviote poverty if monoged
properly. He pointed out thot the Fund wos lounched hostily wilhout
proper legol slructures, resulting in chollenges. Despite this, the Fund hod
disbursed Kshs 55 billion, engoged 2l million people, ond hod recovered
Kshs 43 billion, leoving Kshs l2 billion outstonding. The nominee noted thot
the digilol infrostructure ollowed for irocking the remoining funds but
highlighted the obsence of o legol fromework to focilitote recovery.

997 .Ihe nominee sioted thot the iniention behind the Hustler Fund wos
commendoble, oimed ot oddressing morket foilures ot the botlom of the
economic pyromid. He noled thot the Fund wos designed to help
borrowers build o credit score up io o million shillings. lf opproved for
oppointment, the nominee undertook to estoblish o proper legol
fromework ond ensure thot ihe Fund is monoged by quolified stoff. He

highlighied the Fund's positive ospects, such os encouroging sovings. with
30% of eoch loon going into sovings, ond ils conlribution lo retirement
benefits ond heolthcore.

998. The nominee stoted thoi while sociol ossistonce is essentiol ond the
government hos o responsibility to support ils citizens, the Hustler Fund is

not under the purview of sociol ossistonce but is focused on MSMES. He

exploined thot the Minisiry's core function is to creote on enobling
environmenl for MSMES, ensuring their regisirotion ond formolisolion, bul ii
does not provide direct funding.

On dlgltolisotion of ihe Women Enterprlse Fund (WEF)

999. The nominee ocknowledged the concerns obout occess to the Women
Enlerprlse Fund (WEt) in o digilolised formoi. He noted WEF beneficiories
who ore not fomilior with digitol plotforms moy foce chollenges ond
undertook to evoluote the proposol ond if vioble, he would sensiiize ond
ossisl women odopt to the digitol londscope. He olso pointed io the
possibilily of colloboroting with orgonisotions to provide smortphones 1o

fociliiole lronsoctions.

On resourclng the Mlcto ond Smoll Enlerprises Aulhorlty (MSEA)

I 000. The nominee exploined thot MSMEs were previously scottered ocross
vorious Ministries, but lhe cunent odminislrolion hod consolidoted them
under one Ministry for more effective monogement. He noted thot MSMEs
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ore self-finoncing institutions, ond the Minislry's role is to supporl their
formolisotion, regislrotion, licensing, ond troining to ensure finonciol
literocy. He clorified ihot ihe Minisiry does not ollocote funds directly to
MSMES, os ihey ore expected to secure finoncing from finonciol instilutions
or governmentcreoted funds.

The Minisiry olso provides
oversight, focilitotes occess to offordoble funds, ond offers oudit services.
The nominee noled thot monogement issues hove plogued cooperotives,
with only ten thousond (10,000) out of the thirty thousond (30,000)

regislered cooperotives being octive. He committed to encouroging MPs

to support the regisiroiion of more cooperolives, os they ore essentiol to
the economic structure, with MSMEs serving os the pillor.

couri, the nurses were ordered to resume work, but they did not comply
for lhree months. As o result, the nominee decided nol to poy them for the
period they were on strike in occordonce with the low.

On rcgulollon of digitot tenderc

i004. The nominee informed the Committee thoi punitive prociices by digitol
lenders hod contributed to the collopse of some cooperotives which
struggled to repoy high-interest loons. To oddress ihis, he emphosised the
imporlonce of cooperolives forming o centrol liquidity focility, where they
con pool their resources ond borrow ot lower interest rotes. This opprooch
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would help cooperotives ovoid the piifolls of expensive loons ond support
their finonciol stobility.

On meosures lo revlve lhe Consllluency lndushiol Developmenl Cenlres

I 005. The nominee noted thot on oltempl hod been mode 1o estoblish
induslriol centres in every constituency, with obout iwo hundred (200) of
them completed. These cenires were inlended to occommodote MSMEs

by providing shored focilities thot ore too costly for individuol businesses to
offord. However, he clorified thot these centres foll under ihe Ministry of
Trode, so he could not fully respond to the question but expressed his

willingness lo support their developmenl.

The nominee stoted thot the chollenges focing ihe New KCC were
coused by monogement issues. He emphosised the imporlonce of
estoblishing proper structures wilhin KCC to detect ond oddress
mismonogement promptly, ensuring the compony's susioinobility ond
reducing the need for continued government inierveniion.

On regulotion of cooperolives

I 008. The nominee noted thoi cooperotives ore currently self-reguloied but
there is o need for greoter oversight ond regulotion to prevent members
from defoulting on loons.

1010. The nominee submitted ihot the originol KUSCCO is under receivership,
ond ihe new entity is olso struggling, hoving losl opproximotely Kshs l0
billion of public money due 1o corruption. He emphosised the need for
thorough follow-up 10 recover the money ond for lhe governmeni io toke
sirong oction ogoinst ihose who embezzled f unds from KUSCCO. lf
opproved for oppointment, the nominee would introduce o deposil
proteclion or guorontee fund thot will give members some finonciol
recourse in the event of institutionol collopse.

'1012. The nominee stoted thol Vision 2030 is o very useful document. However,

there wos need io deviote from the Vision lo oddress chonges. For

inslonce, cooperolives were cotegorised under finonciol services ond
were not given sufficient emphosis.

On consoridotion ol Womea Youlh. ond Uwezo Funds

l0l 3. The nominee sioted thot these funds hove been pui under the Minisiry of
Cooperotives ond MSMEs, except for the Youth Fund, which hos been
loken to the Ministry of Youth Affoirs. These funds were estoblished to
oddress specific issues ot ihe time. The nominee proposed the
consolidotion of the funds for eosier monogement.

On lhe debl sltuollon ol cooperorrye socieries

l0l 4. The nominee stoted ihol cooperotives ore usuolly self-finoncing. The
government invests in umbrello cooperotives such os those for doiry ond
sugor. 10 ensure formers ore poid. This is why the government is reody to
wrile off debts due to the speciol prioriiy of these commodities. However,
the governmeni connoi continue wriling off debts indefinitely ond must
investigote the underlying couses of problems in cooperoiives.

l. The Clerk of the National Assembly briefed the Commicee on the veftint process and

preparations made towards hcilitatint the aPProval hearings as follows-

(i) That the newspaper advenisement for submission of memoranda for the nominees for
the position of the Attorney-General and the Cabinet Secreory for the Ministry of East

African Community Aftain and Regional Dcvelopment was ready and would be published

in three local dailies of national wide circulation on Thursday, l" Autusc 202'l;

(ii) That the approval hearings for the two nominees mendoned above would bc undertaken

on Friday, 9s Augusq 202,1 and the Approval Hearings Repon to be adopted on Monday,

l2d Augus! 202.1 and subsequently ubled in the House on Tuesday, 136 Augusg 202'{,

for adoption;

(iii) Thar there was a proposal, with the approval of the House, to delay the recess by one

week to allow for conclusion of the vetting exercise, abling and dcbate of the

Committee's report on the aforementioned two nominees:
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(iv) That with regard to the first batch of ten ( l0) nominees, there was no adverse report
from EACC, KRA, HELB, DCI and ODPP. On the second batch of ten ( l0) nominees,

there was no adverse report atainst nine (9) nominees from EACC, KR " HELB, DCI

and ODPP. However, EACC noted that regarding the Cabinet Secretary nominee for
the Ministn/ of Co-operatives and MSMEs Development, Hon. Wycliffe Ambetsa

Oparanya, EGH, the Commission had conducted an investitation on allegations of
corruption against the nominee for offenses committed during his tenure as the

Governor for the County Government of Kakamega and submitted a repoft to the

Director of Public Prosecutions recommending prosecution of the nominee on various

charges including, conspiracy to commit an offence of corruption, conflict of interest,

abuse of office and money laundering. The nominee obained a conservatory order
issued by the Hith Couft in Kakamega Constitutional and Human RithB Petidon No.

E0l9 of 2023 Wycliffc Ambata Oqaranyo vcnus FACC ond 3 Othon saying any

arrest or prosecution based on information obained by the Commission. The matter is

pendint in court.

2. Committce Resolution
The Committee consequently resolved that the Clerk of the National Assembly would

write to the ODPP to seek confirmation on the status of any criminal proceedings against

tie Cabinet Secretary nominee for the Minisry of Cooperatives and MSMEs

Development.

Thereafter, there were submissions by various team leaders on the preparedness of the

Committee towards the vettint exercise as follows-

3. Submissions on Recclvcd Mcmoranda

(i) The Committee was informed that a total of 20.1 affidavics had so hr been received; out
of which one hundred and eight-seven (187) complied with section 6(9) of the Public

Appointments (Parliamentary Approval) Acc (CAP 7F) and seventeen (17) were non-

compliant either because they had not been signed by the deponent or commissioned as

required by law.

(ii) Further, the Committee had received three hundred and twenty-seven (327) memoranda

which rejected the appointment of all the nominees but did not comply with section 6(9)

of the Public Appointment (Parliamentary Approval) Act, (CAP. 70.

(iii) ln addition, thirq/-Mo (32) memoranda received did not address the subiect mamer.

,1. The Comminee was also briefed on legal issues arising from submissions from the Public
requiring consideration by the Committee as follows-
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(i) Dismissal and re-appointment of Cabinet Secretaries

a) The Committee noted that there was no exPress Provision in the Consdtution or any

wrifien law that bars the re-aPPointment of Cabinet Secretaries or bars them from

holding public office as they were not taken rhrough a disciplinary Process nor were there

reasons advanced for their dismissal. ln addition, and most imporantly, the apPointment

is a political and they serve at the pleasure of the President.

b) Article 75(3) of the Constitution provides that a person who has been dismissed from

office for contravention of Articles 76,77 or 78 of the Constitu on is disqualified from

holding any other sute office. H.E the President communicated the dismissal of the

Cabinet secrearies in Ken;.a Gazette Notice No. 8'{'t0/202't on 126 July, 202'{, which did

not indicate the reason for their dismissal.

c) Funher, the constitution under Anicle 156 does nor provide security of tenure for the

Attorney-General. Moreover, the Office of the Attorney-Gener.l Act' Cap 6A is silent

on whether an Attorney-General removed from ofiice by dint of section I 2( l) can be re-

appointed or hold a public offce.

d) The Committee noted that the Attorney-General was not dismissed but he resigned from

office.

(ii) RGqu.st for lnformation on l'linimum Acadcmic Quellllcetionr for Ceblnct

Sccrctaries

a) The Committee was informed that the Office of the Clerl of the National fusembly was

in receipt of a lener dated 26th luly,202l from Messrs. Okari Otieno and Associates

Advocates requestjnt for information Pursuant o Article 35 of the Constitution aM

scction ,l of the Access to lnformation Act, Cap 7M, regarding the academic qualifications

of the Hon. Ali Hassan joho, EGH, the nominee for aPPointment as Cabinet Secretary for

the Minisry of Mining, Blue Economy and Maritime Affairs.

b) ln the letter, the firm requested for the Kenya Certificate of Secondary Education

certificate submitted by the nominee and any other academic qualifications presented to

the Commimee.

c) The Comminee, however, observed that there was no written law providing for

constitudonal or statutory minimum academic qualifications for a Person to be appointed

as Cabinet Secretary. Funher, the Committee ob6erYed that Mr. Okari ought to have

southt for the certi{icate from the Kenya National Examination Council, which is the
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source of the oritinal document. lt consequently resolved not to release the

documentation sought.

(iii) Arbitration Orders

a) On the maner of the Arbitration Orders, the Comminee noted that section l7 of the

Arbitration Acq Cap. 49 provides that the arbiral tribunal may rule on its own jurisdiction

including ruling on any obiections with respect to the existence or validity of the

arbitration agreemenr. Arbitration tribunals obain their jurisdiction from the arbitration

agreement/clause.

b) The Commiaee obaerved that there was no arbitradon atreement or clause which would

have referred the matter to arbitration for the concerned Cabinet Secretaries nominees,

and therefore the arbiter would have no iurisdiction.

(iv) Gendcr, inclusivity end Diversity Mattcrs in dre Appointments

(a) On the issue of gender inclusivity, the Commicee noted that the list of nominees met the

two-thirds tender rule as eitht nominees were female and founeen nominees were male.

(b) Funher, Article 5,1(2) of the Constitution states that the State shall ensure the protressive

implementation of the principle that at least fiye percent of the members of the public in

elective and appointive bodies are persons with disabilities. The Committee notcd that

the list of nominees fell shon of this requirement.

(c) Additionally, Anicle I 30 of the Constitution provides that the composition of the national

executive shall reffect the regional and ethnic diversity of the people of Kenya. The

Commimee noted that the list of nominees was hirly ethnlcally diveme.

(v) Court Cascr in rcgrd to thG Approvd Hcarings Proccsr

The Committee was briefed that there were three (3) cases filed against the aPproval

hearing of nominees process, two in Nairobi and one in Malindi as follows-

prohibiting the Speaker of the National Assembly from proceeding with the vetting

of the fourteen nominees. The National Assembly had filed a Preliminary Obiection

prohibiting the court from interfering with the proceedings of National Assembly.
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The court had given the pafties seven (7) days to serve resPonses. No conservatory

orders had been issued by the coun. The ruling will be issued on l5d Augusc 2024.

I . The Committee on Appointment is esablished under Standing Order 204 of the National

Assembly Standing Orders. lt is mandated to consider for approval by the House,

appointments under Article I 52(2) of the Constitution.

2. ln conducting the vettint and approval hearings, the Committee shall be guided by the

Constitution, the Public Appointmens (Parliamentary Approval) Acg Cap. 7F and other

relevant statutes.

3. On the preparadon of the vetting process, the Committee held is first sittint on

Thursday, 25$ July, 2024 and considered the brief on arrantemenr that have been put in

place for the conduct of approval hearings. During its second sicint on Wednesday, 31"

July, 2024, the Committee received a satus update on the progress made on the

preparations for the approral hearings.

4. On the Approval Hearints, they were scheduled to begin on Thursd.y, l* Augusg
2024 and conclude on Sundey to Augus! 2024. Committcc siGings shdl
commGncG as from 8:00 am with a vicw of v.ttlng at lcast fvo (5) nominecs
p.r .lloftcd day.

5. On the additional two nominees submitted to Parliament by H.E. Presidenc their names

had been referred for consideration by the Comminee, advenisements invitint

submission of memoranda have been published in the dailies on l" August 202't. The

deadline for this submission of memoranda is Thursday, 8s August 2024, and the

Committee shall resume is hearings for the two nomine€s on Friday, 9 August 202'1.

6. On the conduct of the approval hearings, the ComminQe shall be guided by the

Constitution, the Public Appointments (Parlhmentary Approval) Act Cap.7F and shall

consider the suit biliry of each nominee for the aPpointment proposed, having regrd to

whether the nominee's abilities, experience, and qualities meet the needs of the body to

which nomination is being made.

7. ln accordance with Section 6(9) of Public Appointments (Parliamenary Approval) Acg

Cap. 7F, regarding submission of sworn affidavis contestint the suitability of any nominee,

the Commiftee had so far reteived over one thourend thrce hundred (1300)

submissions. One hundred and cighty-scven (187) of these submissions were in
the form of the affidavis contemplated under the Act The rest of the submissions were

either gcncrally opposcd to the appointment of one or more nominee; rcpetitions;
in 3upport of nominees; or unrGlatGd to the exercise. Those unrelated to the exercise
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include the applications for appointment as Cabinet Secreeries in the place of some of
the nominees.

8. On the consideration of the submissions made with regard to the approval hearings, the

Committee would thoroughly scrutinize each submission. Where submissions received

were nor in the form of affidavits as required by the Acg the Committcc would, as

far as practicable, include the concerns raised in thc submissions in the
questions that it will posc to thc nominecs. lt is only through this that the
Committee may conclusively determine the suitabilit), of the nominees for appointmenc

9. On the queries from the public on wherher it would be conducting approval hearings for
all nominees, including the nominee who have been re-appointed to the Cabinet, the
Committee would conduct hearings for ALL nominees. Under Section 2 of the
Public Appointments (Parliamentary Approval) Acc Cap. 7F "appointm€nt" includes

"rc-appointmcnts". Additionally, section 3 of the Act provides that all appointments

done under the Consdtution or any orher law for which the approval of Parliament is

required shall not be made unless the appointment is approved or deemed to have been

approved by Parliament in accordance with this AcL
10. The Courts have ruled that vening of nominees is a serious and mandatory constitutional

process that must be complied with even in cases or re-appointment. Precedent and

pracdce in previous Pariiaments and comparatiye iurisdictions also uphold the cardinal

rule on the mandatory nature of parliamentan/ approval eyen in cases of re-appointment

to constitutional offices.

I l. Article I 32 (2) of the Constitution confers upon the President the po,n er to nominate
and with th. approv.l of thG National Asscmbly, appoint Cebinet S.crctari.s
in accordance with Anicle I 52 of the Constitution. With respect to nominees who were

dismissed from the Cabineq the Comminee shall consider any reasons for the dismissal,

if any, in considering whether to recommend the re-appointment of such nominee. The
d€tarmlnation of the question of whcthcr such a nominee is suitable for re-
appointment rosts solcly wlth thc National Assembly.

12. After conclusion of the approval hearings, the Commimee would table is repon in the
House with recommendations either approvint or reiectint the nominees for
appointment.

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The nominee was also examined on general understanding on sector issues and information

contained in the Questionnoire. He responded as follows: THAT-

Concerning Policc Reforms
14. The nominee informed the Committee that the report by the National Taskforce on

Police Reforms had proposed recommendations that would impact on saff welhre,
leadership, and career progression as well as operational capability. lf approved, he would
implement the recommendations in concurrence with the Nadonal Security Council and

would prioritize on the administradve recommendations on staff welfare, police

equipment modernization protramme.

15. He outlined the achievements during his tenure as the immediate former Cabinet
Secretary, Ministry of lnterior & National Administration, as having been able to secure

funding from the National Treasury amountint to Kshs. 7 billion, for purchasing air and

land asses to combat terror, banditry and ortanized crime and establishint the National

Police Leadership Academy in Ntong that would be instrumental in re-skilling the police

as well as addressing the police welhre issues and proposing various letislation to
Parlhment on police reforms.

On the Ritht to Demonitretions .nd Confrontations bGtwGGn tha Policc and thG
Public
15. The nominee admifted thar there was still work that needed to be done in addressing the

relationship between the Police and Kenyans as rhey exercise rheir rith6 under Article
37 of the Constitution. He committed, upon confirmation to finalize the draft Public

Order Regulations prescribint pammeters within which members of the public would

conduct picketing and protests as they exercise their rithts. The regulations would also

prescribe the areas within which the picketing would be done.

On the brcekdown in sccurity intclligcnccr Shakehole end Kwerc Killings
17. The nominee acknowledged that there had been security lapes in the country, resulting

in the killings in the Shakahola and Kware areas. He stated that he had previously

apologized on behalf of both the current and previous administrations for the failure of
security atencies to protect the citizens. He assured the CommiEee that measures had

been put in place to improye securit/ and that there would be accounebility for those

involved. He also committed, if confirmed, to reform the National Government

Adminisrative Oflicers, especially in terms of their motivation

On ro-nomlnation to the rame dockGt, and human rights ebusc during
dcmonstretlons
18. The nominee informed the Committee that, concernint the "Gen-Z' demonstrations,

there was a possibility that the National Police employed antiquated srateties to address
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a novel form of protest. He stated that, in his capacity as the Cabinet Secretary for lnterior

and National Governmenq he would not assume responsibility for operational matters,

as his primary function pertains to providint policy guidance on security issues.

19. He stated that any excessive force during the recent protest would be addressed by the

lndependent Policing Oversight Authoriry and other investitative agencies, which are

constitutionally mandated to address such excesses.

On lnt.rnally Displaced Pcrsons (lDPs) in the North Rift Region

20. The nominee acknowledged the existence of lDPs in Samburu and Barinto Counties and

committed that, if approved, he would prioritize their resenlement. Further, on

allegations of involvement of security personnel in the abductions in Samburu and Baringo

. ounfies, the nominee assured the Committee that the lndependent Policing Oversight

Authority (IPOA) would act to address the excesses by the security personnel.

On dcploymcnt of Kenya Dcfcnce Forces (KDF) to addrcss int rnal sccurity
matters

2l . The nominee informed the Commicee that the KDF has been deployed following the

unrest witnessed on 25d June, 2024 in accordance with Article 2'{ I (3) of the Constitution

occasioned by the unprecedented security breaches in government institutions and other

critical installations on sardby basis.

On thc National Policc Scrvicc Fund
22. The nominee informed the Comminee that the fund would modvate and improve the

efficiency of police operations.

On Criminal Gangs in Urban Areas
23. The nominee acknowledged that criminal ganp posed a significant threat to urban

security. However, the security apparatus's interventions had gready reduced the gang's

activities.

On dcploymcnt of police to Haiti
24. The nominee informed the Commicee that deployint Kenyan police to Haiti was an

honor for the country and was pan of its international obligations under the United

Nations Securitl Council. Funhermore, the deployment had not affected local operations

in any way.

Rcncwet of ld.ntilication docum6nt, Huduma Namba and l{airha Numbcr
25. The nominee informed the Committee that the delay in processint of passports had been

occasioned by pendin8 bills owed to suppliers. However, the delay has been resolved

through various measures, such as the acquisition of printing machine. Further, upon

confirmation, the nominee committed to implementin8 reforms related to the issuance of
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identificadon documents. Additionally, on the third-teneration identification card, he

informed the Committee that this chante was due to technological advancements and

that the ransition should be implemented in a gradual manner to minimize inconvenience

to the public. He noted that the roll -out had been temporarily halted by an order of the

Court.

On corruption in the recruitmGnt to thc National Police Service
26. The nominee acknowledged that corruption has been a significant problem within the

service and that steps were being taken to address the issue and restore public trust in
the police service.

EudtGt cuts and priorities in the National Police Scryicc
27. The nominee stated that, in the face of budget reductions and resource scarciry, Prioriry

will be placed on addressing terror, organized crime, narcotic drug control, climate

change, and violent exremism.

Fcmicide in tho Krvar. KillinSs
28. The nominee acknowledged that the cases of femicide in Kenya have revealed significant

shoncomings in the lower levels of policing and security appamtus, which require drastic

reforms. However, he noted that femicide incidents require a case-by-case approach to
effectively resolve them.

Arming privata security guards
29. The nominee informed the Committee he supports authorization of qualified and vetted

private securiq/ Suards to carry firearms, as it is don€ in Uganda. He emphasized that this

approach would significandy alleviate the burden on police officers by enabling their
participation in other security endeavors as opposed to the protection of orivate

establishments such as bank.
30. The nominee acknowledged that the Private Security Retulatory Authority had revoked

licenses of nine (9) companies. However, on appeal, the licenses had been reinstated.

Pricon r.formr
31. Thc nominee informed the Committee thaq based on the recommendations of the

National Taskforce on Police Reforms, a Cabinet Memo proposing reforms in dte Prison

Service was in place. The reforms aim to make prison enterprises more productivq

enablint prisons to tenerate their own revenue and reduce reliance on the Exchequer.

32. lf appointed, the nomine€ stated that he would obtain dtle deeds for the land owned by

the Kenya Prisons Service and to prioritize the recoverT of any unlawfully seized Prison
parcels of land.

18. On the refusal of admission for emergency cases and critjcal diseases without a cash

deposit, she stated that rhe issue will be addressed once the country adopts UHC that

tuarantees access to healthcare for all citizens.

StratGtias to combat corruption in tho health sector
19. ln eliminating corruption in the sector, she committed to adopt consultadve efforu by

involving the external stakeholders ro monitor the processes and carry out audit of the

system. She would also involve Government Atencies that are mandated to invesdSate

corrupt practices and prosecute culpable individuals. The nominee would also adopt a

digial sptem and eliminate manual processes. She reiterated the need to implement a

transparent tenderint system that would eliminate corupt practices.

Rcvcrting of hcalth carc back to thc Natlonal Governmont
20. The nominee pointed out that for the health care s).stem to revert to the national

Sovernment there would need for broad consulations to deliberate on the matter.
Dctaining of paticnts end bodics by hospitals

21. The nominee statd that she would review cases with the help of National technical

committee and county tovernments to inform interventions to address the issue of
detaining of patiencs and bodies.

Rcvcrting levcl 4 and 5 hospitals to thc national tovGrnmGnt and provision of
afiordable cancor carG

22. The nominee satcd that the Cabinet Secreary had no constitutional mandate to transfer

management of Level 4 and 5 halthcare facilities to the national tovernment.
23. ln regard to the provision of affordable cancer care, she sEted that if appointed, she would

propose embracing local manuhcturing of medicine to reduce costs and increase the

number of oncologists through rainint. Furthermore, she would advocate for the

adoption of primary health care that focuses on cancer prevention.

Hodth rc:carch funding and unuscd complcte hospitels
2,1. On the funding of healthcare research, the nominee steted that she would work with

development panners to fund healthcare research and to develop policy and regulatory

framework to guide ic

25. The nominee further stated that she would carry out regular assessments and monitor all

hcilities to ensure they are fully operational. Additionally, she would collaborate closely
with county governmens to address any gaps including under-equipped hospitals.

Kcnya as . top medical touri3m dastination
26. The nominee stared that Kenya is well-positioned to become a destination for medical

tourism, particularly within the region. To fully capitalize on this potential, she emphasized
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[he imponance of partnerint with retional ortanizadons like the African Union (AU) and

the World Health Organization (WHO). These partnershiPs would help in building

capacity and mobilizing resources to enhance infrastructure and logistics. Additionally' she

highlighted the need to benchmark against counries with top medical Pracdces to learn

how ro manage effective and efficient healthcare sfstems.

Vaccinc availability in the country
27. The nominee informed the Committee that due to a reduction in donor funding for

vaccines, she would prioritize prudent procurement of vaccines at the retional level. She

would also engage with the Nadonal Treasury to secure funding for vaccine Purchases.

Linda l.lama protrammc and rising mental hcalth in thc country
28. The nominee suted that if appointed, she would embark on intetratint the Linda Mama

protram into the Universal Health Coverage (UHC) program. She noted that the

challenges currently hced by the Linda Mama program are due to the transition from the

National Hospital lnsurance Fund (NHIF) to the Social Health lnsurance Fund (SHIF).

29. She acknowledged that menul health was a significant challenge in the country. She stated

that it would be addressed by training mental health personnel and incorporating menal

health awareness into communiq/ health programs.

I'lismanagemcnt of funds at KEMSA
30. The nominee stated that she would insdtute reforms by strengthening the organization's

processes and procedures. This would include adopting a transParent Procurement
system and digitizing all operations. Additionally, she would collaborate with investigative

aSencies to eliminate corruPtion.

Status of thc doctor's cxchante progrrnm. betwcen Kcnya end Cuba
31. The nominee stated she was not aware on the progress and promised that once

confirmed as the Cabinet Secretary, she would prepare a repon and submit to Parliamenc

On doctor-to-population rado, the nominee suted the country was laring well in the

retion in the ratio of doctor to poPulation. However, more effon was needed to meet

the requisite ratio.

On thc status of hGr practicint cGrtific.t€
32. The nominee sated that she is a qualified doctor registered under registration number

A6275 and held a valid practicint certifiarte lrom 2007 to 2020. ln 2020, she ioined the

World Health Organization (WHO), an international organization that did not require a

practicint certificate from the Kenya Medical Practitioners and DentisB Council. Upon

her nomination as Cabinet Secretary for Health, she renewed her Pracdcint certificarc.

Memorende
33. The Speaker noted that the nominee had responded in wridnt to all wricen memoranda

opposing her nomination as Cabinet Secretary for Health.
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
